Eskisehir'in Mihaligcgik ilcesinde meydana gelen kanunsuz iglere dair,
sorusturma kurulunun igslemlerine ait belgeler, gosterilen hassasiyetin somut
bir 6rnegidir. Sucluluklar tespit edilenler hemen Divan-1 Harb-i Orfi’'ye sevk
edilirler. Keza Afyonkarahisarda yasananlara dair yapilan islemleri de
anmak yerinde olacaktir.

Cesitli illerdeki mahkemelerde hakimlik yapan Ermeni vatandaslarin
gorevleriyle bagdasmayacak islere karisarak tarafsizliklarini  nasil
kaybettiklerini gosteren belgeler de dikkati cekmektedir.

Bu kitapta agirlikh olarak, Ermeni teror orgitlerinin sosyal hayattaki
etkisini gbsteren belgeler bulunmaktadir. Siradan bir olayin nasil bir 6rgit
mudahalesine donustiginu ortaya koyan belgelerdeki ifadeler, sosyal
hayata yapilan 0rgit midahalelerinden dogan travmalarin dogurdugu
sonuglari bakimdan incelenmelidir. Toplumsal yapidaki karmasaylr g6z
onine cikarmak yoninden bu  belgelerin  sosyolojik, psikolojik
degerlendirmeleri 6nemli agilimlar saglayacaktir.

istanbul Emniyet Mudiirligiince séz konusu olayla ilgili olarak yapilan
degerlendirmede, Hincak Orgitii hakkinda resmi makamlar tarafindan
sorusturma yuritildiga halde, zamaninda polisin haberdar edilmemesi “bu
orgltten korkuldugu dislincesiyle yetkililere bilgi verilmemesi dikkat
cekicidir.” (s. 75) sozleriyle nitelendirilmektedir.

Orgiit baskisini anlatan su ifadeler de dikkat cekicidir. “Hingak Okul
Mudurd olan Zakaryan'a gittim ve ona ‘Sizin ¢ocuklar benden 30 lira 30
kurus parayl santaj yaparak aldilar. Bir senet gostererek imzalatmak
istediler.” dedim. Zakaryan, “O zaman 6rgute bir mektup yaz.” dedi. (s. 78)
Yine ayni sekilde “Zakaryan bir gin benim eve gelerek, bu meseleler
hakkinda yani Murat ve digerlerini kastederek “Eger bizi haber verirsen, sen
sag kalmazsin. Clink{ biz 80.000 kisiyiz ve 150 subemiz vardir.” dedi. (s. 81)

Bu ifadelerde gorunirde yasal olarak isleyen bir partinin, toplumsal
hayata midahalesi ve caresizlik gorilmektedir.

o0gretmendim. Bu sirada Balkan Savasi ¢ikti ve Yunanistan, Turkiye'de bir i¢
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intilal ve karisiklik cikarip Osmanli Devleti'ni mesgul etmek Uzere Ermeni
Ramgavar Orgitiine aracilarla basvurdu. Yunanhlar, 6rgiitiin baskani ve
ayni zamanda Sason ihtilalinin tertipleyicisi, meshur komiteci Berc Muslu kod
adli Mihran Damadyan’i bularak, 14.000 Yunan Grasa tiifegi, 1 milyondan
fazla mermi ve 80 sandik bombayla dinamiti Pire’de teslim ettiler. Misir'da
Hingak Orgiitii baskani oldugumdan, bu konudan haberdar oldum.” (s. 84)

Doénemin olaganisti sartlari altinda meydana gelen olaylar
degerlendirirken, toplumun sosyal yonden de ele alinmasi bir zorunluluktur.
Bu kitapta yer alan belgeler, bilimsel cercevede yapilacak degerlendirmeler
icin 6nemli ipuglari verecektir.

INTERFERING THE SOCIAL LIFE

Following the imperative application of the relocations, the central
authorities, while issuing the regulations pertaining to the procedures to be
followed for the administrators, pursue the stages of the applications due to
the fragility and importance of the issue. The investigation committees
formed upon the emerging complaints insistently went over all the illegal
practices that would stain the state’s honor with full authority.

The documents recorded by the investigation committee pertaining to
the illegal practices in Eskisehir's Mihalliggik district are concrete examples
of the sensitivity displayed. Those who are found to be guilty are directly sent
to the Martial Court. Here, it will be apt to consider the documents pertaining
the events lived in Afyonkarahisar as well.

The documents proving how the Armenian judges lost their neutralities
and how they got involved in practices not suiting their duties at the courts in
various cities are extremely noteworthy.

This volume especially embraces the documents showing the
influence of the Armenian terror organizations on social life. The testimonies
recorded in the documents proving how an ordinary event became focal
point of the organization’s interference into social life ought be analyzed
carefully in order to understand the outcomes of the traumas. The
sociological and psychological evaluation of these documents will provide
important openings in bringing the chaotic atmosphere in the society to the
daylight.

Istanbul Police Organization evaluates the case under consideration —
not informing of the police at the right time while there was an undergoing
investigation launched by the authorities about the Hntchagian organization
— declaring, * this organization was provoking fear, is extremely
noteworthy.” (p. 217)

The following expressions proving organization’s pressure attracts
attention: “| went to see Zackharian and told him that ‘your boys extorted 30
liras and 30 kurushes from me. They also wanted me to sign a voucher.’
Zackharian said, ‘Then write a letter to the organization.” (p. 220) By the
same manner, “Zackharian came to my house one day implying this issue.
Implying Murat and the others, he threatened me saying, “If you denounce
us, you will not survive. Because there are 80.000 of us, and we have 150
branches.” (p. 223)

In these expressions a legal party’s interference in social life, and
desperation are observed.

The information given by Arshavere Sahakian, an officer at the
Political Affairs Division of the lIstanbul Police Organization, reveal the
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developments in the organization prior to relocations. The words of
Arshavere Sahakian — who happens to be a personage having taken part in
the organizational activities — in his personal petition, are important. “l was a
teacher at Bogos Nubar Pasha’s School in Cairo, in 1911; | was earning 12
liras per month. Upon the outbreak of the Balkan War, Greece, through
mediators, applied to the Armenian Ramgavar Organization to incite
insurgencies and chaos in Turkiye to keep the Ottoman State busy. The
Greeks applied Mihran Damadian — the instigator of the Sason Insurgence,
the leader of the organization, and the famous komitadji — code named Berc
from Mus, and delivered 14.000 Greek Grasa rifles, more than one million
cartridges, 80 boxes of bombs in Piraeus. | learned about it, as | was the
president of the Hntchagian Organization in Egypt.” (p. 226)

In evaluating the events that took place under the extraordinary
circumstances of the day the society should also be taken in hand from the
social perspective. The documents embodied in this volume will provide
important clues for the evaluations to be made by the academia.

Mihaliggik'taki
Ermeniler 20, 25 hane olup, Kaymakam Yevanaki Efendi bunlara ait islemleri
iyi yapamamistir. Tasinabilir mallar yok pahasina elden cikarilmis ve
tasinmaz mallar, bedelsiz olarak kazanin ileri gelen kisilerine birakilmistir.
Tasinmaz mallarin tamami bu kisilerden geri alinarak komisyona teslim
ettirilmistir. Tasinabilir mallarin sorusturulup incelenmesi pek zor oldugundan
bunlar hakkinda tam anlamiyla bir islem yapilamadi. Bununla beraber miihim
bir kismi elde edildi. Bu suiistimallerden Yevanaki Efendi’nin madden cikar
sagladigina inanmiyorum. Bu duruma Yevanaki Efendi'nin diger emirlerde
oldugu gibi, yalniz korkakhgi, gayretsizligi ve yénetimdeki aczi yol agmis ve
benim arzim tzerine de gérevden alinmistir. Bundan dolay! hakkinda ayrica
bir islem yapilmasina gerek olmadigini disiniyorum. Kadi ile mal madurd,
kaza ileri gelenleriyle birlikte hareket etmisler, hatta ogullari adina birer ev
almaya kalkismiglar fakat daha sonra korkarak bundan vazgecmislerdir.
Yalniz, mal middrinin bazi tasinabilir mallari aldi§i anlasiliyor; ancak
bedellerini 6deyip 6demedigi bilinmiyor. Kadi Nuri Efendi’nin, yeni
kaymakamin  kayinpederi oldugunun  6grenilmesi  (Gzerine, durum
Seyhilislamlia bildiriimis ve kadi bir ay 6nce oradan uzaklastiriimistir.
Kabul edildigi takdirde, mal midirinin de goérevden azledilerek
cezalandiriimasi uygun olur. Sorusturma Kurulu, Mihaligcik’a gitmemis
oldugundan degerlendirmenin Terk Edilmis Mulkler Kurulundan® génderilen
sorusturma evraki Gzerinden yapildigi anlasiliyor. Bu evraklar iade edildigi
takdirde sorusturma derinlestirilerek diger kiicik memurlarla jandarmalarin
da yaptiklarn suiistimallere gore cezalandiriimalari uygun olacaktir. 9 Ocak

Gedikpasa Sarayici 24 numarada kendi evinde ikamet eden,
Unkapani’nda 47 numarali dikkanda kepek tticcari, Divrigili, 54 yasinda,
Ohannes oglu Mardiros Telliyan; Gedikpasa Sarayici Neviye Caddesi 40
numaradaki nisastacinin evinde kiraci olarak oturan, Beyazit
Okcularbasi’nda Fes Kalipgisi'in oglu 15 yaslarindaki Kirkor’a bundan iki
ay once bir kez, bir hafta sonra da Mardiros Telliyan’in, Kumkap! incirdibi
Muhsinehatun Mahallesindeki bos evinde bir defa daha tecaviize tesebbiis
ettigi sirada Simon ile arkadasi Kuryan, daha ©nce cocukla birlikte
tasarladiklari planla eve girmislerdir.

Kuryan, Mardiros Telliyan’dan 500 lira vermesini, “Kirkor'a tecaviiz
ederken Kuryan ve Simon gordiler.” yazili bir kdgidi imzalamasini
Israrla istemistir. Bunu kabul etmeyince de darp etmistir. Mardiros
Telliyan’in izerinde bulunan birer liralik 20 banknot ile 7 lira ve 3 ingiliz
lirasi ki toplam 3276 kurusu Simon ve Kuryan gasp ederek kacmislardir.
Daha sonra bu meseleyi Kirkor ve Simon etrafa yaymislardir.

Kirkor'un babasi Karabet ve annesi Eskohi de Mardiros’a gitmisler;
“Mademki tecaviiz ettin cocugumuzu bes yil Avrupa’da™ okutacaksin.
Bize para vereceksin.” diyerek birtakim kisileri Mardiros’a musallat ettikleri
duyumu alinmistir. Kirkor, cagrilarak ifadesi alinmis ve sunlari séylemistir:

“Mardiros, bundan iki ay ©nce dukkdnda fes kaliplatarak evine
gotirmemi tembihledi. Fesi evine gétirdigumde yukari ¢cagirip, evde
zorla ve tehditle tecaviz etti. Bundan dolay! iki gun evde hasta yattim.
Bir hafta sonra kilisede kendisine rastladiimda, Kumkapi incirdibi
Muhsinehatun Mahallesindeki bos evine tekrar tecaviz etmek Uzere
beni cagirirken Simon bunu isitmis. Bana sorunca meseleyi anlattim.
Simon da “Kabul et. Ben de gelir gorarim.” dedi. Bunun Uzerine
Mardiros’un teklifini isteyerek kabul ettim. Bos eve gittik. Arkamizdan
Simon ve Kuryan gelip Mardiros’u darp ettiler.”

Ohannes oglu Mardiros Telliyan da cagrilarak sorgulandi. Telliyan
meselenin bir iftira oldugunu; bos evinin onarimini gérmek Uzere
gittiginde ansizin Kirkor, Simon ve Kuryan'in gelerek kendisini darp
ettiklerini, 500 lira isteyip “Zorla Kirkor’a tecaviiz ettin. Biz de gérduk.”
dedikten sonra “Kizini bu ¢ocu@a verecegine dair imza vereceksin.”
yazili bir kagidi imzalatmak istediklerini séylemistir. Telliyan’in kabul
etmemesi Uzerine darp ederek, Uzerinde bulunan 3276 kurusu alarak
firar etmiglerdir. Telliyan, s6z konusu kisilerden korkarak meseleyi
ihbar edemedigini, ancak bunlarin Hingakyan Orgiitiinden olduklari igin,
orgute bilgi verdigini soylemistir. Bu ihbar Uzerine kiliseye bir heyet
gelerek inceleme yapmis, fakat sonucun ne oldugunu bildirmemislerdir.

Bu husustan dolayi Mardiros Telliyan’i bos evde tehdit ederek 27 lira ve
3 Ingiliz lirasini arkadasi Kuryan’la gasp edip firar ettikten sonra bu

taleplerde bulunmasi ve yapilan tibbi muayenede tecaviz edildigine
dair bir belirti bulunamamis olmasi, tecaviiz meselesinin uydurulmus
bir hal oldugunu akla getirmektedir.

Konu hakkinda sahitlik eden Agop Cihan
Gulyan, Avadis oglu Samoil Tomacyan, Avadis oglu Agop ve Arzruni
adli kisiler de Hingcakyan Orgitiince meselenin halledilmesinde
gorevlendirilmislerdir. Bu kisiler arastirma sonugclarini yetkililere ihbar
etmeyerek kanuna aykiri davranmiglardir.

Simon ve Kuryan'in tehditle 3276 kurus gasp ettiklerini Telliyan’in
iddiasi ve daha sonra Simon’un Kuryan’a isnadiyla anlasiimistir.

Mardiros’un, Kirkor'u
bastan cikarmak istedigini isitmistim. Kirkor'u ¢agirip ne konustuklarini
sordum. Once gizledi. Sonra sikistirinca “Mardiros, beni suraya buraya
davet ediyor.

Bunlari kaliplatip eve
getirmemi istedi. Pederin tarifiyle, fesleri alip evine goéturdim. Evde
kimse yokmus. Beni yukari ¢agirdi. Girmek istemedim. Israr edince
yukari ¢iktim.

Gecen sene 22 Ocak'ta,
Kirkor'un annesi bir dilekceyle 6rgiite basvurdu. Dilekcesinde ve sozli
aciklamalarinda, oglu Kirkor'un zorla irzina gegcen Mardiros Telliyan'dan
sikdyet ediyordu. Bunun ©6rgit dyesi olarak kalmasinin caiz
olmayacagindan bahsetti. Cocugu cagirdik. Telliyan'in evinde tecaviize
ugradigini ve daha sonra kendisini incirdibi’ndeki eve ¢agirdigi, bunun
tizerine olaydan Simon’u haberdar ettigini sdyledi. incirdibi’'ndeki davet
edildigi eve gittigini ve daha sonra Simon ile Kuryan'in da geldigini
ayrintih olarak anlatti.

“Oyleyse
ben bu G¢ kisi ile gorisir sonucu yarin sana bildirir, bir seyler yapariz.”
dedi.

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Paranin 9 lirasini pesinen verdiginiz esnada Arsavir yakalanmis,
Gercgegdi soyleyiniz.

Hasa. Benim orgutle hicbir alakam yoktur ki, bunlardan ele gecirilen
evrak arasinda benim de evrakim olsun diye korkayim da bdyle bir seye
tesebbiis edeyim. Bu, sadece, kendisini diistigl tuzaktan kurtarmak icin
dizenlemis olduju uydurma seydir. Ben bu adami davet etmis
olsaydim, persembe aksami evime geldiginde ne istedigini sormaz ve
kendisi de iki ¢ dakika gorismek istedigini séylemezdi. Bu durumu
zaten oglum Karabet ve komsumuz Zari de aynen gormis ve
duymuslardir.

Pazar gunl geldiginde talebin benim tarafimdan teklif edilmis oldugunu
sbylemesi de garip. Garip oldugu kadar da guliingtir. Clnki o sirada
aramizda gecen konusma, oradaki memurlar tarafindan tamamen
duyulmus ve harfiyen kaydedilmistir. O, bu isi pazar gini degil
persembe gecesi gundeme getirdi. Hatta 0©nceki ifademde
styledigimden baska, bu adam daha baska neler styleyerek beni tehdit
etti. Iste; Giilliyan ismindeki Ermeni, bugiin 20.000 lira vermelidir ki
ancak kendisini kurtarabilelim. Fakat kendisi de bu parayi
veremeyeceginden tabii ki idam(?) edilecektir. Hirdavat¢i Kuryan da
kendisinin kurtariimasi i¢in 2.500 lira veriyor. Galatasaray’'in yanindaki
Sucu Ermeninin esi, her giin bana gelerek, esinin kurtariimasina karsilik
2.000 lira verecegini soyluyor, gibi s6zlerden sonra, benim mesele de
bunlar kadar cok 6énemli degilse de isleme konulursa sonucun bunlar
gibi olacagini ima etti. Bu sahsin nasil seytanca bir dusiinceye sahip
oldugu ortadadir. Ben, daha fazla s6z séylemeye gerek duymuyorum.

Bir de, Simon isminde bir arkadas! vardl. Bu adam da Pazar sabahi
Arsavir evimize geldikten sonra, evimizin 6ninden birka¢c kez gelip
gecerek goOzculik ediyordu. Arsavir, Emniyet gorevlileri tarafindan
evden cikartilarak karakola g6tirtldiginde, bu Simon, yizime
kizginlikla bakiyor, beni tepeden tirnaga kadar stiziiyordu. Bu adamin
bana disman oldugunu daha ©nceden sdylemistim. Zaten Hingak
Orgiitiine mensuptur. Bu duruma gore kunduraci Simon’un da Arsavir'le
isbirligi etmis oldugundan siiphe yoktur.

Simon’un Hingak Orgutiine mensup oldugunu gdsteren bir belge var
midir?

Onceleri bu vyakalanan adamlarla devamli temasta bulundugunu
goriyordum. Buradan da onlardan oldugu anlasiliyor. Zira, Simon,
“Hingak Orgutii sana ne emrederse yap!” diye uyarida bulunmustu.
Hatta, bu orgut icin dlebilecedini sdyliyordu.

bakanlarin kendisini el Ustiinde tuttugunu, hatta emrinde iki polis memuru
oldugunu soéylemistir. Resmi makamlarin el koydugu Hingak &rgitiine ait
belgeler arasinda, gilya Telliyan'in Kafkas Ermeni Hincak Orgiitiine
yardimda bulunduguna dair bir belge goérdiginu soyleyerek sézlerine devam
etmistir. Bu belgeye resmi islem yapildigi taktirde sonucunun vahim
olacagini ve hatta idami gerektirebilecegini bildigini soyleyip, ilgili evraki
senet karsihginda yanina aldigini ve ilgililerde de liste oldugu tehdidinde
bulunup cebinden ¢ikardi§i Ermenice bir kagittan “Mardiros Telliyan, 10 lira.
28 Ocak 1915” yazisini okumustur. Daha sonra Turkce olarak kirmizi
murekkeple yazili baska bir kagit daha cikararak, bu kagidin ¢ memur
arkadas! tarafindan dizenlenen bir fezleke oldugunu ve meselenin
kapatiimasi istenirse bunun ancak parayla mumkin olabilecegini ve
arkadaslariyla gorustikten sonra cuma gini gelip sonucunu bildirecegini
soylemistir.

Mardiros Telliyan, Arsavir'i bir tuzaga dusurerek sucisti yakalatmak ve ilgili
kisilerle goruserek, alinmasi gerekli tedbirleri yerine getirmeye imkan
bulabilmek amaciyla, cuma guni 6nemli bir mesele icin Kadikdy’'e gitmek
mecburiyetinde oldugundan bahsedip cumartesi giinii saat 17:00’den sonra
gelmesini Arsavire sodylemistir. Arsavir bu teklifi kabul ederek evden
ayrilmig, ardindan da Telliyan konuyu Gedikpasa Karakolu polis
memurlarindan izzet Efendi'ye bildirmistir. Bunun izerine, meselenin énemi
g6z oninde bulundurularak, gerekli tedbirler alinip tutanakta isimleri yazih
memurlara talimatlar verilmis ve 25 Haziran Cumartesi giini 6gleden sonra
saat 17:00 siralarinda Mardiros Telliyan Efendi'nin evine gidilmistir. Adi
gecen polis memurlari, 9 adet Osmanl lirasini tutanakta anlatildigi sekilde
isaretleyip, Mardiros Efendi'ye vermislerdir. Gece ge¢ vakte kadar
beklenilmisse de Arsavirin gelmemesi Uzerine memurlar evden
ayrilmiglardir. Memurlar, Pazar gini yine ayni sekilde gidip gizlenmislerdir.
Arsavir'in gelmesinin ve alt kattaki odaya alinmasinin ardindan, memurlar da
asagi inip oda kapisinin yaninda durarak Telliyan’la Arsavir'i gézlemislerdir.
SoOze baslayan Arsavir, isin 6nindn alinabilmesinin ancak 1.000 lirayla
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olabileceg@ini sOylemis, Mardiros Efendi'nin 200 lirayla kapatiimasini rica
etmesi Uzerine Arsavir, meselenin en son 250 lirayla kapatilabilecegini
sodylemistir. Bunun (zerine Mardiros Efendi “Oyleyse size bugiin 30 lira
vereyim. Geri kalanini da 4-5 gin sonra dderim.” diyerek, isaretli 9 liray!
Arsavire vermis ve 21 lirasini da yukaridan getirecegini sdyleyerek disari

gece saat 21:30 veya 22:00 siralarinda Mardiros’'un evine gittigini
soOylemistir. Mardiros’un “Siz 6nemli bir gotrevdesiniz. Ben de sizinle
gorismeyi kendimce 6nemsiyorum. Sizinle gayet dnemli bir meseleyi enine
boyuna konusmak istiyorum.” demesi izerine Arsavir, konunun ne oldugunu
sormustur. Zamaninin yetersizliginden dolayr cumartesi gini evine
gelmesini sdylemesi Uzerine, Arsavir “Peki.” diyerek, evden cikip yatmak
Uzere kendi evine gittigini ifade etmistir. Cumartesi gini isi ¢iktigindan
dolayi, pazar sabahi saat 10:00 siralarinda Telliyan'in evine geldigini belirten
Arsavir, 6nceden oldugu gibi alt kattaki odaya alindigini ve Mardiros
Efendi’'nin kendisine “Resmi makamlarin orgitlerden el koydugu evrak
arasinda muhtemelen benim de evrakim cikabilir. Clnki 6rgitlerle aram iyi
olmadigi i¢in, bana bir dismanlik yapmalarindan korkuyorum.

gazoz ictiklerini ve daha sonra Cemberlitas’in karsisindaki tatliciya gidip
birer de tath yediklerini sdyledi. Tatlicidan ¢ikip dogruca Beyoglu'ndaki
ikametgahlarina  gittiklerini  sdyleyen  Nisan, Mardiros  Efendi'ye
rastlamadiklarini, Mardiros’'un Arsaviri evine davet ettigini bilmedigini ve

Onceki ifadenizde Simon ile Arsavirin sizden 30 lira aldiklarini
soylemistiniz. Bu parayi, onlar nerede ve nasil aldilar? Ocak 1915’te
cereyan ettigini de bahsettigin bu eski olaylarin nasil oldugunu ayrintili
sekilde anlat.

Efendim, bu olayin esasi soyledir. Once benim, Arastirma Dairesinde
sorgulanmami gerektiren eski bir mesele vardi. Ben o zaman da ifademi
vermistim. Beyazit'ta Fesci Kayik¢iyan'in oglu olan bir capkini bana
musallat ettiler. Bunu Hincakyanlar yaptilar. Bu ¢ocuk, benim onarttigim
eve arkadaslari Kunduraci Simon ve Bahcgecik'te otel isleten Bogos
Kuryan isminde 38 yaslarinda bir sahisla beraber geldiler ve giiya ben
¢cocugun irzina

(Burasi murekkep dékulen bélim.)

Bunlar beni daha fazla sikistirmaya basladilar. Sen, bu ¢ocuga cinsel
tacizde bulunmussun. Asker kacaklarini, yetkililere haber vermissin. Bu
30 liradan baska, daha cok para vereceksin ki, namusunu ve kendini
kurtarabilesin.” dediler. iste bu bes kisi ve bunlarin arkasindaki
destekleyici Arsavir, bana baski yaptilar.

Tomacyan, bana Arsavir'in guvenilirliginden, resmi gérevinden ve itibarli
bir kisi oldugundan defalarca stz etti. Arsavir yaralandiktan sonra
kiymeti daha da artti. Tomacyan bana, “Cok dnemli bir adamdir. Elinden
her is gelir. Kendisi yaral olarak yatiyor. Polis midirt de kendisini
ziyarete gidiyor.” dedi. Beni sikistirdikca sikistirdilar. Ben, bir taraftan
onemli bir devlet memuru, diger taraftan da Hincakyanlar arasinda
kaldim. “Arsavir asllsiz bir ihbariyla bile bir adami mahveder.” dediler.
Yetkililere miracaat edip, layikiyla durumu anlatamadim.

Arastirma  Dairesinde  sorgulanmamda resmi olmayarak bu
Hincakyanlarin  edepsizliinden, santajindan bahsederek tehdit
edildigimi sdylemistim. Kisaca, Koprilihan'da avukatim Agop Babhri
Efendi ve ortagi Arif Bey'in dniinde Arsavir icin benden 30 lira aldilar.
Sonra, Hingakyanlar icin de 100 lira aldilar. Bunu da vekilim Bahri
Efendi araciligiyla verdim. Sonra da oglanin anasi yani Kayikclyan'in
karisi da 100 lira aldi. Simdi de Tomacyan'a 50 liralik bir senet daha
verdim. Bu ugurda beni bu kadar parami alarak soydular.

Pekala bu kadar paray! verdigini neden yetkililere haber vermedin?
Hikdmetin  Hingakyanlar hakkinda kovusturma yaptigini bilmiyor
muydun? Bunlar bu tir sucglarindan dolay! yakalanip cezalandirilirlar.
Bir avukata miracaat etmissin. Avukatin, sana, neden vyetkililere
muracaat etmen yolunu gostermedi? Senin bdyle soyulmana sebep oldu?
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Efendim, ben namuslu bir adamim. Namusuma ydnelik bir suikastti. Bir
cocuk meselesi ¢ikardilar. Avukatim da namusumu kurtarmak icin bu
edepsiz ve algak heriflerle ugrasmamak yolunu secti.

Sen Arsavir’le ilk olarak nerede tanistin? Evine ilk kez geldiginde onu
taniyabilmis miydin?

Benden para aldiklari zaman Koéprilihan'da gormistim. Ama benim
bulundugum avukatin birosuna girmedi, disarida dolasti.

Siz, 6nceki ifadenizde Simonla Arsavir’'in daha 6énce 30 lira aldiklarini
sOylemistiniz. Bu parayl, nerede aldilar? Ocak 1915te oldugunu
soyledigin olaylar, nasil oldu? Ayrintili olarak anlat.

Efendim bu olayin esasi soyledir: Once benim Arastirma Dairesinde de
sorgulanmami gerektiren eski bir mesele vardi. Be o zaman da ifademi
vermistim. Hingakyanlar, Beyazit'ta Fesci Kayikclyan'in oglu olan bir
¢apkini bana musallat ettiler. Bu ¢ocuk benim tamir ettirmekte oldugum
evime, yakin arkadaslari Kunduraci Simon ve Bahcgecik'te bir otel isleten
Bogos Kuryan ismindeki 38 yasindaki bir sahisla beraber geldiler. Guya
¢ocugu igfal ediyormusum gibi, beni tehdit ederek cebimdeki 30 lira 30
kurusu aldilar. Sonra da 500 liralik bir senet imzalatmaya kalkistilar.
Ama imzalamadim. Kafama vurdular. Bu Simon’un Hingakyan oldugunu
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biliyordum. Cunkd beni orgitle tehdit etti. Parami kurtarmak ve bu
terbiyesizlie engel olmak icin Hingakgl olan Okul Mudiri Zakaryan'a
miracaat ettim. Zakaryan, bana “Baskanimiz Murat'tir. O'na miracaat
eder, parani geri alir ve o ¢apkinlar da orgtitten kovariz.” dedi. Ben de
Murat'a bir k&gt yazdim. Bundan sonra beni daha c¢ok sikistirmaya
basladilar. “Sen bu c¢ocugu igfal etmissin. Asker kacgaklarini yetkililere
haber veriyormussun. 30 liranin diginda, daha ¢ok para vereceksin ki
kendini ve namusunu kurtarabilesin.” dediler. iste, bu bes kisi ve bir de
bunlarin arkasinda destekleyici olan Arsavir, bana baski yaptilar.
Tomacyan bana Arsavirin éneminden, resmi goérevinden ve onun ¢ok
itibarh bir kisi oldugundan defalarca bahsetti.

Arsavir'in yaralanmasiyla, degeri daha da artt. Tomacyan bana, “Pek
degerli bir adamdir. Elinden her is gelir. Yarali olarak yatiyor. Polis
mudurd de kendisini ziyarete gidiyor.” dedi.

Beni sikistirdikca sikistirdilar. Ben de bir taraftan dnemli bir devlet
memuru, diger taraftan da Hingakyanlar arasinda kaldim. “Arsavir, bir
jurnaliyle adami mahveder.” dediler. Yetkili makamlara basvurup,
durumu anlatamadim. Arastirma Dairesinde sorgulanmamda gayri
resmi olarak Hingakyanlarin edepsizliginden, santajindan bahsettim.
Tehdit edildigimi de sdylemistim. Kisaca, Kopriilihan'da avukatim Agop
Bahri Efendi ve ortagi Arif Bey'in 6niinde Arsavir icin benden 30 lira
aldilar. Sonra kendileri icin yani Hingcakyanlar icin de 100 lira aldilar. Bu
paray! avukatim Bahri Efendi araciliiyla verdim. Sonra oglanin annesi
yani Kayikclyan'in karisi da 100 lira aldi. 50 liralik bir senedi de
Tomacyan’a verdim. Jamanak gazetesi Mudurd Kogunyan bu meseleyi
duymus “Seni teshir edecegim” diye bir adam goénderdi. Ben de
tanidiklarimdan, bitpazarinda Elbiseci Kirkor Vartazyan'i goénderdim.
Gelen adam 50 lira istemisti. Ona da bes lira vererek anlastik. Bu
ugurda beni bu kadar parami alarak soydular.

Fakat sen neden bu kadar para verdin? Yetkili makamlara haber
vermedin? Yetkililerin Hincakyanlar ile ilgili kovusturmasi oldugunu
bilmiyor muydun? Onlari bu suclarindan dolay! siki sekilde takip ederek
cezalandinyorlardi. Avukatina da basvurmussun. O, neden senin yetkili
makamlara basvurman yolunu segcmedi de soyulmana sebep oldu?

Efendim. Ben namuslu bir adamim. Bu c¢cocuk meselesi namusuma
yapilmis bir suikastti. Avukatim da namusumu kurtarmak i¢in bu edepsiz
ve alcak heriflerle ugrasmamak yolunu tuttu.

Arsavir’i ilk olarak nerede gordin? Nerede tanistin? Bu sefer evine
geldiginde taniyabildin mi?

Oraya
gelmisti. Fakat avukatimin birosuna girmedi. Holde dolasiyordu. Onun
oradaki varligindan yararlanarak, Tomacyan beni tehdit edip parayi ald..
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Mademki bu cocuga da bir sey yapmamissin, bu meseleyi
kapatmayacaktin. Dava actiinda yapilacak bir tibbi muayenede
sucsuzlugun anlasilacakti. Para vermenin iyi bir yol olmadigini ve bu
isin sonunun gelmeyecegdini anlamaliydin.

Efendi’nin ifadesidir. (17 Temmuz 1915)

Mardiros Efendi ismindeki muvekkilinizin bir meselesinden dolayi
buronuzda birtakim para verilmis. Neler olduysa aciklayiniz?

Mardiros Telliyan Efendi bir giin biiroya geldi. Kendi aleyhinde bir iftira
ve santaja maruz kaldigindan haklarinin savunulmasi icin bir vekil tayin
etmek istedigini soyledi. Davasini sorduk. “Kirkor isminde bir ¢ocuk
varmis. Kumkapr’da bos bir evde bulundugum sirada bu Kirkor'la birlikte
iki kisi daha iceriye girdiler. Bu iki kisi, sen cocugu igfal ediyordun, biz de
gorduk. Sen kizini bu Kirkor'a vermelisin. Bunun yani sira 500 lira da
para vermelisin. Yoksa sana sunu, sunu yapacagiz. Mahkemeye
verecegiz.” diye, once tehdit, bir de bu konuda yazilmis kagit gdstererek
imzalamasini teklif etmisler. Mardiros'un, buna karsi cikmasi Uzerine
yaninda bulunan 30 kisur lirayl alip gitmisler, bununla da yetinmeyerek
meseleyi bir komisyona havale etmisler.

Bu Kirkor'un annesi de “Sen bu komisyon tarafindan mahkdm oldun.
Bana 1.000 lira vereceksin.” diye tehdit etmis. Sonunda mesele polise
yansimis. Mahkemeye verilece§inden dolay! haklarinin savunulmasi
isini bize verdi.

Meselenin, zaten polis tarafindan incelenmekte oldugunu o6§rendim.
Arkadasim Arif Bey'den Emniyete giderek meselenin incelenmekte
oldugu birimde isi anlatmasini, Mardiros aleyhine sdylenen sdzlerin
santajdan ibaret oldugunu, ne zaman istenilirse bu adamin polise ifade
vermeye hazir bulundugunu séylemesini rica ettim. Kendisi gitti. Diger
taraftan da gelmesi icin kadina haber génderdik. Béylece muamelenin
birinci kismi bitmisti.
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Ertesi giin cocugun annesi geldi. Telliyan'in oglunu igfal etmis
oldugundan dolay! namusunun ayaklar altina alindigini, buna karsilk
olarak da oglunun okul masraflari icin 1.000 lira vermesinin lazim
geldigini sdylemis. Bunun (izerine ben kendisine, cok yanildigini,
gercekte, ogluyla arkadaslarinin, Telliyan’t soymak i¢in evine gittiklerini,
hatta parasini gasp ettiklerini, bundan dolay! da Telliyan’in bu hususta
sugsuz oldugunu sdyledim. Oglunun arkadaslarina kapilmakta oldugunu
disindugimu, namus meselesi oldugundan dolay! davaci olunmasinin
her iki tarafin namusunu lekeleyecegini sdyledim. ikna olmadi. Bu
konuyu inceleyenlerin, Telliyan'i suclu bulduklarini, izin verirsem, biroya
gelip bana anlatmalarini istedigini rica etti. Peki, dedim.

Bir iki gn sonra iki kisiyle beraber biroya geldiler. Bunlardan birisi
Cihan Gulyan isminde, uzunca boylu, sivri sakalli, ¢cakir gozIi birisiydi.
Digeri, daha kisa boyluydu. Fakat kendisini tanimiyorum. Uzerinden
sekiz ay gectiginden eskalini hatirlayamiyorum. Kadinla beraber
geldiler. Bunlar kadinin tarafini tuttuklarindan dolayi “Telliyan sugludur.
Bu kadina para verilmeli ve ¢ocugu okula gonderilmelidir.” dediler. Ben
de santaj olayini kanitlamak ve bir delil yakalayabilmek amaciyla bu
konudaki konusmama devam ettim. “Telliyan zengindir. Cocugdu
Bahcecik Okuluna gdndersin. Bunun i¢in araci olayim.” dedim. Bunun
Uzerine “Namuslu adamdir. Namus meselesinden dolay iftira
edildiginden bunu kabul etmez. Ancak, ¢cocugunuzun terbiyesiz oldugu
anlasildigindan egitiimek tzere okula génderilmesi icin ikna edebilirim.”
dedim. Gittiler.

Ertesi guin tekrar geldiler. Buyuk okula gonderilmesi, para verilmesi gibi
bazi tekliflerde bulunmaya kalkistilar. Bu durum bdyle ¢ dort kez
devam etti. Sonra bir gin sinirlenerek kovdum. Kadin tekrar geldi.
Baska Misliman bir beyle gelecegini séyledi. Sisman, kisa boylu, siyah
sakalli bir adamla geldiler. Ben onlara “Bu meseleyi mahkeme halleder.
Biz, santaj davasi acacagiz. Siz de igfal davasi aciniz.” diyerek kadini
kovdum.

isin mahkemeye sevk ediimesini bekledigim sirada Galata Sulh
Mahkemesindeydim. Telliyan Efendi'yle arkadasim Arif Bey'in telasla
geldiklerini gérdim. Ne oldugunu sordum. Telliyan Efendi “Sizin
arkadasiniz Arif Bey'in Emniyete gittigi zaman orada biraktigi kartvizitini
bir avukatin blrosuna géndermisler. O avukat beni ¢cagirdi. “Sen kendini
kurtarmak icin Arif Mustafa Bey’e miracaat etmissin. O da Emniyete
gondermis. Halbuki 300 lira vermeden, hapsedilmekten kurtulman
mimkin degil. Bu 300 lirayr karakoldan memurlar alacaklar.” dedigini,
bana telasla sdyledi. Telliyan, bu avukati tanir. Ben, bu iste bir yanhslik
oldugunu, Emniyetten bodyle bir haber gelme imkaninin olmadigini
styledim. “Sen vyanlis anlamissin” dedigimde, dogru anladigini,
mimkinse beni o avukatin birosuna goétirmeye hazir oldugunu,
soyledi. Mahkemeden sonra, birlikte gittik.
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Cakmakgilar yokusunda ismini bilmedigim bir handa, yeni avukatlardan
bir Ermeni avukat, meseleyi acikladigimda, ilk énce benden korkarak
tereddit etti. Sonra Telliyan’in yukaridaki sdylediklerini tekrar etti. Ben,
“Insanlik icin Telliyan Efendi’'ye haber génderdim. Polisler bana gelip, bu
karti getirdiler.” dedi. Bu insaniyetine tesekkir ederek “Bu polisler
gelirlerse anlatiniz. Telliyan su¢suzdur. Bir santaja maruz kaliyor. Biz
kendilerinden boyle su¢suz adamlari korumasini bekleriz. Nazikce idare
ediniz. Ne olacagini bana bildiriniz.” dedim. Kalkip biromuza gittik.

Ya o aksam ya da bir iki aksam sonra biromda diger misterilerden
olusan pek ¢ok kalabalik vardi. Telliyan'in da bulundugu bir sirada bana
birisi gelip, onunla 6zel bir sey gortismek istedigini syledi. Bu adami ilk
defa gérdim. Gayet sik giyimli ve renkli g6zIukliydd. Telliyan Efendi bu
adami tanidi. Korkuyla benden birlikte gitmemizi rica etti. Biroda yer
olmadigindan ve biromuza da gelmediginden, karsidaki odaya gectik.
Orada oturduk. Bu gelen adam biraz 6nce bahsettigim avukatin
soyledigi sozleri tekrarladi. Kendisinin karakoldaki niifuzlu memurlardan
oldugunu ve bu meseleden dolayl tutuklanmamasi igin Telliyan'in
fedakarlik etmesi gerektigini, bu aksam hemen 30 lira verilmezse
gitmeyecegini, tutuklanmasinin kesin oldugunu soyledi.

Telliyan Efendi 300 liranin 30 liraya indigini goriince biraz rahatlar gibi
olduysa da, ben resmi yetkili oldugunu séyleyen bir adamdan, bdyle
sozlerin sarf edilmesini beklemedigimden sinirlendim. “Sizden biyiige
miracaat ederim.” diyerek ¢iktim. Bekleyen musterilerimin yanina gittim.
Sonra herkes kalkip gitti. Bu dava da ben bunlarin hepsini kovduktan
sonra Sorgu Hakimligine gitti. Orada tekrar Arif Bey, Telliyan’la beraber
Sorgu Hakimine gittiler. Sorgu Hakimliginde gerek Telliyan aleyhine
acilan igfal davasindan dolayi, gerekse Telliyan'in onlar aleyhine actigi
santaj davasindan dolayi men-i muhakeme karari verilmis oldugunu
haber aldim. Bildigim bundan ibarettir.

Telliyan, vermis
olabilir. Komisyon konusuna gelince, kadinla beraber gelen adamlar
gibi, tanimadigim bazi kisilerden olusmus olmalidir.

07:00’de geldi ve “isim bitti, parami ver.” dedi. Evime bakmaya gittim.
Badanaciya “Okulun bozulmus su borusu var. Ona bak. Ben gelir parayi
veririm.” deyip eve gittim. Kapiy! actim, mutfaktan yukari ¢iktim, taraca
kapisinin kirik olan mentesesi nasil olmus diye bakarken (¢ kisi Gzerime
saldirarak elbisemin eteginden? tuttular. Bu kisiler; Simon, Kuryan ve
Kirkor Kayik¢iyan'dl. Bana bir kagit gdstererek, “500 liralik su senedi
imzalayacak ve Kirkor'a vereceksin.” dediler. Simon’a senedi okuttum.
Emre yazili 500 liralik bir senetti. Ayrica kizimi Kirkor'a verecegime dair
taahhit de vardi. Ben, “Olirim de bunu asla imzalamam.” dedim.
Kuryan'in kafamin sol tarafina vurmasi Uzerine, odanin icine dustim.
Simon ustimi arayarak 30 lira, 30 kurusumu aldi. Ucii birlikte “Bunu
resmi makamlara bildirirsen, durumun tehlikeye girer. Senin namusunla
oynayacagiz ve Kirkor'un irzina gecmeye kalkistin diye taniklikta
bulunacagiz.” diyerek, savustular.

Hingakyan Okul Midiru olan Zakaryan'a gittim ve ona, “Sizin ¢ocuklar
benden 30 lira, 30 kurus parayl santaj yaparak aldilar. Bir senet
gOstererek imzalatmak istediler.” dedim. Zakaryan “O zaman 6rgite bir
mektup yaz.” dedi. “Orgut kimdir?” dedim. O da “Bizim basimiz Murat
Boyaciyan ve Cihan Gil'dur.” dedi. Bahsettigi adamlara bir mektup
yazdim. Murat mektubu alarak okula gelmis. Zakaryan'in yaninda beni
cagirdi. Mektubun ve imzanin benim olup olmadigini sordu. “Evet
benim.” dedim. “Peki, biz pazar giniu 6gle vakti gelir, 30 lirayl sana
veririz. Onlari da 6rgitten atariz.” dedi ve gitti.

Pazar gunl Zakaryan bana “Misafirim geldi, ben gelemeyecegim.
Tomacyan, Cihan Gl ve Arzruni gelecekler. Siz de bulunun ve
gorusin.” diye bir mektup yazdi. Bu mektubu hala sakhyorum. Pazar
glnl okulda Zakaryan'in odasinda bulustuk. Onlar “30 lira, 30 kurus
aldiklarini iddia ediyorsun. Halbuki sen askerlik subesi baskani
binbasiya, Kirkor ve digerleri yani Bogos ve Kuryan'in asker
kacirdiklarini ihbar etmissin. Bunlar asilirsa kan bedeli olarak 1.000 lira
vermen gerekir.Senin hakkinda boyle karar verdik. Bu parayi
vereceksin.” diyerek, dort giin disinme siresi verdiler.

Bu dort gin icerisinde ne yapacadimi sasirarak Avukat Agop Babhri
Efendi'ye basvurdum. Agop’un, Arif Bey adinda bir ortagdi var; fakat ben
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tanimiyorum. Agop Babhri, bana, Ermenice “Sen ¢ogunu anlatma.” dedi.
Agop Bahri'ye olay! anlattim. Pazarlik yaptim ve 30 lira verdim. Davay!
Ustlendi. Bu kisiler hakkinda dava acacakti. O gin kahvede Murat'i
gordum. Bahri ile konustular, lokantada karinlarini doyurdular. Daha
sonra Murat c¢ikti. Agop da odasina gitti. Arkasindan Cihan Gl ve
Tomacyan, Bahri'nin odasina geldiler. Bir seyler konustular. Sonra ben
yanina gittim “Yarina kaldi.” dedi. Ertesi gin de “Barismaniz igin
ugrasiyorum. Bakalim bir sey yapacagiz. Bunlarla dalasmak olmaz.
Kotu adamlardir. Bana 100 lira ver.” dedi. Ben de verdim. O anda orada
Mardiros Mazmanyan vardi. O da Hingak'tir. Makulyan Haninda
kiracidir. Agop Bahri'ye beni gotiren bu adamdir.

Arif Bey, Agop Bahri’'nin ortagidir. Bana Mazmanyan'in, Bahri'ye bir
mektup gonderdigini séyledi. 10 lira Arsavir'e, 50 liray1 da Sebuhyan
Haninda Komisyoncu Tomacyan’a verdi. Gece saat birde ben camekéan
arkasindayken, parayi saydigini goérdiim. Arta kalan 40 lirayr Cihan Gl
ve Murat'a vermek lzere Mazmanyan'a verdi. Bu parayi Sirkeci'de,
Sobaci Papazyan’in tzerindeki handa bulunan Hingaklara ait bir odaya
goturdd. 50 lirayr da 4 ay vade ile Cihan Gil'e bir senet verdim ve
O0dedim. Bundan sonra, bana gelip “Biz 150 liray1 aldik. Asker alma
gammazligin ile bir isimiz yoktur.” diyerek ve bu konuyla ilgili bir kagit
vererek, kadin ve oglu icin kendi sirketlerine 100 lira vermemi istediler.
Bunlar; Arsavir, Tomacyan falan paylastilar. Benden de “Bunlarin
yaptigi1 santaj degildir.” diye kagit aldilar.

Jamanak gazetesi sahibi Serkis Kocunyan, kendi gazetesindeki
adamiyla iki defa haber gonderdi; “Ya 50 lira verir ya da namusuyla
oynarim.” dedi. Kirkor Vartazyan' gonderdim. Geldiginde, 50 lira
istedigini ve namusuma dokunacak seyler yazacagini sdylemis. Kirkor
Vartazyan 5 liraya razi etmis. Ona verdim, goturtp verdi. Kirkor
Torosyan da bana bir kdgit génderdi. Kagitta “Efendi, senin iyi ismini
kirletmeyelim. Bize 800 kurus kadar para ver. Biz U¢ kisiyiz.” yaziliydi.
Kagit bende sakli. Gazetelerde bizimle ugrasmasinlar diye, korkumdan
800 kurus da onlara verdim. Bu mesele bu kadardir.

Bu Arsavir denilen adam, ayin on birinde (24 Aralik 1914) Persembe
aksami ben evdeyken kapimi caldi. “iki dakika gorisebilir miyiz?” dedi.
Kapiyl actim, geldi oturdu. Bana selam verdi, ben de “Sen kimsin?”
dedim. “Ben Arsavir. Beyoglu’'nda vuruldugumda vekiller beni el dstiinde
gezdirmedi mi?” dedi. Bu herif kisin karkliydd, simdi siklasmis.
Taniyamadim. “Hingak Orgiitiine 10 lira vermissin.” dedi. “Hayir.” dedim.
O da “inanmam. Belki de vermemissindir; fakat evrak Uzerinde adin
yazilidir.” diyerek cebinden bir kagit ¢ikardi. Kagit el kadar bir seydi. Iki
tarafi kirmiziydi. igine mavi miirekkeple 10 lira yazilmisti. Bu kagidi ve
diger kirmizi yazih Turkce bir k&gidi géstererek “Bunlari resmi mi yoksa
gayri resmi mi yapalim.” dedi.
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Bu adamin beni mahvedecegini distinerek “Gayri resmi yapalim.
Zahmet edip geldin. Rica ederim.” dedim. Bircok yakaristan sonra
kandirdim, “Oyleyse cuma giini tramvay yolunda goruselim.” dedi. Ben
de “Hayir bizi tanirlar, eve gel.” dedim, “Ben iki polisle geziyorum.” dedi.
Neyse cumartesi aksami bulusmayi kararlastirdik, “Saat 17:00’den
sonra geliim” dedi ve yarim saat oturduktan sonra kalkip gitti.
Sohbetimiz sirasinda Kuryan'in 2.500 lira verdigini, Galatasaray’daki
gazetecinin karisi 2.000 lira veriyor, 20.000 lira Gulliyan vermelidir ki
biz vekillere verelim kurtaralim, yoksa asilacak gibi birtakim soézler
soyluyordu.

O gider gitmez oglumu ve Zari'yi karakola kadar gdnderdim. Muavin
beyi cagdirttim, yokmus. Vekili izzet Efendi'yi cadirdim ve meseleyi
anlattim. “Haberin olsun.” dedim ve onu gonderdim. Ertesi gin cuma
sabahi Beyazit'a gittim. Merkez Memuru Bahri Bey’e meseleyi anlattim.
O da bana “Peki, cumartesi aksami saat 16:30’da ben gelirim.” dedi.
Gercekten o aksam kendisi, Hidayet Efendi, Muavin Hamdi Bey ve diger
bir komiser geldiler. Bunlar sivil geldiler. Resmi elbiseleri bohca
icerisindeydi.

Disarida
Hidayet, Hamdi ve Vehbi Efendiler bekliyorlardi. Hidayet Efendi bana,
polisler tarafindan da anlasiimasi i¢cin konusmanin Tirkce yapilmasini
stylemisti. Arsavir'e “Persembe aksami getirdiginiz evrak elinizde mi?”
dedim. “Hayir, onlar senin isine yarar bir sey degildir. Yalniz parayi
verdigin zaman yirtmak lzere sana bir tanesini verecegim.” dedi. Bunun
karsihginda ne vermem gerektigini ve neye karar verdiklerini sordum.
Zira kendisi u¢ kisi olduklarini sdylemisti; fakat isim vermemisti. Bana,
1.000 liraya anlastiklarini séyledi.

Bircok konusmalar oldu. Ozetle “idam edileceksin, bu para ¢ok degil.”
diye beni korkuttu. “idam edilirsem sizin elinize ne geger? Benim bu
kadar para vermeye gucim yetmez. Bu miktar coktur, veremem.”
demem ve ricam Uzerine, “Peki, ben onu bilmem, en son 250 liraya razi
olurum.” dedi ve pesin olarak istedi. Bunun Uzerine birka¢ giin stre
istedim. Ug giin sure verdi. “O halde size 30 lira pesin olarak kaparo
vereyim, geri kalanini ¢ gine kadar hazirlarim.” dedim. Cebimden
kesemi cikardim. Beyazit Polis Merkezinin memurlarn tarafindan evde
hazirlanmis olan isaretli liralar kesemden cikardim. 9 taneydi. Yiksek
sesle saydim. “Buradan 9 tane ciktl, yukaridan da 21 lira getireyim.”
diye bahane uydurup 9 lirayi vererek, odadan ¢iktim. Polis memurlarina
da “Benim gorevim bitti. Bundan sonrasi sizindir, buyurun.” dedim.
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Vehbi Bey, sivil olarak, kibrit almak bahanesiyle hizmetci gibi iceri girdi
ve birden onun kollarini tuttu. Muavin Bey ve Hidayet Bey de iceri
girdiler.

Bu yazdiklarim, defalarca maruz kaldigim haksiz yalanlar ve iftiralardan
kurtulabilmem icin, kisisel bilgilerimi ve gercekleri, adaletinize arz etmekten
ibarettir. Ben, 1911 yilinda, Kahire’de, Bogos Nubar Pasa’nin okulunda 12
ingiliz lirasi maasla ogretmendim. Bu sirada Balkan Savasl cikti ve
Yunanistan, Tarkiye'de bir i¢ ihtilal ve karisiklik ¢ikarip Osmanh Devleti’ni
mesgul etmek iizere Ermeni Ramgavar Orgitiine aracilarla basvurdu.
Yunanlilar, 6rgutiin baskani ve ayni zamanda Sason ihtilalinin®® tertipleyicisi
meshur komiteci Berc Muslu kod adli, Mihran Damadyamlg bularak, 14.000
Yunan grasa tifegi, 1 milyondan fazla mermi ve 80 sandik bombayla dinamiti
Pire'de teslim ettiler. Misirda Hingak Orgiitii baskani oldugumdan, bu
konudan haberdar oldum. Bu arada Bogos Nubar Pasa Ermenistan’i daha iyi
duruma getirmek icin Avrupa’'daki siyasi merkezlerde dolasiyordu. Diger
taraftan Misirda Tasnak, Sosyal Demokrat Hingak ve Ramgavar orgutleri,
birlikte hareket etmek Uzere anlasarak, Uger kisiden olusan bir y6netim
kurdular. Bu yénetim Cukurova’'da ¢ikacak ihtilali idare edecekti. Bu yonetimi
kuran Tasnak Orgiitii ileri gelenlerinden Agnuni kod adh, Malumyan’dir. Bu
kisi, benzer birtakim karisikliklar daha tertip etmek tzere Cukurova'ya gitti ve
Anadolu sahillerini dolasti. izmirden istanbul'a gitti.

¥ Mihran Damadyan (1863-1945): ilkdgretimini Istanbul Pangaltrdaki Viyana Mkhitarists
okulunda, ortadgretimini S. Hagop okulunda tamamlamis ve daha sonra egitimine Venedik'te
Murat Rapayelian okulunda devam etmis, 1880’de mezuniyetinden sonra istanbul’a dénmiis ve
1884-1888 arasinda Mus'ta bir ilkokulun mudurligine atanmistir. 1886'da ihtilalci olmaya karar
veren Damadyan, istanbul’a dénerek Hingak Partisine katilmistir. Temmuz 1890'daki Kumkapi
olayinin 6nde gelen isimlerindendir. Atina'ya kagarak Osmanl karsiti ihtilalci gruplarla temasa
gecerek Temmuz 1891'deki gosterilerde yer almistir.

Bu sirada Hincak Orgiitiinin 7 nci genel kongresinin, Romanya’nin Késtence
sehrinde yapilacagina dair biltenle birlikte davetiye geldi. ihtilal meselesinin
konusulacagini iceren s6z konusu bilten elime gecti. Misir'da, ihtilale ait bazi
onemli belgeleri, Osmanli Devleti'ne verme fedakarhginda bulunmak igin
gizlice orgitten alip sakladim. Sonra Kdstence'ye gitmek Uzere Kahire ve
iskenderiye Hingak orgiitleri tarafindan delege tayin edildim. Elimdeki bu
belgelerle, Késtence’ye gitmeden 6nce istanbul'a geldim. Olaylari anlatmak
icin icisleri Bakani Talat Beyle gérustigiimde, kendisi bana, o zaman Emniyet
Mudird olan Azmi Beyle goérismemi emretti. Azmi Beyle gdrismemizde;
Cukurova’'da ihtilalin ortaya c¢ikmasini ve devletin mesgul edilmesini
istemedigim icin, Ermenilerin Turklerle birlikte Osmanli kardesi gibi yasamalari
istegimin, 6teden beri samimi bir maksadim oldugunu arz ettim. Elimdeki
bircok 6nemli belgeyi kendisine verdim ve Kdstence'ye gittim.

Kostence'deki gelismeleri tamamen 6grendikten sonra, ikinci kez istanbul’a
geldim ve son durumu anlattim. Bu konulari takip etmem icin 1.000 kurus
maasla, siyasi bolime polis memuru olarak atandim ve Misir'a génderildim.
Gorevim geregi her hafta yazdigim raporlari diizenli olarak génderiyordum.
Ogretmenlik yapmam gérevime engel oldugundan, oradan aldigim 12 lira
maastan vazgegip, istifa ettim. Emniyet Genel Mudurliginden tahsis edilen
maasim da gonderilmiyordu. Gayet perisan bir durumda oldugum halde yine
ciddiyetle gérevime devam ettim. Azmi Bey Iskenderiye’ye geldiginde, Misir
Olaganiistii Osmanl Komiserligi Baskatibi ismail Hakki Beyle gorismiis.
Evimde bulundugum bir sirada, ismail Hakki Bey tarafindan “el-malum”
imzall ve iskenderiye’deki Savoy Oteline acil olarak gitmemle ilgili adima
cekilen bir telgraf, her nasilsa drgit mensuplarinin eline gegince, beni takibe
almiglar ve iskenderiye’de Azmi Beyle goriistugimii 6grenmisler. Bunun
Uzerine Oorgutten c¢ikarlmam ve ortadan kaldirilmam icin  suikasta
dizenlemeye calistilar ve idamima hikmettiler. Zeytunlu Ermeni fedailer
tuttular, hatta beni zehirlemek istediler. Dikkatli davrandim, basarili
olamadilar.

Bu basarisizliklari Gzerine, Osmanli Devleti'nin Mesrutiyetle ydnetilmesinin
aleyhinde bulunan muhaliflerden, o sirada misafir olarak Kahire’de bulunan
Albay Sadik Bey, giiya Polis Muduri Azmi Bey'in suikast diizenledigini,
suikastti bana yaptiracagini, yanimda her zaman var oldugunu iddia ettigi
zehir ile iki adamini zehirlemis oldugumu ve (¢ defa da dolandiricilik sugu
isledigimi sdyledi. Ermenilerin kasten ortaya attiklari iddialar ve ihbarlar,
benim yeni tayin olan Emniyet Genel Mudird Bedri Bey'in emriyle tebdil-i
kiyafet istanbul'a gitmeme engel oldu. Ayrica evim kusatildi ve Ingiliz silahh
kuvvetlerince tutuklanarak, Kahire Hapishanesi’'nde hapsedilmeme sebep
oldu. Yapilan sorusturma sonucunda masum oldugum anlasilarak
saliverildim.

Sonra Kahire’de, Misir Devleti tarafindan, 15 ingiliz lirasi maasla; fakat
maasim yavas yavas artiriimak sartiyla polis olmam teklif edildi. Bu gérevim,
Osmanli Ittihat ve Terakki Cemiyeti Glyelerinden olup da Misir'da bulunanlari
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ingilizlere ihbar etmekten ibaret idi. Vefa geredi boyle bir alcakhgi kabul
etmedim. Emniyet Genel Mudirliginden bana verilen goérevleri Kahire'de
yerine getirmek ve gelisen olaylardan beni haberdar etmek lzere bin tarli
zorluklarla, orada Hingak Orgitiine mensup bir matmazeli gérevlendirdim.
Son derece fakir ve muhtac bir durumdaydim. Elbiselerimi satarak
Kahire'den iskenderiye'ye geldim. Bu hareketime kizan Misir Devleti
yetkilileri, iskenderiye’de beni 15 giin hapsettiler. Daha sonra koruma altinda
Misirdan sinir digi ettiler.

Tum bu anlattiklarima, o zaman Misir Olaganisti Komiserhanesi Baskatibi
olan ve bugiin istanbul'da bulunan Baskatip ismail Hakki Bey sahittir. Burada
yine asil gérevime devam ettim. iste drgitlerin benim aleyhimde ¢ikarip ortaya
koyduklari seyler, tim Ermenilerin bana diismanligina sebep olmus ve benim
icin “Bu adam meshur ajanlardandir ve hem de Ermeni dismanidir.” denilmis
ve her tarafa fotograflarim gonderilmistir. Hatta izmir'de hic oturmadigim halde
giiya izmirde dolandiriciik yapmis olduguma dair namusumu lekeleyecek
iftiralar bile atmislardir. Bu yalanci haberleri buradaki Pamper gazetesiyle® de
ilan ettirdiler. Bu yiizden istanbul’da bana suikast yapildi, sol bacagimdan
kursunla vuruldum. Beni vuranlar, idam edilen Ermenilerin arasindaydi.
Asildilar, zaten bu konuyu biliyorsunuz.

Ticcardan, Mardiros Telliyan adindaki Ermeni'nin heniz sakali, biyigi
¢ctkmamis olan bir Ermeni ¢cocugunu igfal etmesi, Telliyan aleyhinde sikayeti
gerektirmis ve meselenin Istanbul'daki Hingak Orgiitiinde anlagsmayla
bitirilmesi ve resmiyete dokilmeden kapatilmasi taraflar arasinda
kararlastiriimisti. Bu anlasma meselesinin disinceden eyleme gegcirilmesi
icin Istanbul’daki Hincak Orgiitli ile tam bir temas sagdlamak amaciyla
Telliyan’a gerekli uyarilarda bulundum. Bu isi Genel Mudur Bedri Bey ile
Siyasi Sube Miudurt Resat Bey'e haber verdim. Memnun oldular. Mardiros
Telliyan'in, manevi baskinin tesiriyle sikayetci cocuk tarafina anlasma icin
vermis oldugunu soéyledigi parayi, giya benden korktugundan verdigini,
tekrar tekrar nefretle sdyleyerek aleyhimde bulunmasi, inké&r edilemeyecek
bir gercektir. Hem daha sonra aleyhimde tertip ettigi risvet aldigim iftirasina,
kuvvetli bir esas teskil eder.

Mardiros Telliyan'in teklif ettigi risveti kabul etmek ve almak séyle dursun,
Oyle bir durumda hemen yetkililere teslim ederek dogrulugumu gdsterecegim
beni taniyanlarca bilinen bir gercektir. Mardiros Telliyan, beni evine davet
ettigi gun, gizlice intikam almak igin, saklamis oldugu ¢ memuru bu iste
sahit tutmustur. Mardiros Telliyan'in tertip ve iftira ettigi bu plandan amag,
hem ihtilal dérguti mensuplarina hizmet, hem de bana diigsman olan tim
Ermenilerin intikamini almaktir. Boylece Osmanli Devleti'ne yapmis oldugum
hizmetleri, hic olmamis gibi g0Osterip beni gbézden disirmek, yaptigim
fedakarliklari ihanet gibi gostermek ve nihayetinde siddetli ve etkili takiplerle
oncesini ve sonrasini pek iyi bildigim orgltlerden beni uzak tutarak, bu

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sayede algcakca arzulari olan ihtilal maksatl isteklerine engelsiz ve kolayca
ulasmak istemislerdir. Gelecegimin yok olmasi 6nemli degil; ancak boyle bir
iftira yUzinden sadakatimin ihanetle kirletiimis olmasina tzuliyorum. Cok
Uizlict ve yaralayici olan bu durum, haddim olmayarak vatanina, devletine ve
tabi oldugu hikamete sadik olan benim gibi bir fedakar icin, diri diri mezara
girmektir.

Hakkimda sikayetci olan Mardiros Telliyan’in sirf kin ve nefretle bana
yonelttigi iftiralara ugramissam da, Devletimizin adaleti bu yalanlara karsi
kutsal bir siper oldugundan, magduriyetimin etraflica gdz 6niine alinmasini
ve kanun o6niinde bir an 6énce hakkin yerini bulmasi igin istirham ediyorum.

Emniyet Madurligd memurlarindan Arsavir sdyleyerek gitmis. Onun bu
tehditkar sozleri ve para karsihiginda evrakin satiimasini teklif etmesi
Uzerine, Telliyan Efendi, Beyazit Merkez Memuru Bahri Bey’e olayi
anlatmis.

demesi lizerine anlastilar.

Mardiros 30 lirayr pesin olarak, o gin kapora olarak verecegini, geri
kalanini carsamba ya da persembe gunu 6deyecegini sdyledi. Cebinden
kesesini cikarip, benim dnceden isaretlemis oldugum 7 adet elgazili ve
2 adet cicekli lirayl sayarak verdi. 21 lirayl da odadan getirmek Uzere,
disarilya geldi. Muavin Vehbi ve ben, hemen iceri girdik. Bizim
Ustimizde resmi elbiselerimiz vardi. Arsavir'i yakalayarak yakindaki
karakola goturdik. Gotirmeden 6nce Uzerindeki silah ve evraki almistik.
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Karakolda da Muavin Hamdi, Kayit Memuru Muammer, Polis Vehbi,
Polis izzet ve Polis Nuri Efendilerin karsisinda, sag pantolon cebinden
isaretli 9 liray1 c¢ikararak, gerekli tutanagi hazirladik. Bildiklerim ve
gorduklerim bu kadardir. Sonra Nisan'i yakaladim, onu da styleyeyim.

Bana: “ Memur Bahri Bey ile Siyasi Sube memurlarindan
Hidayet, Mardiros Telliyan’in evinde bekliyorlar. Ben de disarida
bekleyecegim. Gerekirse iceriye girece§iz” dedi. Memur Bahri Bey,
Hidayet ve Muavin Hamdi gece saat bire kadar bekledikten sonra,
karakola dondiler. Ben de sabah saat 07:00'ye kadar bekledim. Daha
sonra karakola dondim.

Meseleyi karakolda Hamdi Bey’'den ikinci kez sordugumda; Siyasi Sube
memurlarindan Arsavir, Telliyan’dan 1.000 lira istemis ve cumartesi
aksami eve gelip parayl alacagini, sayet vermezse hakkinda islem
yapilacagini sdyledikten sonra gitmis. Mardiros da durumu karakola
bildirmis. Memur Bahri Bey, Hidayet Efendi ve Muavin Hamdi Efendi
arasinda cereyan eden bu mesele hakkinda, ne gibi tedbirler alinmasi
gerektigi kararlastiriimis. Derhal Mardiros'tan, 9 adet Osmanl lirasi
alinarak, yedisinin Uzerine tura ile Resat arasina ikiser ince gizgi
cekilmis ve ikisi de dylece birakilmistir.

Ben, hemen odaya girip Arsavir'in Uzerinde bulunan iki adet
revolveri aldiktan sonra, Muavin Hamdi Efendi de odaya girdi. Arsavir
yakalanarak karakola getirildi. Arsavirin tzeri arandi ve Mardiros’tan
aldigi 9 adet lira, birka¢ gorevlinin huzurunda cebinden c¢ikarilip, tutanak
tutulduktan sonra merkeze génderildi. Bildiklerim bundan ibarettir.

Siz, tehdit edenlerin kimler oldugu ve sonucta bunlar
hakkinda dava acilip acilmadigi konusundaki bilgilerinizi ve bu dava ile
ilgili girisimlerinizi yaziniz.

Mardiros Telliyan, Arif Mustafa Bey ile ortaklasa avukathk yaptigimiz,
Sirkeci Koprilihan'daki yazihanemize geldi. Kirkor adli bir ¢ocuga,
stzde tecaviiz etmis oldugundan bahsederek aleyhinde iftira edilmekte
oldugunu soyledi. Telliyan, Gedikpasa taraflarinda yeni onarilmis bos
evini gérmek Uzere gittigi bir giin, Kirkor adli cocukla iki arkadasi birlikte
Telliyan'in acgik birakmis oldugu kapidan iceriye girmisler. Kirkor'un iki
arkadasl, Telliyan’a “Sen bu cocuga tecaviiz ediyordun. Biz de seni
gorduk.” demigler. Telliyan'a daha ©6nceden hazirlamis olduklari bir
belgeyi imzalattirmak istemisler.

Bu belgede “Kizimi Kirkor ile evlendirmeyi, 500 ya da 1.000 lira -tam
miktari akhmda kalmamistir- para vermeyi kabul ediyorum.” yazildigini
anladiginda, bdyle bir taahhit senedini imzalamaktan kaginmis. Bunun
Uzerine Telliyan'i sikistirarak tzerinde bulunan 30 liradan fazla parasini
gasp ederek kacmiglar. Daha sonra da Kirkor'un annesini kiskirtarak,
tecaviz olayindan dolayl Telliyan'i takip etmeye ve aleyhinde iftiraya
baslamislar. Olay polise yansimis oldugundan, gerek santaj ve gerekse
tecaviz meselesinden dolayi polis tarafindan sorusturmaya baslanmis.
Telliyan, bu meselede haklarinin korunmasi konusunda vekaletini
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almamizi isteyince, biz de kabul ettik. Daha sonra ortagim Arif Mustafa
Bey'den, polis dairesine gitmesini ve olayin ne durumda bulundugunu
mimkun olursa arastirarak; Telliyan aleyhinde sarf edilen sdzlerin santaj
olduguna dair bilgi vermesini rica ettim. Dider taraftan olayin aile
namusuyla ilgili olmasi ylzinden isin aslini 6grenmek gayesiyle
Kirkor'un annesine haber génderip biiromuza ¢cagirdim.

Birkac giin sonra Kirkor'un annesi odama geldi. Ona; “Madam! Sizin
cocuk bazi kot arkadaslara uyarak, namuslu bir ailenin namusuna leke
surmek ister gibi gérindyor. Sen akilli bir kadina benziyorsun. Boyle
iftiralar gnahtir. Hem Telliyan'in hem de ¢ocugun namusuna dokunur.
Benim anladigim kadariyla; oglun Kirkor, Telliyan'in kizini istemek ve
almak amaciyla ve Telliyan'dan para koparmak disincesiyle
arkadaslariyla birlikte bdyle bir senaryo hazirlamiglar. Hatta Telliyan’in
evine gittikleri gtin dnceden hazirlamis olduklari k&gidi da yanlarinda
gotirmugler. Sen boyle iftiralara ve santajlara alet olma.” diye tavsiyede
bulundum.

Kirkor'un annesi “Gergi ilk 6nce ben de siphelendimse de sonradan,
Telliyan'in cocuguma tecaviiz etmis olduguna kanaat getirdim.” dedi. “
Nasil kanaat getirdin?” diye sordum. Bana “ Telliyan size daha yeni
geldi. Oysa bu meseleden dolayr daha 6nce bir komisyon kuruldu.
Komisyon vyaptigi sorusturma sonucunda Telliyan't suclu buldu.
Telliyan'in, ¢cocugumu buyuk bir okula gdndermek (zere 1.000 lira
vermesini uygun gordd.” dedi.

Konuyu iyi anlatamadigini sdyleyen kadin, “Komisyonda bulunan
sahislari getireyim. Onlarla goérisiar ve Telliyan'in ogluma tecaviiz
ettigini anlarsiniz.” diye izin isteyince; buna laf anlatmanin zor olduguna
kanaat getirerek, yaninda kimi isterse laftan anlayan bir adami
getirmesini tavsiye ettim. Bir iki giin sonra kadin, yaninda birkac kisiyle
tekrar biromuza geldi. Ben, daha 6nce soylediklerimi tekrar ederek aile
namusu ile ilgili bu gibi sorunlarin kovusturulamayacagdini Ceza
Kanununun uygun gérdigini ve taraflari davayi takip edip etmemekte
serbest birakmis oldugunu, hele bu meselede bir tecaviizin meydana
geldigine dair ortada hicbir delil ve iz olmadidi gibi, bu iste bir iftira ve
santaj gordigimi séyledim. Bunun (zerine kadin ve yanindakiler, bu
iste bir santajin olmadigini, Telliyan'in bu isi yapmis olduguna
inandiklarini ve ¢ocugun okula goénderilmesi icin Telliyan'in 1.000 lira
vermesi halinde kadinin vazgecebilecegini séylediler. Ben de cevap
olarak; “Telliyan'in suc¢lu oldugunu kesinlikle kabul etmem, is
mahkemeye de gitse beraat karari alinir.” dedim.

“Mademki okul parasi adi altinda bir para isteniliyor, bu durumda

Olayin polis tarafindan sorusturulmasinin tamamlanmasini ve santaj
hakkinda bu sorusturmada baska deliller ortaya cikarsa, bunlardan
faydalanmay1 beklerken, bir gin Galata Sulh Mahkemesinde
durusmadayken, Arif Bey ile Telliyan kosa kosa kan ter icinde
mahkemeye geldiler. “Ne oldu? Hayrola!” dedim. Telliyan'in, “Arif Bey
polise gitmisti. Orada kartini birakmis. Bu karti, emniyetten Mahmutpasa
civarinda bir avukatin odasina géndermisler. O avukat beni ¢cagirdi. Bu
karti gostererek “Sen daireye Arif Bey'i gondermissin. Fakat o seni
kurtaramaz. Bu is icin emniyetin s6zi gecen memurlarindan tg¢ kisiye
300 lira vermeyecek olursan, seni hapsedecekler ve namusun
lekelenmis olacak. Ben bunu size dostluk igin séyliyorum.” demesi
Uzerine; “Bunda bir yanhslik var. Emniyet givenilirdir. Boyle bir haber
gondermez. Sen yanlis anlamis, telaslanmigssin.” dedim. Telliyan; “Hayir
ben yanhs anlamadim. Dogrudur. istersen bu avukatin yazihanesine
birlikte gidelim.” dedi. Benim durusmam bittikten sonra, Telliyan beni
alip oraya goturdi. Avukat, yenilerden geng bir avukatti. Kendisini daha
once hi¢c gdrmemistim. Meseleyi sordujumda, baslangicta benden
¢ekindi, sdylemek istemedi. Daha sonra Telliyan'a sdylediklerini aynen
tekrar etti ve ¢ polis icin 300 lira verilmezse, Telliyan'in tutuklanmasinin
kesin oldugunu soyledi.

Bu adamin aceleyle saatine bakarak, “Bugiin aksam istenilen
paranin 30 lirasini vermezsen, Kkesinlikle hapsedileceksin.” diye,
Telliyan'i tehdit etmesi tzerine, kendisine hikimet memuru sifati veren
bir adamin bu sekilde tehdidine canim sikilarak, “Beyefendi rica ederim.
Deveden byt fil vardir. Mivekkilim sugsuz yere tutuklaniyorsa, biz de

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odadan ¢iktim ve kendi odama gittim. O dakikaya kadar, gelen adami
Musliman birisi saniyordum. Bu sahsin, Arsavir oldugunu, sonradan
Telliyan séyledi.

Telliyan Efendi, kendisine imzalattiriimak istenilen bu belgenin iceriginde
kizini Kirkor'a vermeye ve 500 ya da 1.000 lira gibi miktari tam
hatirrmda kalmayan bir parayl 6demeye séz verdiginin yazili oldugunu
goriince, hicbir sekilde bunu kabul etmeyip, imzadan kacinmis. Bunun
Uzerine bu sahislar kendisini soyarak, Uzerinde bulunan 30 liray! alip
gitmisler. Daha sonra Kirkor'un annesini kiskirtarak, Telliyan hakkinda
tecaviiz davasi agcmasini séylemisler. Onuru cignenen Telliyan Efendi
de aleyhinde acllan bu tecaviiz davasinda, kendisini savunmamiz igin
beni ve ortagim Arif Bey'i tayin etmisti. Kendisiyle 40 liraya anlastik. 20
lirasini dnceden, kalan 20 liranin da 10 lirasini bu tecaviz davasindan
dolayl sorgu hakimi tarafindan son sorusturmanin acilmasina yer
olmadi§i karari verilip, karar kesinlestikten sonra verdi.

Kirkor'un annesini biroma
cagirarak, “Telliyan Efendi namuslu adamdir. Gérintyor ki, senin oglun
kétl arkadaslarin kiskirtmasiyla Telliyan Efendi’ye béyle bir iftira atiyor.
Gunahtir, ayiptir. Bu olayda iki ailenin namusu s6z konusudur. Boyle
ihtiyar bir adami tecaviizle suglayarak, hem onun namusunu hem kendi
namusunuzu lekelemis olursunuz.” diye nasihat ettim.

Bunun Uzerine, Kirkor'un annesi “Siz Telliyan’t daha yeni tanimissiniz.
Onu yeterince tanimiyorsunuz, O kot bir adamdir. Ogluma tecaviiz
etmistir. Hatta tecaviiz ettigi bundan 6nce kurulmus olan bir komisyon
tarafindan kanitlanmistir. Bu komisyon Telliyan'in 1.000 lira vermesini
uygun bulmustur.” dedi. Kadin, sonu¢ olarak, “Ben sizi inandiramiyorum
ve olay! yeterince anlatamiyorum. izin verirseniz bu isi anlatmak tizere
konu hakkinda bilgisi olanlar size getireyim.” dedi. Ben de bu kadinin
¢ok konusan ve sz anlamayan biri oldugunu goérdigimden, “Yaninda
bir erkek getir de kim olursa olsun!” dedim.

Sonra bu kadin, Cihan Gilyan ve diger bazi arkadaslariyla beraber
biroma geldiler. Bunlara yine, Telliyan Efendi’nin namuslu bir adam
oldugundan, Kirkor ve arkadaslarinin santajina ugradijindan soz
ederek, kadina sodylediklerimi onlara da s6yledim. Bunlar cevap olarak,
“Telliyan sizin bildiginiz gibi iyi bir adam degildir. Bu ¢ocuga iki defa
tecaviz etmistir. Hatta bundan 6nce iki kisiye de asker kacakcisidirlar
diyerek iftira etmis ve onlari hapsettirmistir. Gerek tecaviiz ve gerekse
iftira meselesi, Gedikpasa'daki herkes tarafindan bilinmektedir. Bundan
dolayr simdi bu ¢ocugu bir okula gondermek Uzere 1.000 lira verirse
kadin da davasindan vazgecer.” dediler. Ben de karsilik olarak; “Telliyan
Efendi’nin namuslu bir kisi oldugu hakkindaki gorisimi degistirmeme
sebep olacak hicbir delil gérmiyorum. Amacim ve vekélet gérevim bu
tecaviiz davasindan dolayi iki ailenin namusunu korumaktir. Bu tecaviz
meselesinin gercede aykiri oldugunu aciklayan bir mektup verirlerse,
Telliyan Efendi'ye rica edeyim, bu Kirkor adli ¢ocugu birka¢ sene
Bahcecik’'teki okula gondersin.” dedim. Onlar kendi fikirlerinde israr
ederek, “Hi¢ olmazsa Robert Koleje21 sekiz dokuz sene gonderilmeli.”
dediler. Ben bunu kabul etmedim. Sonucta bu meselenin mahkeme
tarafindan c¢ozilmesi icin birkac defa gelip gittiler. Bunlarin bu gelip
gitmeleri, biromdaki islerimi yapmama engel olmaya basladigi icin,

Mazmanyan'in siyasal bir partiye mensup olup olmadigini bilmiyorum.
Mazmanyan aracidir. Bizim biroya bazi isler getirir ve getirdigi islerden
aracilik ucretini alirdi. Bundan 6nce Kadri Bey'in davasini getirmisti.
Vekaletini aldm ve Kadri Bey'den aldigim Ucretten Mazmanyan'in
aracilik dcretini verdim. Bu sefer de bana bir kart yazarak tecaviiz
olayindan dolayr Telliyan Efendi'ye iftira edildiginden s6z ederek,
vekaletini vermek Uzere bize getirecegini belirtmisti. Bundan maksadi
kendi aracllik tcretini garanti altina almakti. Telliyan aracisiz olarak bize
gelse, Mazmanyan'in bundan bir kazanci olamazdi. Yukarida
sOyledigim Uzere Cihan Gilyan ve arkadaslar birka¢ kez biroma gelip
gittiler. Belki bu sirada Telliyan Efendi'ye bdyle bir sdz soylemis
olabilirim.

Murat bir kez geldi. Fakat bu is icin mi yoksa esine ait bir arsa isi vardi
onun icin mi geldi, hatirlamiyorum. Murat'in esinin Uskiidar'da posta
yolunun sol tarafinda bulunan arsasi ile ilgili bir dava aciimisti. Arsada
pay! bulunanlar bize vekalet verdikleri icin Murat'in esi de kendi hissesi
icin vekaletini Ustlenmemizi ve islerini takip etmemizi istedi. Ancak
bunlar vekalet (cretini pesin olarak vermek istemedikleri gibi,
masraflarini da icra yoluyla almamizi istediklerinden, onlarin vekaletini
almayi, diger pay sahiplerinin durumunun biraz belirginlesmesini
bekleyerek erteliyordum. Bu arsa davasindan dolayl, diger pay
sahiplerinin vekaleti resmT olarak benimle birlikte Tehafi oglu Ahmet Bey
adina alinmisti. Bu yuzden bunlarin vekaletini almayi geciktiriyordum.
Sanirim bu konu Uzerine konusuldu. Ben diger meseleye yizeysel
olarak girmek istediysem de Murat bu konuya girmek istemedi ve “Bu
konuyu kapatiniz.” dedi.

Ben Hingak Orgiitiine girmedim, fakat Hincaklara sevgi
besliyorum.

Mardiros Telliyan’i taniyor musun?
Taniyorum.
Bu bir cocug@a bir sey yapmis. Nasil oldu?

Gedikpasa Kilisesinde papaz yardimcihigi yapiyorken, bir sabah, su
dokmeye c¢ikmistim. Bu sirada kilisenin bir kdsesinde Kirkor ile Telliyan
konusuyorlardi. Sonra, Kirkor'u ¢agirdim ve ne konustuklarini sordum.
Kirkor, Telliyan'in kendisini bir takim yerlere davet ettigini yani hamama
ve otele davet ettigini sdyledi. Ben de bu adamin namuslu oldugunu
styledim. Kirkor “Sen gorirstn.” demis, gitmisti.

Pazar gunu kilisede gordum. Ug giin sonra evimde otururken aksam
saat 23:30 siralarinda, Kirkor kapiyl c¢aldi ve dedi ki, “Sabah saat
09:00'da Alibey yokusunda Fransiz Okulunun bulundugu sokagin
altinda, cifte gelinlerin karsisindaki alt sokakta bulunan cift balkonlu
evlerden bos olana gidecegiz.” Kirkor'u génderdim. Ertesi sabah saat
dokuza ceyrek kala oraya gittim. Kosede beklerken, Kirkor eve girdi.
Bogos Kuryan, Kumkapr'dan yukari dogru cikarken selam verdi ve
“Birlikte gidelim.” dedi. Kuryan'a orada neden bekledigimi, yani Mardiros
Efendi’'nin Kirkor'a ne yapacagini gormek icin bekledigimi soyledim.
Kuryan “Ben de seninle gelirim.” dedi. Bunun Uzerine bir sahit daha
olsun, diyerek birlikte Mardiros’un evine gittik. Kapi acikti. “Kimse yok mu?”
diye seslendik. Ayak sesi geldi, “Kimdir 0?” diyerek Kuryan yukariya
¢iktl. Telliyan, Kuryan'i goérince “Ne hakkin var evime giriyorsun?”
diyerek dirsegiyle Kuryan'i itti. Ben de yanlarina gittim. Mardiros Efendi
beni goriince “Aman Simon sen bilirsin. Aman bir seydir oldu.” dedi.
Telliyan’in ¢ocuga tecaviiz etmis oldugu anlasiliyordu. Bunun Uzerine
Kuryan, cocuga iki tokat vurarak “Utanmaz edepsiz!” diye bagirdi.
Telliyan’a da “Utanmiyor musun? Dinya kan agliyor, sen burada
edepsizlik yapiyorsun!” dedi. Telliyan, “Cocuk beni zorla kendisine
¢agirniyor.” dedi. Kuryan, polise haber vermeye gitti. Telliyan benim elime
ayagima kapanarak, “Namus ve irzim senin elinde!” diye yalvariyordu.
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Telliyan, bu arada fenalasti. Ben, hemen Kuryan’i cagirdim. Telliyan bizi
odaya goturdd. “Size 300 liralik bir bono vereyim, bu is burada
kapansin.” dedi. Ben de “Degil 300 lira, 300 para da versen istemeyiz.”
dedim. Teklif ettigi para miktarini 500 liraya kadar ¢ikardi. “Parayi bir
beze sardim, disarida size verecedim.” dedi. Biz, “istemeyiz.” dedik. Bu
arada Kuryan cebinden bir k&git ¢ikararak, Telliyan'in agzindan “Ben bu
isi yaparken Simon ve Kuryan beni yakaladilar.” diye yazdiktan sonra,
Telliyan’a “Bunu imzala!” dedi. Telliyan imzalamadi. Biz bu kagidi
imzalattinp Patrikhaneye go6turecektik. Cunkid kendisi kilise Uyesiydi.
Telliyan’a bunu imzalattiramayinca, ¢ocukla birlikte evden disari ¢iktik.
Cocugun annesine giderek olayl anlattik. “Siz davaci olun, biz de
sahidiz.” dedik. Bunun (zerine Kirkor'un annesi, Telliyan’in yanina
gitmis. Sonra ne oldugunu bilmiyorum.

Telliyan bu olaydan sonra, Topkapi Sarayrndaki askerlik subesine
giderek, “Simon ile Kuryan askerlikten kaciyorlar ve askere gitmemek
icin sizi aldatiyorlar.” diye, bizi ihbar etmis.

Kadin da ¢ocugun Avrupa’daki
okullarda U¢ ya da bes sene okutulmasi icin gerekli parayl vermesini
stylemis. Telliyan’a kadinin bu istegini iletmisler. Telliyan, “Bana 1.000
lirallk masraf acgiyorsunuz.” demis. Bunun Uzerine Telliyan'a, bu istegi
kabul etmemesi halinde, resmi makamlara basvurulacagini sdyleyen
Tomacyan, Cihan Gilyan ve Arzruni kendilerinin de sabhitlik
yapacaklarini soylediler. Daha sonra Emniyet Mudirliginde ve
adliyede bizim ifadelerimiz alindi.

koparmak amaciyla, Gedikpasa’da Bostanali Mahallesi’nde oturan 16
yaslarindaki Kirkor Kayik¢lyan’t ikna ederek, Telliyan Efendi’nin, bos
olan evinde bulundugu sirada, zaten acik olan evin kapisindan Kirkor’'u
iceriye sokarak, Telliyan’in bulundugu yerden yukari cikmasinin
ardindan kendileri de giderek, glya cocu@a tecaviz girisiminde
bulundugu bahanesiyle tehdit ederek, guvenlik guclerine haber
vermemek ic¢in, 6nceden hazirlamis olduklari 500 liralik bir senedi
imzalamasi icin korkuttuklari, Telliyan’in kabul etmemesi ve bagirmasi
Uzerine, Uzerindeki 30 liradan fazla parasini gasp ederek kagcmislardir.

Birkac giin sonra, planlandidi gibi durum Hincak Orgitli Merkez
Kuruluna bildirilmis, Gedikpasa Okulu Miidirii olan Hingak Orgiitiiniin
ileri gelenlerinden ve slirgiinden ddénenlerden Parseh Zakaryan Efendi
oglu Nerses’in israrli girisimi ve yardimiyla Hingak Orgutii Merkez
Kurulunca alinan karar geregi idare Uyelerinden, Agop Cihan Gulyan
oglu Artin, Samoil Tomacyan ve Arzruni’den olusan juri, taraflar
dinlemistir. Orgiit Baskani Murat Hamparsum Boyaclyan tarafindan da
Telliyan Efendi’'nin ayrica ikna edilememesi Uzerine, Uyeler
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sorusturmay! dogal olarak Telliyan aleyhine neticelendirmisler ve
durumu Hingcak Merkez Kuruluna, c¢ocuga 1.000 lira tazminat
verilmesini de Telliyan Efendi’ye bildirmislerdir.

Telliyan Efendi ortaya cikan karari kabul etmemis, diger taraftan da
polis tarafindan yapilan sorusturma evrakinin adli makamlara
gdnderilmesi Uzerine, Telliyan Efendi Avukat Agop Bahri Efendi'ye
miracaat ederek, devam etmekte olan sorusturmada kendisini
savunmak Uzere davay!i tUstlenmesi karsiliginda 40 liraya pazarlik etmis,
yarisini pesin 6demistir. Agop Bahri Efendi, tzerine aldigi bu goérevi
yerine getirmesi lazim gelirken, bir taraftan, strgtinden donenlerden
olan ve yukarida ismi gecen orgut baskani ve Uyelerini durumdan
haberdar ettigi gibi, diger taraftan da Telliyan Efendi’yi 6rgutin
kararindan ve o6rgit Gyelerinin varliindan korkutarak sorusturma
safhasinda belirlenen parayl o6rgite verdirmis, kendisine verilmesi
kararlastirilan paranin diger yarisini da almistir. Hatta Arsavir’in dahi
paylasima td o zaman ortak olarak otuz lira aldigi ve sonradan
tehditlerinin baslamasiyla mesele duyulmus ve bu sebepten adi gecen
sahislar tehdit ve para gaspina tesebbis etmislerdir. Arsagohi isimli
kadinin evinde, Ermenileri ayaklandirmaya tahrik eden Ermenilik
emellerini yansitan tablo bulunmustur.

Samoil Tomacyan’in, isbasindaki hikOmet Uyelerine suikast amaciyla
kurulan ve Osmanl Devleti topraklarindan bilinen vilayetleri karistirmak
ve koparmak maksadiyla karar alan ve tesebbliste bulunan 6rgit
Uyelerinden oldugu, sorgu tutanaginin 123 nci ve 37 nci sayfalarinda
yer almistir. Kodstence’'deki kongreden haberdar olup, Arsavir'den
ayrintih bilgi alarak, yapilan hazirliklardan haberdar oldugu; resmi
makamlara durumu bildirmeyip gliivenmedigine dair ortaya cikan kabul
ve itiraflari, Hingak Orguti ile dokuz on aydan beri iliskisini kestigini
soyledigi halde, bir taraftan da Hrant Agacanyan’i érgute dahil etmesi,
yine gecen sene ocak ay! icerisinde yukarida aciklandigi Uzere, Telliyan
Efendi meselesi ile ilgili kurulan juride bulundugunun anlasiimasi,
sahitlerin sirasiyla verdikleri bilgilerden ve hazirlik sorusturma
evrakiyla emniyetce dizenlenen fezleke ve elde edilen evraklar,
defterler ve mektuplar ile yonetmelik cevirilerinin iceriginden Samoil
Tomacyan’in Hingakyan Partisi ileri gelenlerinden ve idare Uyelerinden
oldugu anlasiimistir.

Hrant Agacanyan’in Partiler Arasi Ulusal Kurtrulus Orguti Uyesi
bulunmak sucundan dolayi, konuyla ilgili sorusturma evrakinin 5 nci
sayfasindaki ifadesinde; Samoil'in Cakmakc¢ilar’daki odasinda
bulustugu, Samoil’'in kendisini Zakaryan ile tanistirdigi, kendisine
orgltten bahsedip, zorla yirmi bes lira kadar para alarak orguite
soktugu, bu gortismelerin birka¢ defa tekrarlandigi ve Nubar Pasa’nin
plani geredi kendisinden alinan paranin Avrupa’ya gonderilecek
delegelere harcanmak Uzere toplandidi ve bu cemiyetin idare heyetinde
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istanbul’dan Nerses Zakaryan, Samoil Tomacyan, Murat Hamparsum
Boyaciyan, Cihan Gillyan, Sako, ve Minerva’nin bulunduguna dair
kabul ve itirafta bulunmustur. Hrant Agacanyan’in bu itirafi ile diger
sanik Samoil Tomacyan’i da suc¢lamasi, Hrant'in 25 Subat 1915 gecesi
evinin aranmasi sirasinda yataginin altinda ele gecirilen Kahire'den
gonderilen ve Partiler Arasi Ulusal Kurtulus Orgitiine ait 205 ve 169
numarali, 19 Ekim 1914 ile 3 Temmuz 1914 tarihli Baskan Haykoni ve
Kéatip Aram imzali muhdrla iki adet mektup iceriginde; AJacanyan
tarafindan gonderilen yirmi bes liranin alindigi ve bu gibi Kisilerin
orglte katilmasinin  kendilerince 6vinidlecek bir durum oldugu
belirtilmis ve Hrant AJacanyan’in istanbul merkez uyeleri arasinda
orgute ¢cok yardimci olmasi nedeniyle de ayrica iftihar edildigi yazilidir.

205 numarali mektubun génderilme zamaninin Birinci Diinya Savasi’nin
baslangicindan sonraya rastlamasi itibariyla mektupta; “Turk
HukOmetinin siyasi ve askeri harekati hakkinda ayrintili bilgi veriniz.
Bu, Ermeni milletvekilleri vasitasiyla mumkun olabilir. Pastirmaciyan’
acele Kafkasya'ya gonderiniz. Yakinda hilal yerine muzaffer haci
goreceksiniz. Korkusuzca calisiniz. Yabanci Ulkelerden Kafkasya’'nin
kurtarici ordusuna takim takim gonulliler katilmaktadir. Siz de
gonulluler génderip onlar icin yardim toplamaya calisiniz. Kurtulus
yakindir. Devamli gizlilik ve acele cevap.” cimlelerini iceren yazi vardir.

Bagimsiz Ermenistan icin Turkiye'ye karsi savasan Rus kuvvetlerine
katilma ve sonucta iceriden ve disaridan Osmanli Devleti tizerine saldiri
icerikli olan kiskirtma olaylarinin bu tarihten sonra fiili sonuclari ortaya
cikmis, bu isler Hrant Agacanyan’in acik itirafi ile de desteklenmistir.

Arsavir’in faaliyetleri hakkinda da Komiser Ali Riza ve Abdurrahman,
Denetleyici Hidayet ve siyasi subede calisan Kemal Efendilerin
sahitlikleri, sorusturma evraki ve karar 6zetinin icerigi, tehdit isinde de
Telliyan Efendi’nin sikayet¢ci olmasi ile onu destekleyen Kirkor
Kayik¢clyan ve Agop Bahri Efendilerin ifadeleri sunulmustur. Kirkor
Kayik¢lyan’in annesi de tehdit sonucunda paray! almistir. Bu paralari
aldiktan sonra Hingak Orgutii adina Murat Hamparsum Boyaciyan ve
kisisel olarak Simon Aleksanyan tarafindan Telliyan Efendi’'ye bu
konuda hi¢ sucu olmadigina ve kendilerinin bir sey gérmediklerine dair
el yazilar ile yazilarini ve imzalarini iceren evrak sureti tercimelerini
vermislerdir. Arsagohi’'nin de kendi istegi ile ifade ettigi kabul ve
itirafina, Arsavir'in suc¢ islerken yakalanmasindan dolayi, saniklarin
yaptiklari isler ortaya ¢cikmis ve Suclarin Birlestirilmesi Kanunu usuliine
gore yapilmakta olan sorusturmayl kapsayan U¢ adet tutanak ve
eklerinin birlestirilmesine karar verilmistir. Her ne kadar mahkemece,
tehdit fiilinden dolayr Simon Aleksan, Kuryan ve Kirkor Kayik¢lyan
haklarinda sorusturma icra edilmis ve men-i muhakeme karari verilmis
ise de verilen kararin dayanagi yalniz iki tarafin cevaplarindan ibaret
kalarak adi gecen evrak ve diger sorusturma ayrilmistir. Yeni deliller
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meydana cikincaya kadar, kesin kararlardan sayilmasi acik olan adi
gecen kararnamenin, sorusturma esnhasinda ele gecirilen deliller ve
gelisen hususlar cercevesinde derinlemesine arastirma yapilmasina ve
durumun sonuclanmasina engel olmayacaktir.

Samoil Tomacyan ve Hrant Agacanyan’in aciklanan suclarinin blyik
eylemleri olan, Osmanh Devleti topraklarindan bir kisminin
koparilmasina fiilen tesebbls iceren hareketlerinden dolayl Ceza
Kanununun 54 nct maddesine ek ilk fikrasina uygun olarak agir cezay!

Kirkor adli cocugu glya igfal etmesinden dolayi polis tarafindan tutuklanmasi
s6z konusu olan Mardiros Telliyan Efendi'ye ait, benim ve is ortagim Mustafa
Arif Bey'in Ustlendigi dava, Telliyan'in haklarinin savunmasindan ibaret olup
diger meselelerden bizi haberdar etmemisti. Tecaviiz davalarindan dolayi
sikayetci olan kisinin davasindan vazge¢mesi durumunda, mahkemece
davanin devam ettirimemesi kanun geregi oldugundan, birinci vazifem
Kirkor'un annesini ¢adirarak cocugunun bazi koti arkadaslarina uyup
Telliyan Efendi'ye iftira etmekte oldugunu ve bu gibi namusu kirletecek bir
konuda vicdan sahibi bir annenin siphe (zerine dava agmasinin uygun
olmayacagini anlatmakti. Gorevim geredi c¢ocugun annesini odama
cagirttigimda, ¢cocuga tecaviz eyleminin gerceklestigi ortaya ¢ikmisti.

Kirkor'un annesi, Telliyan Efendi meselesiyle ilgili olarak bana basvurmadan
once, kendisinin talebiyle bu meseleyi bir komisyonun inceledigini ve
Telliyan't  suc¢lu bulduklarini, kendisinin  konuyu anlatmaya glcl
yetmeyeceginden bahsedip, iznim olursa meseleyi bilenleri alip birlikte tekrar
gelecegini sdyledi. Belki daha iyi s6z anlayan bir adam getirir disiincesiyle,
“Kimi istersen getir.” dedim. Bunun {zerine Cihan Gulyan ve arkadaslarini
getirdi. Bunlara, her iki ailenin namuslarini lekeleyecek bir konu olan bu
meseleyle ilgili davadan vazgecilmesinin, her iki ailenin de yararina olacagini
styledim. Bana cevaben, Telliyan'in basvurusu Uzerine, dnceden yapilan
incelemede Telliyan'in suclu oldugunun ortaya ciktigini ve Telliyan Efendi’nin
bu meselede sahit olan Kkisileri bir kuru iftirayla hapsettirmis bir iftiraci
oldugunu ve benim dustndigum gibi namuslu bir kisi olmadigini soylediler.
Bundan dolayr baska dava da acabileceklerini ve c¢ocuda tecaviiz
meselesinin tatliya baglanmasi isteniyorsa c¢ocugun bir yuksek okula
gonderilmesi gerektigini, bunun icin de 1000 lira verilmesini istediler. Ben de
bdyle bir teklifin asla kabul edilemeyecegini ancak Telliyan'in sug¢suzlugu
icin, Kirkor'un anne ve babasinin onay! olursa; ¢cocugun, egitim ve 6gretim
amaciyla birka¢ seneligine Bahgecik Okuluna gonderilmesi icin Telliyan’dan
ricada bulunacagimi soyledim. Bunlar c¢ocugu Amerikan Okuluna
gondereceklerini ve hatta Robert Kolej'e de verseler seneligi 70 liradan 9
sene okumasi gerektigini séylediler. Ben Bahcecik Okulundan baska bir okul
icin s6z veremeyecegimi sdyledim ve onlar da gittiler.

Telliyan Efendi geldiginde onlarla konustuklarimi kendisine anlattim. “Aman
ailemin namusu bir paralik oldu, Gedikpasa’da beni cekistiriyorlar. iftiracilikla

suclanmaktan beni kurtar.” dedi. Yiklendigimiz davanin yalniz tecaviiz
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davasi oldugunu diger meseleye karismayacagimi, zaten heniiz aleyhine
alinmis iftra davasi olmadigini sdyledim. Sonra Kirkor'un annesi ve
yakinlari, birkag defa gelip gittiler. Cocugun Bahgecik Okuluna
gonderilmesiyle ilgili teklifimi ve bu hususta yazdigim mektup misveddesini
de mahkemede kendilerini sucglayacak sekilde yazilmis oldugundan dolayi
kabul etmediler. Ben de “Bos sdz dinlemeye vaktim yok. Bu meseleyi
mahkeme ¢6zsun.” dedim ve onlari basimdan savdim. Konu emniyetten
adliyeye intikal etti. Savcinin ¢agirdigi gun, is ortagim Arif Bey'i Telliyan'la
beraber gonderdim. Aksamleyin dondiklerinde, ne oldu diye sormam
Uzerine Arif Bey utanarak, “Telliyan kadini kandirmis. Kadin tecaviiz
davasindan vazgecti.” dedi. Sorgu hakimligince tehdit fiilinden dolay bir iki
ay daha sorusturma sirdid. Sorusturma sonucunda, gerek tehditle alinan 30
kisur lira ve gerekse tecaviiz meselelerinden men-i muhakeme karari verildi.
Telliyan Efendi bizden ¢ok memnun kaldi. Kalan Ucretimizi de men-i
muhakeme karari kesinlestikten sonra verdi. Mesele bu sekilde adliyede
gecen yil sona ermisti. Telliyan Efendi bizden memnun kaldigindan diger
davalarini ve hatta kardesi istefan Efendi’nin davasini da bize verdi.
Arsavir'in sonradan Telliyan'dan para koparmaya tesebbiis etmesi Uzerine
Telliyan, gecen yilki s6z konusu davadan dolay! Kirkor'un annesine ve onun
tarafini tutanlara para verdigini sdyliyor. Sugunu hafifletmek igin sahitler
aleyhine tehdit davasi agmak amaciyla bize geldigi halde dava agmamis
oldugumuzu ve bizim ©Onerimizle para vermis oldugunu soéyliyor. Yice
mahkemeniz de Telliyan’dan bu sekilde para istenildiginden haberdar
oldugumuz halde nicin savciya dilekce yazip bilgi vermedigimizi soruyor.
Cevaplarim sunlardir:

1- Her avukat o6nce, Ustlenecegi davanin butin delillerini
hazirlamahdir. Delilleri hazirlanmamis bir davay! Ustlenen avukat,
davayi kaybeder ve mahcup olur.

2- Telliyan Efendi bana yalniz tecaviiz davasini verdi. Baska dava
vermedi.

3- Tecaviiz davas! sahitleri aleyhinde tehdit davasi a¢cmak icin bana
gelmis olsaydi hemen iki satir dilekgeyle dava acardik. Dava
acmazsak baska avukata giderdi.

4- Telliyan Efendi’nin bize verdigi davayl onun istedigi yonde
sonuclandiramamis olsaydik, geri kalan lcretimizi vermezdi.

5- Telliyan Efendi bizden memnun olmasaydi dijer davalarini ve
sonradan kardesinin davasini bize getirmezdi.

6- Mahkemenin sorusuna gelince, Telliyan Efendi tecavuz ve iftira
davalarindan vazge¢mek icin karsi tarafa bizim haberimiz olmaksizin
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para vermisse, bunda dava a¢cmay! gerektirecek bir sey yoktur. Bize
bdyle bir dava da verilmemistir.

Telliyan gazetelere ilan vererek namusunu korumak igin bazi kisilerden
belge istemis onlar da vermislerdir. Gazete sorumlularinin béyle bir belge
vermeye kanuni mecburiyetleri varken para isteyip de dolandirmiglarsa bu
bir dolandiriciik sucudur. Fakat bdyle bir belge vermeye ve gazetelerde
yayimlayip Telliyan'in namusunu korumaya kanunen mecbur degillerken,
Telliyan para vermisse buna dolandiricilik denilemez.

Sonug olarak, benden bir sey istenmedi ki dava agayim veya yetkililere ihbara
mecbur olayim. Telliyan da bana savunmam icin béyle bir dava vermedi.
Tarafimizdan bodyle bir dava acildiginda, oldugunu iddia edeceg@imiz tehdit
eylemini nasil ispat edecektik. ispat edemedigimiz takdirde aleyhimize miifteri
davasi acllarak bizi cezaya carptirma haklari olmayacak miydi? Su dilekgem
yuce mahkemenizde dikkate alinarak, gorevimi kanun ve vicdan dairesinde
yerine getirdigim gorilerek beraatima karar verilmesini istirham ederim.

As the writing of a reply to the coded telegram dated January 4, 1916
necessitated further explanation, the situation had to be conveyed through
a written message. The Kaimakam Yevanaki Effendi misused his power in
performing his duties on the Armenians in Mihaliccik® who were only of 20-
25 families. The movable properties of the Armenians were sold for nothing,
and the real estates were handed over to the prominent people of the town
without charge. All of the real estates handed over were taken back from
those people and given to the commission. But as the outcome of the
moveable possessions is difficult to investigate no procedures were
followed. However, most of the moveable belongings were taken back. | do
not believe that Yevanaki Effendi sought personal benefit in this. Yevanaki
Effendi was dismissed from office upon my suggestion as his fearfulness,
non-diligence, and his inability in administration and complying with the
laws were observed as in his pervious applications. Consequently, | believe
that there is no need for further procedures. The kadhi® and the head of the
state tax office, acted together with the other prominent people of the town,
they even wanted to buy homes for their sons, but they later abandoned the
idea out of fear. However, it is understood that the head of the state tax
office is understood to have taken some moveable possessions, but it is not
known whether he paid for them or not. Upon the information on Kadhi Nuri
Effendi’s being the father-in-law of the new kaimakam, the Shaikh al-Islam®
was informed about the situation and he was dismissed from the office a
month ago. Should your honor deem it plausible, it would be appropriate to
punish the head of the state tax office by dismissing him from his office. It
has been understood that the evaluations are made through the documents
sent by the Derelict Property Administrative Commission, as the
Investigation Committee did not go to Mihaligcik. Upon returning of these
documents the investigations shall be deepened to include the other low
ranking officers and the gendarmeries that misused their authorities. Their
due punishments shall also be appropriate in accordance with their misuse
of duty.

In reply to the note numbered 15, dated November 11, 1915.

The documents prepared at the end of the investigations pertaining to
misuse of authority during the sending of the Armenians living in Mihali¢gik
were received from the Eskisehir Derelict Property Administrative
Commission and brought before the Investigation Committee. After thorough
consideration of the documents investigated it has been understood that
most of the moveable and immoveable assets of the Armenians were seized
by Emin and Saffet, members of the Mihaliggik Administrative Committee;
Sukrt, Mayor; Durmus Effendi, one of the members of the General
Assembly; acted together with several other people. Yevanaki Effendi, who
was the Kaimakam then, did not prevent this injustice being committed
freely. For example, it has been found out that he gathered the Takrir®
Commission and forced the Armenians to sign documents declaring that
they have given up their rights to dispose their possessions.

It has been understood that Yevanaki had helped and made the seizure of
the properties easier for the usurpers by forcing the owners to give up their
rights of disposition; and that he had misused his authority and acted in
unison with them. It has also been understood that the people forming the
Tahkir Commission, Mehmet Nuri, Kadhi; Suat, Head of State Tax Office;
Onnik Raci Effendi, official at the title deeds office; Emin Effendi, whose
name is mentioned above; and their friends were all accomplices in this plot.

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Simon and Kurian entered Mardiros Tellian’s house — 54, from Divrigi,
living at his own house in Gedikpasa Sarayici at number 24, dealing
with bran trade at number 47 in Unkapan! — in accordance with the plan
they devised with the boy, Kirkor — son of Karabet Kayikdjian, tenant at
starch dealer’s house in Gedipasa Sarayici Neviye Street at number 40,
fez molder in Okcgularbasi, Beyazit, as if they have caught Mardiros
Tellian while violating the child, once two months ago and a week later
in his vacant house in the Muhsinehatun District, incirdibi, Kumkapi.

Kurian insisted on Mardiros Tellian’s giving 500 Liras, and signing a
paper saying “Kurian and Simon saw me while violating Kirkor.” Upon
his refusal he beat him. Simon and Kurian seized 20 banknotes — a lira
each — 7 Liras, and 3 English Liras, constituting 3276 kurushes in all,
by violence and ran away. Later Kirkor and Simon spread the rumor
around.

Kirkor’s father Karabet, and mother Eskohi, went over to see Mardiros
and said, “Since you have violated our son you will send him to Europe
for education for five years'. You will pay us some money as well.” It
is said that they set some people on Mardiros to this end. Kirkor was
invited to give his testimony this is what he said:

Mardiros ordered the molding of a fez in our shop and told me
to take it to his house some two months ago. When | took the
fez to his house he called me upstairs and violated me by force
and threat. | stayed in bed for two days at home. When | met
him at the church a week later, he called me to his vacant
house in Kumkapl, Incirdibi, Muhsinehatun District, and Simon
overhearing his calling me. | told him about the incident when
he asked me. And Simon said, “Accept it. | will come and see
to it.” | accepted his invitation unwillingly. We went to the
empty house. Simon and Kurian came afterwards and beat
Mardiros up.

Ohannes’s son Mardiros Tellian was invited over and questioned.
Tellian said that the whole issue was nothing but libeling; that when he
went to inspect the repair work at his vacant house Kirkor, Simon and
Kurian suddenly came over and beat him and demanded 500 Liras,
after having said, “You have violated Kirkor by using force. We have
seen it.” Forced him to sign a paper that stated that he had to wed his
daughter to Kirkor. Upon Tellian’s refusal they beat him and took his

3276 kurushes and ran away. Tellian said that he did not denounce the
issue, as he was afraid of those people, but that he informed the
Hntchagian Organization of which they were members. Upon this
information a committee came over to the church and carried out an
investigation but has not declared the results of the investigation.

' In the following testimonies they want Kirkor to be educated in the US.
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Although Simon, 26, living on Gedikpasa Gulhan Street at number 4 —
who threatened Madiros Tellian in the empty house and ran away after
having seized his 27 Liras and 3 English Liras by force together with
his friend Kurian, and spread the rumor around — denied the incident
thoroughly when he was questioned he, relying on Kurian, later
confessed saying that;

Yes, we went over to Mardiros’s empty house. We saw him
there with Kirkor, but we did not see him doing anything
amoral. Kurian slapped him on the face twice. He grabbed him
by his collar and took him to the adjacent room, but | do not
know whether he took his money or not.

At the end of the investigations it has been found out that Kurian was
not in Istanbul, but in Bahcecik. His testimony could not have been
heard, as he could not have been detained.

To conclude: Nobody seeing Mardiros Tellian’s violating Kirkor was
found. Although the child’s recorded testimony; Simon and Kurian’s
rumors and the claims of the mother and the father; and the witnessing
of Bogos Vartanian’s son Kirkor, Agop’s son Agop Dzjihan Gilian,
Avadis’s son Samoil Tomadjian, Avadis’s son Agop, Arzruny, Parsih
Zackharian’s son Nerses, as a result of the spreading of the rumors,
implicitly reveal that Mardiros had violated Kirkor. However, the
victim’s not informing the authorities and pronouncing his claims in
the first place, and instead, preferring to use illegal actions in pursuit
of demanding unjust treatment; and not founding of any medical
evidence as to the child’s violation; brings to the mind the idea that
this violation is one of pure fabrication.

Although Mardiros Tellian had to inform the authorities about the plot
at once, fearing from Simon and Kurian, instead of denouncing them
he had applied to the Hntchagian organization. The witnesses Agop
Dzjihan Gilian, Avadis’s son Samoil Tomadjian, Avadis’s son Agop,
and Arzruny were given the task of settling the issue by the Hntchagian
organization. Those people, by not informing the authorities about the
results of the investigations have committed a breach of law.

Simon and Kurian’s seizing of 3276 kurushes by force has been proved
by Tellian’s claims, and later by Simon’s accusing Kurian.

The 29-page investigation documents pertaining to all of the above-
mentioned people, two notifications, doctor’s report, and a written
application have been submitted in attachment. Simon was sent under
supervision.

QUESTIONING MINUTES OF THE
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INVESTIGATION DEPARTMENT
ISTANBUL COURT OF FIRST INSTANCE

Following is the testimony of Alexan’s son Simon, 26 -
previously employed as a shoemaker now an idler, born in
Istanbul, a person of medium built, round face, hazel eyes, dark
hair and moustache, no beard, middle nose and mouth, dark-
skinned — living at number 4 on Gedikpasa Gulhan Street.
(March 22, 1915)

Have you ever been convicted and sentenced to imprisonment? Are
you literate? Are you Married?

I have never been convicted and sentenced to imprisonment. | can read
and write in Armenian. | am single.

Mardiros Tellian is said to have violated a boy, Kirkor. You, Kirkor, and
Kurian are said to have taken some money from Mardiros by means of
using force and threat. How did this happen?

Let me tell you the truth. One Sunday | saw Kirkor talking to Mardiros in
a very intimate manner. | once had heard that Mardiros was trying o
seduce Kirkor. | called Kirkor and asked what they were talking about.
He first tried to hide it. But on pressuring him he said, “Mardiros is
inviting me to here and there. He says he is going to give me some
money. And | am not accepting it.”

After forcing for Kirkor a little more he said that he had violated him
under the pretext of sending his fez over to his house, and by telling him
that he would make him rich by giving money and by marrying him to his
daughter. | left saying, “Is not that a shame? This is not something
possible. | would not believe in such a thing without seeing it with my
own eyes!”

One night Kikor came over and said Mardiros had called him; he wanted
me to go over there and see it. Next day, on December 10, | went over
to Mardiros’'s empty house on the Ali Bey hill, on the street across the
Arabaci Street, in Gedikpasa. While touring in the street | saw Kirkor
entering the house. Meanwhile, Kurian was passing by. He asked what |
was doing. Kurian also knew Kirkor. | told him. We entered the house
through an adjacent door. We called out, “Anybody home?” Upon
hearing footsteps above we went upstairs and saw Mardiros.

When Mardiros saw us he started saying, “You do not have the right to
get in here!” He had not seen me. Mardiros’s pants were unbuttoned,
and Kirkor’'s pants and underpants were stripped down. We said, “What
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is going on here?” He said, “I am not doing anything.” We said, “Then,
why are your pants unbuttoned?” Kirkor pushed Mardiros aside slapped
Kirkor once or twice in the face. Mardiros started begging. He said, “I
will give you 50 Liras to you not to touch me, just let me be. Do not tell
anybody!” Upon refusing his offer he said he would give the money right
away, that he would sign a check, but we did not accept it. He was a
member of the church and | was a chorister. We wrote a note with the
idea that he would do the same thing to the other children at the church
school. We wrote down what he did to the boy there. We told him to sign
it. We said we were going to take the note to the Patriarch. NO matter
how hard we tried he did not sign it. We said, “Then we are going to
inform the police.”

Just as we were about to leave he bowed down to our feet. He
pretended as if he was falling unconscious. We did not inform the police
fearing that something bad would happen to him, we told all about the
affair to Kirkor’'s mother. His mother went to see Mardiros and talked to
him. As the events were developing in this manner Mardiros complained
about me saying, “He is inciting the soldiers.” Moreover, he went to the
police and brought an action against me claiming “They have taken 30
Liras from me. They threatened me. They beat me.”

| was detained at the police headquarters for 17 days. We did not beat
him. We neither threaten him nor took his money. We tore the note he
did not sign apart, for it was invalid without his signature.

You are saying that you had seen Kirkor talking to Mardiros, on Sunday
at church, and that you heard that Mardiros was seducing the child,
and that you asked for the reason. From whom did you hear that
Mardiros was trying to seduce the child?

| heard from the children, whose names | cannot remember now, that
Kirkor was acting as if he was a Casanova and showing his genitals to
the other children at the Armenian school in Gedikpasa®™, where he was
attending. | did not hear from anybody that Mardiros was seducing
Kirkor.

Where is Kurian now?

He both runs a hotel in Bahgecik, and works as a steward at the
American School.

You are saying all this after you denied the affair thoroughly at the
police station. You claimed that Kurian slapped Mardiros, took him to a

he took his money or not. Why did you testify in this manner?

| was told that Kirkor's mother and Mardiros were reconciled. For this
reason | first denied, then | told them how things developed. Kurian did
not slap Mardiros in the face, and did not take him to room. | did not see
anything like this. They must have written it wrong at the police station.

Since you are an idler; you want the truth to come to the light; why did
not you inform the police station right away?

Mardiros Tellian begged us so much. He was about to fall unconscious.
We were afraid that something would happen to him and we would be
held responsible for it. We satisfied our selves only telling his mother.

The testimony of Bogos’s son Kirkor, taken under oath, 48 —
called in as a witness following the investigations carried out on
him revealed that he is not a relative of either party, and has no
enmity or any other kind of relation to the parties — deals with
ready-made clothing trade, and lives at Number 36 on Gedikpasa
Alibey Hill. (March 22, 1915)

It is said that Mardiros Tellian violated Kirkor. Kirkor, Simon, and
Kurian are said to have taken money from him by threatening and
beating him. What did you hear and see about the affair?

I heard about the affair from here and there. For me, the truth is
covered. They say it happened thus, but | do not know how true it is. |
did not hear from anybody specific. Mardiros is my aunt-in-law’s
stepson. When | asked him about the affair, taking this relation for
granted, he said it was thoroughly a calumny.

Mardiros told me “Tell Kirkor's mother that | will sent him to school for
education for two years to save my honor.” | just cannot say whether he
wanted to close the issue for he had violated the child, or for he wanted
to get rid of this grave moral flaw. He is a rich man with a lot of money. |
do not know whether he is inclined to such amoral affairs. | told the
things Mardiros told me to Kirkor's mother. She did not accept it. She
said she would sue him. What is more, she claimed that she would do
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what ever she could to save her honor, and said “There are Madam
Fabio’s in Turkiye.”

Later both sides reconciled. | know that they do not have a complaint
against each other. Even under these circumstances, although Mardiros
is a church member he cannot go there out of his shame. This is all |
know.

Have you ever been sentenced before? Or imprisoned? Do you have
an Ottoman identification Card? Are you literate?

| have never been sentenced or imprisoned before. | have an Ottoman
identification card. Here it is. | am literate.

Why are you complaining against Mardiros?

| went to the church some three or four months ago. Mardiros stood
before me and looked at me in a malevolently but he did not say
anything. Couple of days later he came to our shop in Okgularbasi. He
left after having his fez molded. He came again the next day. He had
brought an old fez. He wanted me to take them to his house after
molding them. | took them to his house, which my father described.
There was nobody at home. He called me upstairs. | did not want t o
enter. | went upstairs on his insistence. He closed the doors and
attacked me. Although | shouted, he said, “What ever you do is all in
vain. There is nobody here. You will wok for me. | will give you a 4 Lira
salary. | will make you a man. | will give my daughter to you in
marriage,” and threatened me. He said, “I will kill you and leave you in
the cellar.” Then seeing that | had no other choice, | surrendered. He
violated me. He gave me hand full of money. | threw the money at his
face and ran away.
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| could not tell anything about the affair, as | was ashamed. This man
started to call me to his house wherever he saw me. One day he
called me again. Simon saw this. He asked me what it was all about;
and | told everything. Simon said, “You go where he wants you to go.
We will follow you and turn him to the police.” Later, Mardiros called
me to his house in Incirdibi, Kumkapi. He said the house was empty. |
promised to go. | went to the house at the set hour. | left the door ajar.
Mardiros unbuttoned his trousers. | unbuttoned mine on his insistence.
Just then Simon and Kurian came in.

They started slapping, beating him saying, “Are not you ashamed of
yourself? There is bloodshed everywhere; people are shedding tears
of blood. And you are trying to seduce children. They said, “Get up!
We will take you to the police.” Then Mardiros started begging. He
said, “l will give you 300 — 500 Liras. Please do not disgrace me.”
They did not accept it. | went down stairs out of fear. Then, Simon and
Kurian came down stairs and we left.

| told my mother the things happened. Mardiros Tellian sent Kirkor
Vartazian over to our house and wanted my mother not to tell the
police. He offered 100 Liras. My mother did not accept it. Upon this
Mardiros denounced Simon and Kurian to the Ministry of Defense
saying, “They are helping soldiers escape.” When, at the end of the
investigations carried out, it was understood that it was a nothing but a
calumny they were set free. Since nothing came out of the
denunciations Tellian, this time, went over to the police headquarters
and accused us with using force, threat, and theft.

It is claimed that you, together with Simon and Kurian, on the same
day, have stolen Mardiros’s money by using force, and threatening
him. What do you say?

I did not hit him whatsoever. | neither threatened him nor took his
money. | told you the truth. This is how things happened.

Do you have any claims on Mardiros Tellian’s violating you by force?
How can you prove your claim?

I do not have any witnesses on the first incident. Simon and Kurian are
witnesses to the second. | will not sue my personal case, because | do
not have time.

Testimony of Ohannes’s son Mardiros Tellian, 55 — medium built,
plump, prominent eyes, medium nose, gray mustache, gray hair,
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round chin — from Divrigi, married, lives at his own house,
number 24, in Gedikpasa Sarayici [District]; deals with bran
trade in Unkapani, selling wheat and bran at a shop below the
mill. (March 22, 1915)

Do you have goods and property, any children?

I do not have any goods and property other than the house | am living
in; | have children.

Have you ever been sentenced for any offense? Have you ever been
imprisoned?

I have been living in Istanbul for forty years. | have never been
sentenced.

It has been claimed that you having deceived the child named Kirkor
violated him by force at your house in Gedikpasa, and when you were
about to violate the boy at your house in Kumkapi incirdibi Simon and
Kurian hearing the incident entered your house and saw you. What do
you say?

Kirkor's father is my townsman. | know him. | always go to him to buy
fez and to mold them. | have never asked him to send the fez | left with
the child. The child has never come to my house either. | did not do
such a thing. | did not call him to my house in Incirdibi. | am a church
member. Simon has been living in one of the houses belonging to
church for a long time. He did not pay his rent for the last nine months. |
pressed him for the rent a week before the incident.

I had my house in Incirdibi painted. Taking the key from the plasterer, |
went to see my house. The street door was open. | saw Simon and
Kurian together with Kirkor in the house. Simon and Kurian attacked and
beat me up. Simon took out a bond from his pocket and told me to sign
it claiming that | took 500 Liras of loan from him. When | said | would not
sign it, they both attacked me and took 20 One-Lira banknotes, 7
Ottoman liras, and 3 English gold coins and ran away. Kirkor did not
take part in the attack. | realized that they have been following me in
accordance with a plan. When hey saw me entering the empty house
they decided to realize the plot. When they came close they told me to
sign the bond and give my daughter to Kirkor in marriage. The truth is
as | say. | did not tell anybody about the incident, because | was
ashamed. They later ascribed a charge on Simon and Kurian, and
informed the Ministry of Defense, and benefited from the consequences.
Upon ascribing of charges on them and me | was detained by the police.
| told the truth there as well. Simon and Kurian, taking the informing of
the police for granted, claimed that | violated Kirkor. As their case does
not rely on any particular proof, and as | do not have reliable evidence at
hand | will not pursue my case.
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You have sent a man to Kirkor’s mother and offered her some money in
return for their not suing you. Is that true?

| have never made such an offer. But, somebody named Kirkor came to
me and said, “They are going to ascribe you a charge. Make a favor to
the child and save your honor.” | said, “I cannot do anything to get rid of
the problem. The child is already a student at the Bahcgecik School. If
they want, | can meet his education expenses for two years. So, he can
continue his education.” Later Kirkor came to me and said that the
child’'s mother wanted 40-50 Liras. | did not accept it, and | did not send
the child to the school. This is how the events developed.

The testimony of Parsih’s son Nerses, taken under oath, 32 —
called in as a witness for he is not a relative of either party, and
has no enmity or has any other kind of relation to the parties — the
Principal of the Gedikpasa Armenian School, living at number 53
Hisardibi, Kumkapi. (March 23, 1915)

Mardiros violated Kirkor by force. Kirkor, Simon, and Kurian beat
Mardiros threatened him and took his money by force. What do you
know about the case? And what did you see?

I am always in Galata. One day Mardiros called me to Havyar Inn. He
said that a woman came to see him and told him allegedly that as he
had violated her son he had to pay for her son’s school expenses for a
year or two. Upon my question, he said the claim had no ground, and
that he would meet the child’s school expenses just as a favor for a year
or two. He said he did not know why they plagued him thus instead of
suing him. | told him the necessary things. | know the woman he talked
about for her other child is a student at our school. Mardiros wanted me
to tell the woman that he would meet the child’s school expenses for a
year or two just to get rid of the problem he was suffering from. One day
| asked Kirkor's mother the issue when | went to give her Kirkor's
monthly school expense. She started screaming and shouting. She said,
“Since my son’s honor has been besmirched he should send my son to
America for education for 4-5 years to clean his sullied honor.” When |
inquired why she did not sue him; she said, “I am going to, but | am
investigating the issue deep.” From those words | did not understand
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whether the child was violated or not. This is all | know, and heard. | do
not know anything else.

In the first questioning Simon and Kurian said that they saw Mardiros
Tellian and Kirkor with their pants down and they slapped them in the
face, and that they left upon Mardiros’s request. Who said this?

Mardiros said that the woman was claiming thus, but that it was not the
truth.

The testimony of Agop’s son Artin, taken under oath, in his sixties
— called in as a witness for he said that he is not a relative of
either party, and has no enmity or has any other kind of relation to
the parties —living at number 11 Cevizlik, Bakirkdy, running a
grocery store at the same address. (March 23, 1915)

Mardiros violated Kirkor. Kirkor, Simon, and Kurian took Mardiros’s
money by beating and threatening him. What do you know about this?

| am a member of the Hntchagian organization central committee. Last
year on January 22, Kirkor's mother applied the organization with a
petition. In her written petition and statements she was complaining
about Mardiros Tellian who violated her son Kirkor by force. She said
that it would not be proper for him to continue as a member in the
organization. We called over the child. He said that he was violated at
Tellian’s house, that later he called him over to the house in Incirdibi,
and that he informed Simon about affair. He said he went to the house
in Incirdibi where he was invited and explained Simon and Kurian's
arrival in detail. The same day Tellian applied to us and said, “One day
Simon and Kurian, two of the members of our organization, came to my
empty house in Incirdibi and took 27 Ottoman Liras and 3 English Liras
by force, and slandered me of violating a child.” Then we launched an
informal investigation. We searched for Simon and Kurian. Then we
learned that they were taken to the Ministry of Defense on Tellian's
denouncing them saying, “They are helping the Armenian soldiers
desert the army.” Then we invited Kirkor's mother. The woman said, “If
Tellian sends my son to the US and meets his expenses for five years |
can renounce my claim on him.” We called Tellian and he said he would
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not do such a thing but would pay 40-50 Liras for the child's education
at the Bahcecik School.

Then, | asked him why he did not inform the police when Simon and
Kurian took his money by force, and forced him to answer. He said he
neither informed the police nor he informed the military authorities on
Simon and Kurian. He said, “Assume that | violated Kirkor. Is it rational
to pay 500-1.000 liras to an American School for the child’s education?”
Upon Tellian’'s words | was convinced that Tellian had committed the
offense he was charged with. Upon sides’ not reconciling | informed the
Police Headquarters saying, “There is such a case, please apply the
necessary procedures.” Then the police started an investigation. Later,
Tellian’s brother, Stephan, came to me and said that Tellian was willing
to pay 90 liras to the child’s mother, and that he would pay 30 liras more
from his own pocket if they renounce their claims on the case. | called
Kirkor's mother. She signed a document declaring that she will not sue
Tellian, and that she denounced her claims on Tellian as she had
already taken some 100 liras. When Tellian applied to us he only said
that Simon and Kurian took his money by force, he did not say anything
about their beating him. Simon and Kurian said that they did not take
Tellian’'s money by force but that they saw Tellian just as he was
violating Kirkor. This is all | know.

The testimony of Avadis’s son Samuel Tomadjian, taken under
oath, 37 — called in as a witness for he is understood not to be
a relative of either party, or has any other kind of relation to
the parties — living at number 2 Ferikdy Kuyulubag, a yarn
dealer at number 19 in the Sebuhyan Inn on the Cakmakcilar
Hill. (March 24, 1915)

Mardiros violated Kirkor. Kirkor, Simon, and Kurian took Mardiros’s
money by beating and threatening him. What do you know about this?

I did not see the case happening. The sides informed the Hntchagian
Party about their claims on the other side through their written
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applications. On their will the party started an investigation. When we
called them to the guesthouse next to the Gedikpasa School and asked
about the case they all denied the charges. It was said that Simon and
Kurian were helping the deserters. They refused the charges saying that
it was all Mardiros’s imputation. On the other hand, Mardiros was saying
that he did not do such a thing. We repeatedly questioned the case. We
were not convinced on taking of money from Tellian. In fact, none of
them accepted the charge. It was claimed that Mardiros went to Kirkor’s
shop to mold a fez, and when Kirkor took the fez to his house he
violated the child, and later called the child over to his empty house
when he saw him at the church. Upon this Kirkor informed Simon about
the case. Both Simon and Kurian insistently claimed that when entered
the house they saw that both of their pants were unbuttoned. Kirkor's
mother raised her accusations thus. When we questioned Mardiros
repeatedly on the issue he said, “Why are you still delving into this? |
admit | got into a mess. Let's get over with it.” He accepted and
confessed that he violated the child. He wanted to settle the issue by
offering some 50-60 liras the child’s mother. But the child’s mother
demanded 100 liras. | told Mardiros that if he would not give the amount
the mother demanded the case would be sued as the police was
already investigating the issue. Mardiros agreed to give 100 liras. He
even brought the money to my office. | was busy at the police station;
when | returned, | saw the woman putting the money into her purse.
They tried to settle the issue thus. Moreover, after having been called by
the court, Mardiros requested, “The issue is settled for both sides. Do
not bring it to the day light anymore. | can be held responsible for any
word you might say against me.” Since you invited me as a withess and
told me to tell the truth and | sworn in, | am obliged to tell the truth. This
is all | know and heard.

The testimony of Agop Avadis, taken under oath, 46 — called in as
a witness for he is understood not to be a relative of either party,
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or has any other kind of relation to the parties — tenant at number
24, Beyoglu Agha Mosque Agha Street, a typesetter at the
Sebuhyan Inn on the Cakmakgilar Hill. (March 24, 1915)

What do you know about Mardiros’s violating Kirkor by force; and
Kirkor, Simon, and Kurian’s taking Mardiros’s money by force and
threatening him?

We were not together when it happened. | actually did not see anything.
Kirkor's mother and others denounced the issue to the Hntchagian Party
of which we are members. An investigation was started. | was there
during the investigation. Simon and Kurian were saying that they caught
Mardiros just as he was violating Kirkor in the empty house. They were
rejecting the charge of stealing Mardiros’s money. They said, when they
found Mardiros in such a situation, they wanted to inform the police, but,
that they did not inform the police as he begged them deeply; they also
said that if they were to inform the police they were afraid that he might
suffer a stroke. We wanted to reconcile them. Kirkor's mother was
saying that she would reconcile on condition that her son was sent for
five years’ education in America. We told Mardiros. He said, “If | give
100 liras for a year for education in America it will cost me 500 liras in
five years, if | pay 200 it will amount to 1.000 liras. Assume that
someone did such a thing, would he give 1.000 liras?” And | said, “It is
not our concern, it is all up to you.” This is all I know. Later | heard from
Samuel Tomadjian that Mardiros had given 100 liras to Kirkor's mother.
But I did not see it. This is all | know and heard.

It is said that Mardiros admitted saying, “It happened. | got into a mess.
Let’s get over with it!” is that so?

| did not hear such a confession from Mardiros. When | heard that he
gave 100 liras | did not even ask him anything.

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Testimony of Karabet’s son Bogos Kurian, 50 — born in
Bahcecik, middle height, flat forehead, hazel eyes, prominent
nose and mouth, large and hollow chin, beardless, brown eye-
brows, hair and moustache, dark-skinned — a hotel owner in
Bahcecik, and the warden of the American School. (April 3, 1915)

Have you ever been sentenced and imprisoned? Are you literate? Are
you married?

| have never been sentenced to imprisonment. | am literate. | am
married and | have a child.

It is said that Mardiros violated Kirkor by force. Simon, you, and Kirkor
are said to have taken a certain amount of money from Mardiros by
force and threat. How did it happen?

As the warden of the Bahc¢ecik American School | used to go to Istanbul
frequently. |1 was in Istanbul to buy books. | met Simon, whom | had
known for a long time, on my way to Beyazit from Kumkapi in the
morning of December 10. Simon said, “There is something going wrong.
Let's pursue it.” | asked, “What is it?” He said, “Some Tellian seduced
Kirkor, one of the students of Bahgecik School, and trying to violate him.
Today he took him to the empty house there. He is going to violate him.
Come let us pay them an unexpected visit.” | accepted Simon’s scheme
after a moment’s hesitation for he was one of our school’s students. |
did not know Tellian before. We went to Incirdibi together with Simon.
Simon pointing the house said, “This is where he brought the child.” |
pushed the street door. Both flanks of the door flew open. | understood
that the door was closed without being bolted, and when it flew open |
saw that the house was in repair. | entered through the door with Simon.
| called out, “Anybody home?”

When | looked up the stairs | saw the man whom | did not know before;
later | learned that he was Tellian. | climbed the stairs. Simon was
behind me. Tellian’s pants were unbuttoned. Kirkor was standing in the
corridor pants taken off, underwear down. Seeing this | spat on Tellian’s
face. | said, “All the world is shedding tears of blood, but here, you are
deceiving peoples’ children and violating them.” | slapped the child once
because | was blinded by rage. The child started to weep out of shame.
| said, “I will now go to police and inform them,” to Tellian. He started
begging. He said, “Do not besmirch my reputation, and let us reconcile.
Let me give you some money. | will give you a hundred or three-
hundred liras, just let me be.” Then | said, “Honor is not a commodity.” |
took out a piece of paper. | told him to sign the paper declaring, “Simon
and Kurian came in to my house as | was about to violate the child, and
took him away,” from Mardiros’s mouth. He did not want to sign it. When
| went down the stairs to inform the police, Kirkor and Simon said,
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“Tellian fell unconscious.” When | went up the stairs | saw Tellian really
stupefied and sad. | did not feel it necessary to inform the police.

| took Simon and Kirkor out. | went to see his mother and informed her.
Later, | went back to Bahcecik. Some five or six days later, Simon, and |
were called to the Sultanahmet Draft Office. The military officials there
said, “You are said to be helping the non-Muslim soldiers desert the
army.” Having declared that we had no information about the issue, we
told them about the Tellian and Kirkor affair. They set us free, and did
not do anything else. Then | went to Bahcecik. Now, you have invited
and came here. We definitely did not beat Mardiros, did not take his
money, and neither forced him to sign a written proof. But Mardiros said
he would give us money. We refused his offer strictly. This is what it is
all about.

How did Simon hear that Mardiros Tellian was going to violate Kirkor;
and what did Kirkor tell him?

Simon declared that he saw Kirkor talking to Mardiros Tellian, that he
was suspicious of Tellian’s following him, that when he asked Kirkor he
said Tellian offered him money to violate him, that he saw him going to
the empty house, that he wanted to spy on him; and offered me to go
with him, and | did.

Did Simon tell you that he had also heard that Mardiros violated the
child?

No, he did not say anything like that. He did not say that he was
informed about Mardiros’s violating the child. Later, Kirkor told us about
the affair in the presence of his mother. Mardiros Effendi went to their
fez shop to have his fez molded. He ad his fez sent to his house with
him and violated him there. | heard it from him.

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Following is presented hereby for further investigation. April 3, 1915.

As there is no clear information in the copy of the report, pertaining to
Kirkor's examination, sent by the Department of Health, whether Kirkor was
subjected to brute force and was violated, the report is sent to the mentioned
department to be asked once more on the case. Since Mardiros Effendi
declared that he was 55 years old, the Department of Health should include
information on whether he is capable of committing such a violation, and if
Kirkor's re-examination is necessary to follow the traces of the violation he
shall be re-examined, the report should also include information on whether
the traces stem from Mardiros’s attempts. April 4, 1915.

Further explanation was required on Kirkor's examination; as the case is
explained in detail no further explanations are found to be necessary.
Mardiros, who says he is 55, has no claims against the charges pertaining to
his capability in committing the stated violation. As there are no rules
declaring that a person of the stated age cannot commit the stated act,
unless he is sick or disabled, and as the request pertaining the issue is not
deemed necessary, the document is hereby sent back for further
considerations and for the declaration of the basis of the relevant article.
April 5, 1915.

The report only explains that there is no trace of physical coercion or forcing,
and as the violation of the mentioned person could not have been
understood clearly, the document is hereby send back for the completion of
the necessary procedures. April 6, 1915.

As no legal evidences have been found on
Mardiros’s violating the boy, and on others’ seizing money by use of force
and threat, it is hereby requested and claimed that they should be held

REPORT

Arshavere, one of the officers at the General Directorate of National Police
Organization Division of Political Affairs, has threatened Merchant Mardiros
Tellian, living at his own house — number 24, on the Kilise Street of the
Bostanali District in Gedikpasa — saying that he had a list proving that he
and his friends had helped the Caucasian Armenian Organization; and
further said that he was going to start an investigation and if he were to
pursue the investigations further they would be sentenced even to death.

He left after having said, in relation to the document he was holding, that the
case must be curbed, that he would talk to the relevant people to learn how
much would this cost, that he would come back two days later and talk to
him, that this could be settled only by money, that he had to find some
money until he comes back. Upon Tellian Effendi's application to the police,
after Arshavere’s leaving, the police officers, whose signatures are below,
went to the mentioned house on June 26, Saturday, at about 17:00 o’clock
and took their positions in one of the rooms upstairs. As indicated in the
other reports, 7 marked and 2 unmarked, 9 Ottoman liras in total, were given
to Tellian Effendi to be given to Arshavere Effendi. Although they waited until
24:00, they left the house, as Arshavere did not come; and on Sunday
morning at about 09:30 they returned to the house. Waiting for about an
hour, Arshavere Effendi came in, and was taken to the room down stairs
located on the left side of the main entrance by the owner of the house
Tellian Effendi. When he closed the door half way, we all went down stairs.
When we came to the room'’s door; civilian officer Hidayet took his position at
the main entrance door, behind Hidayet Effendi was police officer Vehbi
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Effendi, and on the kitchen side was the Assistant Police Officer Ahmet
Hamdi Effendi. We heard these through the half closed door: In order to curb
the issue Arshavere first asked for 1.000 liras. Although Tellian Effendi
insisted on curbing the issue for 200 liras Arshavere consented to 250 liras
at the minimum. Tellian Effendi told him that he would give only 30 liras that
day, and would pay the remaining sum within 3 or 5 days. Arshavere
accepted this. Tellian gave the 9 liras he had, and came out of the room to
bring the remaining sum from upstairs. Then, we entered the room and
caught Arshavere Effendi, and confiscated the two guns found on him.

Hamdi Effendi said that he heard only Arshavere Effendi talking of 1.000
liras and then agreeing to 250 liras; and that he heard Tellian Effendi agreed
to pay 30 liras that day as agreed and that he would pay the remaining
amount within 3 — 5 days, that he heard him counting the 9 liras on him
aloud; and after his leaving the room to bring some more money to complete
the agreed 30 liras they entered the room and caught Arshavere Effendi.
And Vehbi Effendi said that he heard the counting of 9 liras aloud, that some
more money would be brought from upstairs to complete the remaining sum,
and that when Arshavere was brought to the police station the previously
marked coins were found in his trouser pockets.

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job. | wanted to talk to you. It is important for me.” He said he wanted to
talk on an issue in detail, but due to lack of time he told me to go to his
house on Saturday no matter what. | accepted the invitation and left. |
could not go during the daytime on Saturday. | went there at 22:00; he
gave me a warm welcome. Then he said, “Some of my documents
might be among the documents seized by the officials at the
organization. | am afraid that the organizations might harm me, since |
do not get along well with them. Please, check the documents, if there is
any document about me, please let me know. Protect me, there might
be something harmful in it.”

| told him that mentioning this to the authorities would not cost less then
1.000 liras. As he begged, | reduced to 250 liras and told him that | was
going to protect him. After arranging a meeting for 3-4 days later, | took
9 Ottoman liras from him, and was going to get the remaining 241 liras
at the next meeting as agreed. | took the money. Right at this moment a
civilian police and a police officer came into the room searched me, took
my documents, revolver, and bullets. Since | was holding the money in
my hand they did not see it. They took me to Gedikpasa police station.
On the way, | put the 9 liras into my pocket. As they searched me once
again, they found the money in my pocket.

Where have you seen Tellian Effendi on Thursday? Has anybody else
seen you at that moment?

That day, at 17:30, | went to the Fiskiyelikahve in Tavukpazari and
asked the coffeehouse manager Kapril, my sister’'s husband, whether
there was a letter from my hometown. He said, “There is none.” Then, |
left and went to a confectionery, of which | do not know the name,
across Cemberlitas. | had cherry and apricot ice cream there, and a few
cups of ayran'®. As | was taking a walk on the left side of the avenue
towards Beyazit, following the cable car. | came across Tellian Effendi in
front of the cemetery. He was alone. As | have just said, he invited me
to his house.

You say you met Tellian at 18:00 and went to his house at 22:00. What
did you do and whom did you meet in the period in between?

Meeting Tellian Effendi, | went to Beyoglu, passing by the Political
Branch Office, Emindn, the bridge, and the Tiinel™. | went to Surgeon
Zartar Effendi’s office on Mis (?) Street in Beyoglu. | could not find the
doctor there. However, his servant, whom | do not know by name, was
there. After treating my bullet wound on my knee and bandaging it my

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self, | went to Sirkeci following the Istiklal Avenue, Yiksek Kaldirim,
Karakdy, the Galata Bridge, and Eminéni Avenue on foot. There | saw
one of the central sea commissioners, Commissioner Mertis Effendi,
casually dressed, at the coffeehouse below Cakir's coffeehouse.

Without talking to him; | followed Bab-1 Ali and Divanyolu avenues, did
not talk to anybody, did not stop anywhere, and | passed by Gedikpasa
Police Station. | knew Tellian Effendi's house was somewhere near
Armenian Church; however, | did not know the street and the house
number. Because of this, when | turned around the corner down the
police station | asked Tellian's house to an Armenian, whom | do not
know and cannot define. He showed me the house. Tellian Effendi's
younger daughter opened the door and asked me what | wanted. |
introduced myself. Then came Tellian Effendi and let me in. He took me
to a room on the left on first floor. | had already told the things happened
then on.

Did you inform anybody either from the Department of Political Affairs
or any officials about this issue?

As | knew the content of the subject at our first meeting, | naturally did
inform neither the Department of Political Affairs nor anybody else.

When you met Tellian Effendi on Thursday, even though he said he had
something important to tell, what made you delay this important issue
to Saturday?
After chatting about daily issues, he said he was going to talk about an
important issue but because it was late he wanted me to visit him on
Saturday. Even though | insisted he did not want to talk. | offered him to
meet me at a coffeehouse or at the police headquarters he rejected. He
said it would be the best to talk at his house, and | left.

The testimony of Ohannes son Mardiros Tellian Effendi, 58, an
Ottoman subject living at number 24, Gedikpasa Sarayici;
dealing with bran and flour trade at a shop, number 47, in
Unkapani. (June 27, 1915)

Where do you know Arshavere Effendi, officer at the Department of
Political Affairs, from and for how long?
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I know this man since last December. What's more, they, Arshavere and
Simon Alexian, a shoemaker living at a house in Gedikpasa Sarayici,
are members of Hntchagian organization. They had threatened me, in
the name of the organization and took my 30 liras and 30 kurushes
then. This issue was taken to the Police headquarters. Simon was even
held under arrest for 8 days and Arshavere saved him. | know him since
then.

When and from whom did you learn that he was an officer at the
Department of Political Affairs?

| learned that he was an officer at the Department of Political Affairs
from Tomadjian, who is a broker at number 19, Sebuhyan Inn, on
Cakmakeilar Hill, who is still in exile in Cankirl.

Did you invite Arshavere on June 11? If so, where did you see and
invite him?

| told you who he was. Since | knew what kind of a person he was
previously, | never did invite him to my house, and | will never. But on
June 11, Thursday night, at 22:10 there was a knock on our door. |
opened the door myself and tried to figure out who he was, | saw this
smart looking person with glasses, standing in front of my door. When |
asked what he wanted, he told me that he wanted to talk. | let him in as
a matter of courtesy.

As soon as we entered the room downstairs, | asked who he was and
why he came. He said he was Arshavere Effendi whom | met last year
and that he wanted to talk about an important issue. As | heard his
name, | was scared. Unfortunately, | have already let him in and | could
not possibly do anything. | asked what the matter was. He talked about
getting wounded in Beyoglu and thus he saved the Council of Ministers,
he also mentioned that Talat Pasha valued him greatly for his deed, and
appointed 2 police officers at his command. He asked whether | gave
money to the Hntchagian organization. When | said, “I did not,” he said,
“maybe you really did not, but | saw a document in Armenian, about
your giving 10 liras to the organization, among the documents that was
seized from the organization members. Maybe this paper was going to
be sent to you by the Hntchagian organization. | took the document by
guaranteeing the Office of Correspondences that | would give it to you,
as | knew you.” Then he showed me a green paper, as big as a hand,
which had Armenian writings in purple ink.

“Mardiros Tellian. 10 liras,” read the paper. It was written on January 15.
Then he took out another paper in Turkish and told me it was a detailed
police report. He said it was against me, and was drawn by three
people, and whether | wanted it to be put into procedure or not.
Remembering what happened last year and in order to entrap him | said
| was desperate and needed his help. He replied, “Then | will talk to
those three people and let you know the result tomorrow, then we can
do something.”
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| knew this was a frame to get money from me. | told him | was going to
go Karakéy and that he should come on Saturday after 17:00 fearing
that | might not be able to see central headquarters officer Bahri Bey
and tell him about the frame. Although he said, “I will let you know.
Come to Tramway Avenue and we shall meet there,” | refused.

After he left my house, | told my son Karabet to follow him. A little later
Karabet came back and told me that after turning the corner he went
towards the Tramway Avenue, passing the Gedikpasa Police Station.
Then | sent my son to the station and asked assistant commissioner of
police to come over to my house. Because he was on vacation, police
officer izzet Bey arrived. | informed him about the issue and asked if
Bahri Bey was at the station. He told me he was there, but | preferred to
inform him in the morning. | went to the station early Friday morning and
informed Bahri Bey. As he arranged the 9 marked Turkish liras, | put
them in my moneybag. Saturday at 17:00, Bahri Bey together with 4 civil
police officers came but Arshavere did not.

As we waited, just like the day before, around 09:00, Arshavere came to
my house alone. | welcomed him in the room downstairs. He said he
could not come the night before because he was too busy. Due to the
known importance of the problem, he said it was very difficult to solve
this issue even for 1.000 liras, but for my sake he could solve it for 250
liras and destroy the mentioned paper; otherwise the results would be
much severe. | said 250 was too much and asked for another 50 liras of
discount. “Impossible,” he said, “but I'll try to take care of it.” Having
thanked him | said, “Then | will give you some 20 or 30 liras in cash
now, and | shall pay the remaining amount within three or four days.” He
told me to give the remaining amount as soon as possible. | said | was
not doing so well, therefore | would be able to give the money within this
time, but he should take the previously marked 9 liras, which | had in my
moneybag. | gave the exact 9 liras and told him that | was going to fetch
21 liras from upstairs and left the room. Then the police officers waiting
outside caught him red-handed and took him to the station. Revolver
and other documents were found on him along with this money. This is
how it happened.

Did anybody saw or hear him keep coming to your house and threaten
you for money?

My entire family saw him keep coming to my house; however, nobody
saw him threatening me and asking for money. But water seller Bedros’
apprentice Zari told me that he saw him showing me the papers, behind
the curtains.

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The testimony of Karabet Effendi, 16 — living at number 24,
Gedikpasa Sarayici, with his father Mardiros Tellian — a student
at the Armenian Getronagan School® in Galata. (June 27, 1915)

For how long, and from where, have you known Arshavere, an officer at
the Department of Political Affairs?

| do not know him. | first saw him when he came to our house on
Thursday evening. | learned from my father that his name was
Arshavere.

Why did this man come to your house and what did he talk with your
father? Tell us the truth please.

I do not know why he came to our house. Thursday night around 10:00
somebody knocked on the door. When my father opened, this man
whom we do not know, told my father that he wanted to talk to him and
entered. They went into the room downstairs. They talked for about an
hour-and-a half. But | do not what they talked about. When he left my
father sent me to after him in order to know where he went. | saw him
going towards Tramway Avenue passing the Gedikpasa Police Station; |
ran back and told my father. | asked my father why he had come. My
father said the man had a paper from the Hntchagian organization
proving that my father had given 10 liras to the Hntchagian organization,
and that this paper was seized from the organization by the authorities,
that this man was trying to get money from him, that he was a civilian
police officer, and told me to fetch assistant commissioner of police. So |
went to the police station; however, since the assistant commissioner
was on vacation, police officer izzet Bey came instead. My father told
him about the issue. The other day he informed Central Police Officer
Bahri Bey. Although Bahri Bey and few other officers came over to our
house and waited all Saturday night Arshavere did not show up. The
other morning the officers came again and hid themselves. The officers
caught Arshavere as he was taking 9 Ottoman Liras from my father, and
they took him to the police headquarters. This is all | know.

Did anybody else, besides your father, from your house or outside hear
or see this?

% patriarch Nerses Varjabetyan invites major Armenian donors to Patriarchate on December
16, 1882, for the repair of Patriarchate and establishment of Getronagan School. The Patriarch
realizes that he will not be able to continue these projects due to his sickness and before he
dies, he assigns priority to the school's establishment with donation and postpones repair work
at the Patriarchate. Following the death of Patriarch Nerses Varjabetyan in 1885, “Nerses
Varjabetyan Education Society” is established. The construction of the school began on May 6,
1886; and on September 1, the same year, the academic year started with 64 students following
Patriarch Archbishop Harutyun Vehabetyan’s opening the Getronagan School that was
established for the higher education of the Armenian youth.
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| do not know that. Maybe my mother knows as much as | do. Also,
water seller Bedros’s apprentice Zari knows this as well. Nobody
besides these people knows this.

The testimony of Hogas’s son Zari, 17, single, from Egin21, lives
in a house on Gedikpasa Bilezikci Han Street, does not know the
number of the house, apprentice at Bedros’s water shop in
Nuruosmaniye, Carsikapisi, number 23. (June 27, 1915)

Arshavere Effendi from the Political Branch came to you neighbor
Mardiros Tellian Effendi’s house on the night of June 11, around 22:00
and showed a paper from the Hntchagian organization asking for 10
liras from Tellian Effendi, and said he found this paper among the
others seized by the police at the organization and asked for money to
destroy this document. Then today he got there to get 9 liras and you
have witnessed this event. Tell the truth on whatever the thing you
have seen and heard is.

Thursday night at 22:00 | was sitting with Mardiros Effendi’s son
Karabet, in front of their house. Meanwhile, somebody looking very
smart came and knocked on the door, whom | learned later was
Arshavere Effendi. Mardiros Effendi asked what his name was and he
said he wanted to talk about something for a few minutes. They entered
the room downstairs. Karabet asked me who this stranger was. | replied,
“I do not know.” | looked in through the window trying to understand
what they were talking about. Right then | saw Arshavere Effendi
reading out a paper first in Turkish and then another in Armenian.
However, | could not hear what they have talked about or what read on
the papers. One and a half hours later that man left.

When Karabet asked his father who the man was, he said that he was a
civil police, Arshavere, working at the police headquarters, that he had
found a paper belonging to him among the documents seized by the
police from the Hntchagian organization, that the paper read the
organization was asking for 10 liras, that this man was trying to swindle
some money from him, and that Arshavere said he was going to come
back on Saturday night. So he asked his son to go to the police station
and call the assistant commissioner. Since he was on vacation, officer
izzet Effendi had come and he told about him the event. | did not see

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him come again. | do not know how it concluded. Today | heard from
Karabet that man was caught. This is all | have heard and seen.

The testimony of Karabet’'s son Nishan, 32, an officer at the
Department of Political Affairs Third Section, single, lives in a
room on the second floor, above the quilt maker on Beyoglu Egri
Street. (June 27, 1915)

How long have you been working as a Political Branch Officer? How
much do you earn?

I have been an officer for a year and two months. | earn 500 kurushes
per month.

How much do pay for rent and how much do you send to your
hometown?

| pay four mecidiye’s®® for rent and send half a lira to my hometown.
Arshavere Effendi just as well sends a lira to his hometown.

Is there an enmity or friendship between you and Political Branch
officer Arshavere Effendi? Since when do you know him?

He is my sister's husband. | have known him for five years. We do not
have any kind of enmity.

Which schools have you attended? Before becoming an officer what
jobs have you done?

I can write just a little Armenian but | cannot write in Turkish. | have
never attended any school. Before my job at the office, | have been
working as a confectioner.

Do you always go around with Arshavere Effendi?
We mostly go around together. Because he was attacked by the
Hntchagian organization, we have to stay together.

Have you been going out with him since the night of the June 117
Where did you go and whom have you talked to? Tell the truth.

That day | was at my house until noon. Then | went to the Political
Branch by myself. In the evening at 18:00 Arshavere Effendi and | left
office and went to his room in Beyoglu. We sat there until 20:00 and left
together. | went to my house to have dinner. Arshavere said he was
going to take a walk around Taksim and left. | did not see him at all on
Friday. Since there was nothing to do at the office | was at home all day.
| went to Arshavere’s house at 10:00 on Saturday. About 11:30 we went
out together. | came to my room to eat something and he went to the
office. After a while when | came to the office | saw Arshavere there. In
the evening at about 17:30-18:00 we left office and went to Doctor
Zartarian’s office on Mis Sokak Beyoglu. He had his wound treated and
then went to his room and read newspaper. We left together around
20:00. | came to my room to eat; he said he was going to Taksim.

This morning | left my room about 07:30 and went to see him. We
walked along Beyoglu and went to Karakdy through the Tunel and to
Carsikapisi together. Although | wanted to go to the office, he said we
needed to see somebody in Gedikpasa. | said “fine.” We went towards
Gedikpasa. He said, “You wait for me at the ice cream shop there. | will
talk to the man | am going to see.” Although | waited for him for two
hours he did not come back. When | got hungry | got on the cable car
and went to Eminéni. As | was going to my house from Tarlabasi via
the Bridge and Tunel, police took me to the police station. They
searched me there and took the documents they found. They also
searched my house. They took my revolver they have found. | do not
know why | am caught, and brought to the police station.

You came until Gedikpasa together from Beyoglu to go to your office.
After waiting for two hours at the ice cream shop why did you go back
to Beyoglu to eat something?

| am used to having my lunch at home, | was doing the same thing
today.

When you came until Gedikpasa, did Arshavere Effendi tell you who he
was going to see and what the matter was?

As | have already told you, he said he was going to see somebody and
that | should wait for him at the shop mentioned.

Your going from Gedikpasa to your house to eat and come back to the
office by the same way by paying the cable car and Tunel must be very
costly. Although you could have lunch for the same cost, your bearing
all this trouble definitely proves that you have not been to Beyoglu just
for lunch. Tell the truth.

No. | went to Beyoglu just to eat by myself.

On Thursday, have you not been to a confectionery in Tavukpazari
together with Arshavere, on the corner of Fiskiyelikahve, in
Cemberlitas?

Yes, that day together we went to see Kapril, the coffeehouse owner, at
Fiskiyelikahve and asked for a letter. We sat there for about a quarter of
an hour. We each had a soda and went to a confectionery across
Cemberlitas. There, | had a siitlag?®, and he had a creamy and cherry
ice cream. Then we left for our houses via Cembelitas Avenue,
Mahmutpasa, Eminén, and the Tinel.

Do you know the flour and bran merchant Mardiros Tellian Effendi, who
lives in Gedikpasa?

I have not even heard of his name, and do not know who this person is.

After you had dessert in Cembelitas, did you meet with Mardiros
Effendi? If you did, where did you meet and what did you talk about?
Please tell us.

Neither Arshavere Effendi nor | met this person.

Thursday evening as you were passing by Sirkeci together with
Arshavere Effendi, did not you see Naval Headquarters Commissioner
Murtaza Effendi dressed in plain clothes, or did not you talk to him?

I neither did see Murtaza Effendi, nor did | pass by Sirkeci. However, we
followed a suspect from Beyoglu to Sirkeci on Wednesday evening. He
went into a coffeehouse and greeted everyone. We understood that he
was a Muslim. As we were passing by the coffeehouse across the
station, we saw the Commissioner Murtaza Effendi there again. We just
greeted him and went to Beyoglu.

Does Arshavere Effendi have money in the bank or somewhere else?
| do not know.

Arshavere Effendi told Mardiros Tellian Effendi that he had found a
paper among documents at the headquarters seized from the
Hntchagian organization reading that the organization was asking 10
liras from him. Of course you do know about this issue. Tell the truth.

I know nothing about this.

He asked 250 liras for this and caught as he received 9 liras of this
money from him. Thus, it is evident that you have been working with
him your testimony proves this. What do you say?

May God forbid! | have no part in such a thing. | do not think Arshavere
Effendi is in it.

You have three other friends. Who are they?
| do not know.

Suspect: Arshavere Effendi’s second testimony. (June 28, 1915)

You said that you went to your wife’s sister’s husband Kapril’s
Fiskiyelikahve in Tavukpazari alone, that you did not sit there but just
asked for a letter, and then had dessert right across the coffeehouse
and left for Gedikpasa on Thursday, that on your way you met Mardiros
Effendi, and that he invited you over to his house. However, it is
evident that on that day with your brother-in-law you left your house
together, had soda at the Fiskiyelikahve, asked for the letter, sat there
for 15 minutes, bought a dessert and an ice cream from the
confectionery, then went directly to Beyoglu without coming across
Mardiros Effendi. What do say?

Since | am always with my brother-in-law, | did not mention him and said
| was alone. Nishan Effendi was with me on that day. | do not remember
sitting at the Fiskiyelikahve and having soda but as | left Nishan Effendi
to go to Gedikpasa, after having dessert, | saw Tellian Effendi. He
invited me to his house. | caught up with Nishan Effendi close to
Mahmutpasa and we went to Beyoglu.

There are discrepancies between your declarations Nishan Effendi’s
testimony. Which one is true?

Nishan Effendi was appointed to protect me and was under my
command. He cannot interfere my doings whatsoever. He does
whatever | order. Due to this fact, what | say is true.

Moreover, you said you saw commissioner Murtaza Effendi from the
Naval Headquarters alone at a coffeehouse in Sirkeci on Thursday. But,
in fact, it seems clear that Nishan Effendi was with you and you did not
see Murtaza Effendi on Thursday but Wednesday. What do you say?

There was not any question about Nishan Effendi being with me. On the
contrary, we saw Murtaza Effendi Thursday.

You also said that you went to Doctor Zartar Effendi’s office alone and
treated your wound by yourself. However, Nishan Effendi said he was
with you and the doctor Zartar Effendi was there in his office, and he
treated your wound. What do you say?

Do not think so. Yes, Nishan Effendi was with me.
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You said you went straight to Carsikapi from Beyoglu by cable car on
Sunday. Was not Nishan Effendi with you meanwhile?

As | said in my previous testimony, Nishan Effendi was with me
yesterday. We came to Carsikapisi by cable car. | left him at a milk shop
on Gedikpasa Avenue. | told him to wait for me, for | had to leave and
see somebody. | went to Tellian Effendi’s house.

Do you have any information on Mardiros Tellian being a member of
any political party or of the Hntchagian organization?

Tellian neither has connection nor a member of any organization.

You are saying he is not a member of any organization. Then why did
you go to his house and try to get 250 liras from him, and even got 9
liras in cash at that moment?

As | have already said, | cannot give any more information about this.
Why are you so reluctant to make an explanation?
| have already told my intention in my previous testimony that is why.

When you went to Tellian Effendi’s house, you told Tellian Effendi that,
before definitely being invited to Tellian Effendi’s house, the
Hntchagians wounded you, and that since you saved the Council of
Ministers they held you in high regard. You added that you found a
document among the documents seized by the police from the
Hntchagian organization reading in Armenian that the Hntchagian
organization was asking for 10 liras from him, and added that you have
took this paper from the Office of Correspondences in return for a
promissory note, and that three people have drawn a verdict against
him and you threatened him by talking about severe conclusions he is
to face. You said, upon his begging you told him that you needed to
talk to your other three friends on Saturday and inform him about the
result. You went to his house on Sunday with the same aim and told
him you met with your friends and that the issue was crucial and it
could not be solved for anything less than 1000 liras but for his sake it
could be settled for 250 liras. You were caught in flagrante delicto;
while you accepted the 9 liras, as the first installment of this money as
Tellian was promising you that you will get the rest in the following 3-4
days. Who were those friends of yours? To which Office of
Correspondences did you give the promissory note to get the
document? Tell the truth.

There are no such document or friends. | have not told him anything
about my wounding, about the Council of Ministers, or about the
ministers. | have not threatened him in any way. As | said yesterday, he
invited me to his house. He said he wanted to talk about a very
important issue since | had an important post. Even though | insisted on
him telling the matter he invited me on Saturday, | said, “Fine,” and left. |
could not go on Friday because | was busy. On Sunday when | went
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there he talked about the possibility of finding the mentioned document
among the other documents, and asked me to destroy the document.
Then | spoke about the importance of the issue, keeping in mind
informing the Political Branch later, about the three people at the Office
of Correspondences, and that the issue could only be settled for 1.000
liras but that it could be solved for 250 liras for his own sake. He said
“Alright,” and he would give me 30 liras for the time being, and took out
his moneybag. He counted and gave me 9 golden Ottoman Liras and
went upstairs to bring the remaining 21 golden liras. He added that he
was going to give me the rest of the money in 3-4 days and left the
room. As he went upstairs police officers came in. They caught me as a
held the money. However, my intention was to take the money to the
Political Branch and take the necessary precautions.

Did you inform the Political Branch on this subject?

| did not because | could not understand the subject in depth. | was
going to inform them after taking the money and understanding the
subject in depth.

Does Nishan Effendi know anything about this?
Definitely not.

Arshavere Effendi’s testimony, taken again upon necessity.
(June 28, 1915)

In your testimony yesterday you said that you bargained with Tellian
for 250 liras to settle the issue, that you took 9 liras then, and that he
was going to give the remaining 241 liras in 3-4 days. However, today,
you said that you had taken 9 liras, that he told you he was going to
bring remaining 21 liras from upstairs, and that he said he was going to
give the remaining amount within 3-4 days on leaving the room, and
you were caught right then. Which one is correct?

Thursday night as you were going to Mardiros Effendi, were you alone,
or did you have company?

That night Nishan was with me. We left Beyoglu and came to
Cemberlitas via the bridge and Sirkeci. | left him on the street, told him
to wait for me, for | needed to go somewhere. | went straight to Tellian
Effendi’'s house, when | got back | saw Nishan in Cemberlitas. We went
back to our houses.

Did you tell Nishan Effendi to wait on the street or somewhere else?
| told him to wait on the street and he did so.

In your testimony, yesterday, once again you said you were alone but
today you are saying you were with Nishan. It is clear that Nishan
knows all your actions and whatever you have done. Tell the truth.

Because Nishan used to be with me all the time | did not feel the
necessity of telling it. He does not know anything.

(June 28, 1915)

Is your duty to protect Arshavere Effendi and do whatever he orders?

I am an officer at the Political Branch. | was not notified by anyone that |
was appointed to serve him or to protect him.

You said you went home Thursday and you were there all day Friday.
However, at 21:00 it is clear that you went to Cemberlitas, via Eminénu
and Sirkeci with Arshavere Effendi. Where did he go and where did you
wait? Tell the truth

No. | have not been anywhere that night with Arshavere Effendi. This is
wrong.

According to Arshavere Effendi, you went to Cemberlitas with him.
Arshavere Effendi told you to wait for he needed to go somewhere, that
he was going to come back, and that when he got back you were there.
Then you walked to Beyoglu together. Tell the truth.
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| swear to God this is a lie. It is not the truth.

Testimony of the plaintiff Mardiros Tellian’s wife, Artin’s
daughter, Takoi (?) Hanim?*, 45, from istanbul. (June 28, 1915)

One of the officers at the Political Branch, Arshavere Effendi, came to
your house at about 22:00 o’clock in the evening of June 11, Thursday,
and said he had a paper belonging to your husband which he found
among the documents seized by the police at the Hntchagian
organization, and that he took the document by giving a promissory
note to the Office of Correspondences. Claiming that three others have
written an indictment and having read both of the documents he said
he realized the importance of the case. On Sunday he came back again
and told that he talked to his three friends and that this problem could
only be solved for 1.000 liras but for your husband’s sake he could
make a deal to destroy the paper for 250 liras. He was caught as he
received the fist 9 liras of this money. What do you know about this
issue and what did you see? Please explain.

Somebody knocked on the door Thursday night. My husband opened
the door. Somebody wearing glasses entered. They sat in the room
downstairs. He left about in one and a half hour. When | asked who he
was my husband said, “He is a civil police hamed Arshavere. He says
he found one of my papers among the documents seized at the
Hntchagian organization. He brought this along with another paper
written in Turkish to me. | have realized that this man is trying to swindle
some money from me. He is going to come again on Saturday” In order
to learn what direction he went, he sent my son Karabet after him. When
he learned he went towards the Tramway Avenue passing by the
Gedikpasa police station, he sent Karabet once again to the police
station to invite the assistant commissioner. Since the assistant
commissioner was on leave, officer izzet Bey came over to our house in
his stead. My husband told him about the issue. In the morning he had
gone to the station and informed the police commissioner Bahri Bey
about the issue. On Saturday some officers waited in our house for
Arshavere to come but he did not. They came back again on Sunday
morning, and at about 09:00 Arshavere arrived. My husband and he
entered the room. | did not hear what they spoke of. A little later my

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husband came out and said that he gave some money to Arshavere.
Officers caught him and took him to the police station. | did not hear
what they talked about. | only heard he gave 9 liras, | know nothing else.

Have you seen Arshavere Effendi showing these papers to your
husband and reading them?

No, I did not see and did not hear such a thing.
Please sign your testimony.

Nishan Effendi’s testimony, taken again, upon his will to give
extra information. (June 28, 1915)

You said that you are going to explain certain points. What are they?

A little earlier | told that we did not go to Cemberlitas with Arshavere
Effendi on Thursday evening. After thinking for a while, | remembered.
That night we went to Cemberlitas, through Sirkeci and Bab-1 Ali
avenues. He, then, said, “ | need to go somewhere near, wait for me
here.” When | asked where he was going he got angry and said, “It is
none of your business. | go wherever | want, but you wait here.” |
walked around there for about one and a half hours. On his return we
walked to Beyoglu. This is the whole truth.

The testimony of Aleksa’s son Simon, 27, from Istanbul, single,
non-detainee. Tenant at number 4, Gulhan Street, Gedikpasa,
works as an apprentice at the shoe shop in Carsikapi,
Kalpakcilar. (June 28, 1915)
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Where were you between June 24, Thursday, and Sunday? Whom did
you meet?

| went to the shop on Thursday morning. | came back to my house at
24:00. | went to the shop in the Friday morning and returned home at
24:00 in the evening. And Saturday was the same. Sunday morning |
left home at 07:00 and went to an Armenian doctor, across Eshnabet(?)
store in Bahgekapisi, whom | do not know. | had a toothache. | had my
teeth cleaned for about an hour there. Then | went to Gedikpasa
together with Onnik Aga who sells appetizers in the pubs and lives
behind the church in Gedikpasa. Since | am a diocese of the Armenian
Church, | went to the church. About 10:00 o’clock | left the church and
went strai%ht away to my house. Around 11:00, | went to Armenian
Hospital's™ garden in Yedikule to have some fresh air. At 17:30 as | was
going back home, passing by the Gedikpasa Police Station, the officers
detained me.

Do you know Political Branch officer Arshavere Effendi?
| do not know anybody in this name.

Do you know Mardiros Tellian Effendi one of the bran and flour
merchants?

He is our neighbor.
Do you have any kind of friendship or enmity against Mardiros Effendi?

Last November, | saw Mardiros Effendi violating a child named Kirkor.
This issue was taken to the court. | witnessed against him in the
presence of the investigation judge, he does not talk to me ever since.
Upon this incident, he denounced me to the Police Headquarters and to
the Sultanahmet Recruiting Office, as if | asked for 30 liras for the
closing of this child affair, and as if | were helping people desert the
army. They kept me on custody for 17 days at the Police Headquarters.
They released me upon proving my innocence. They carried out an
investigation in Bahgecik about Bogos Kurian on the same issue. For
this reason we are not on good terms with him since then.

When you were detained, under whose protection and with whose bail
were you released?

Nobody guaranteed for me. | was released directly.
Did not this Political Branch officer help your release then?

I do not know him, how could he help.

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You were seen spying on Mardiros Tellian Effendi in Thursday evening
at 22:00 and Sunday morning at 09:00 o’clock when Arshavere Effendi
was there. Tell the truth!

| have never spied on anyone, just like | have not seen anybody going in
Mardiros Tellian Effendi’'s house. This is a lie.

You were seen many times passing by Mardiros Tellian Effendi’s Friday
night and Sunday morning. What would do you say?

| was at shoe shop in Carsikapi on Friday, all day. At noon | left once to
go home for lunch. | went home at 24:00. Sunday morning at 07:00 |
went to the dentist in Bahcekapi together with the appetizer maker
Ohannes, as | said before. An hour later we came back to our district. |
went home. So did Ohannes. That day | went to the church again and
came back home. Before having dinner | went to Armenian Hospital's
garden in Yedikule to have some fresh air. At 17:30 | went back home
with a cable car. | even bought 8 simits from a bakery in Gedikpasa, and
on my way back home, izzet Bey one of the police officers at the
Gedikpasa Station detained me and took me to the headquarters.

How much do you pay for rent? How do you earn weekly at work?
| pay 4 mecidiyes for rent. | earn about 80-100 kurushes.

The testimony of Kigorg’s son Kapril, manager of the
Fiskiyelikahve in Tavukpazari. (June 29, 1915)

Do you know Arshavere Effendi? From where and in what context do
you know him? What is his relation to you?

Yes, | do know him. Three years ago my brother-in-law married Nishan
Effendi’s sister. This is how | got to know him. We did not meet very
often. | have been in istanbul for 9 months. He came to the coffeehouse
three or four times. This is the whole connection he has with me.

When did he last come to your coffeehouse? Who were the people with
him? What did you talk with him?

The last time he came to my coffeehouse was 15 days ago, with Nishan
Effendi. They sat for 10 minutes and left. He was wounded in the foot.
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We talked about it. He said he was getting better day-by-day. He came
again 3-4 days ago with Nishan Effendi, they had soda and left.

Think well and tell us the exact day and time they came? What did you
talk about this time and how long did they stay there?

I cannot remember the day they came precisely but it was 22:00-22:30
in the evening. They sat for about 10 minutes. | asked how his foot was.
Arshavere Effendi said it was being treated and getting better, and left.
We did not say anything else because other customers called me. They
said, “Goodbye!” and left.

It is said that they came to your coffeehouse four or five days ago, on
Thursday, sat and had a soda and even asked if they had letters. What
do you know about this?

Yes sir. Maybe on Thursday, but | do not remember clearly. They had a
soda and left. Arshavere Effendi did not ask anything about the letter.
My brother-in-law Nishan Effendi might have asked something. | cannot
remember precisely. This is the entire true story.

What time did you see Mardiros Tellian Effendi and he invited you to
his house in the evening of June 11, Thursday?

About 18:30-19:00. | met him at the place | have told you before and he
invited me to his house.

The testimony of the suspect Mardiros Tellian Effendi, taken
again upon necessity. (June 30, 1915)
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What time did you leave your office on Junell, Thursday? Which road
did you take to come to your house? Whom did you talk to in the
meanwhile?

On that day, | left at 14:30 and went to Galata together with baker Artin
Adjemian. After eating an ice cream each, we split, and | came to fez
maker Zinop Agopian’s shop in Bahcekapisi. | left a letter to be given to
Ziya Bey. At this point it was 16:30. Then | got on the cable car and
came straight to Carsikapisi. | went home passing by the Gedikpasa
police station; it was sharp 17:00 at that moment and | went home. | did
not talk to anybody else.

It is said that after you got off the cable car at Carsikapisi, you met
Arshavere Effendi and invited him over to your house in order to
discuss an important issue. Is it true?

| did not see him there. | did not invite him to my house. As | said before
he came to my house without any invitation.

Arshavere said that he has come to your house upon your invitation,
and that you told Arshavere you needed to talk about an important
issue as he was in an important position. However, due to limited time
you asked him to come again on Saturday. On Sunday, when he came,
you told him that you were in bad terms with the members of the
Armenian organization, and you were afraid that there might be a
document belonging to you among the documents seized from the
organization, and wanted him to destroy the document immediately if
he came across. The in order to understand your intention he told you t
hat it could be settled only for 1.000 liras. You agreed for 250 liras.
Arshavere was caught as you gave him the first 9 liras of the agreed
amount. Tell the truth.

Heaven forbid. | have no relation with the organization at all; so why
should | attempt for such a thing just for fear of a document to be found
among the papers seized. This is all a fabrication to save himself from
the position he fell in. If | had had invited this man over to my house and
would not have asked why he came and he would not have told me that
he wanted to talk to me for a couple of minutes. My son Karabet and our
neighbor Zari witnessed the situation anyway.

His saying | made the invitation is also strange when he came over on
Sunday. It is both strange and ridiculous. Because all the conversation
we made was heard and recorded word by word by the officers there.
He brought the issue to the fore on Thursday evening not on Sunday.
What's more, in addition the all the things | have said before this man
threatened me saying much more. After claims like, “Here is an
Armenian, Gullian, he should pay at least 20.000 liras so that we can
save him. But as he will not be able pay this amount he will of course be
sentenced to capital (?) punishment; the hardware dealer Kurian is
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giving 2.500 liras to save his life; Armenian water seller’s wife, running a
shop next to Galatasaray, comes to me everyday and says she is willing
to pay 2.000 liras to save her husband,” he implied that if my case was
to be put to the procedures the result would be the same as theirs,
although my case was not as important as theirs. It is obviously clear
what kind of devilish character this man has. Therefore there is no need
to talk about him further.

He had a friend named Simon. This man was watching our house as a
passer by when Arshavere came to our house on Sunday. When
Arshavere was caught and taken out of the house this man was staring
at me with great anger and inspecting me from top to toe. | have already
mentioned that he bears a grudge against me. He is a member of the
Hntchagian organization. Under these circumstances it is evident that
the shoemaker Simon is Arshavere’s accomplice.

Do you have any document proving Simon is a member of the
Hntchagian organization?

| used to see him always in contact with the men who are caught. This
shows us that he is one of them. Moreover, Simon warned me saying,
“Do whatever the Hntchagian organization orders you to do.” He even
told me he could die for this organization.

Investigation Results
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Procedure Number: 94

As it will be understood from these investigation documents and attached
minutes, the Ottoman subject, Mardiros Effendi — who lives at his own house
in Gedikpasa, Bostanali District, Church Street, number 24 — dealing with
flour trade, applied to the Central Police Station in Beyazit on June 25, 1915,
Friday; and complained that Arshavere, one of the officers at the General
Directorate of National Police Organization Department of Political Affairs,
had gone to his house at 23:00 o’clock on June 24, Thursday; and upon his
asking the reason for his visit, Arshavere told him that he was shot in the leg
by the members of the Hntchagian Organization in Beyoglu, that his
wounding uncovered the plot against members of the Cabinet, that he was
mostly welcomed by the ministers, and that there were two police officers
under his command. He said, he had continued by saying that he had had
seen a document, which was among the documents belonging to the
Hntchagian Organization, seized by the authorities, proving that Tellian was
helping the Caucasian Armenian Hntchagian Organization. He, moreover,
asserted that if any official procedures were to be sued on this document it
would have tragic consequences that might even lead to capital punishment;
and read a document that he took out from his pocket — written in Armenian,
he said he took after having signed a receipt, and that the authorities had a
list — which said, “Mardiros Tellian, 10 Liras. January 28, 1915. He later took
out another document from his pocket — written in Ottoman and in red ink —
which he said was a Report drawn by three of this officer friends; and said
that it would cost him some money if he wanted to get rid of this document,
and that he would be back on Friday after having talked to his friends.

Mardiros Tellian, in order to have Arshavere caught red-handed, and to find
time to talk to the relevant people about the procedures to be taken, told him
that he had to attend an important meeting in Kadikdy on Friday, and gave
Arshavere an appointment for Saturday after 17:00. Arshavere accepting the
offer left home, and Tellian informed the lzzet Effendi — a police officers at
the Gedikpasa Police Station. Upon this, taking the importance of the issue
into consideration, necessary measures were taken and the officers, whose
names are written in the minutes, who were given due orders took their
positions at Tellian Effendi’s house on June 25, Saturday, at about 17:00.
The police officers mentioned marked 9 Ottoman Liras as suggested in the
minutes, and gave them to Mardiros Effendi. Although they waited late in the
evening, they departed, as Arshavere did not come. The officers went there
and hid themselves in the same manner on Sunday. Upon Arshavere’'s
arrival and his being taken into the room below, the officers descended the
stairs and standing by the door watched Tellian and Arshavere. Arshavere
who started to speak said that the issue could be settled but for 1.000 Liras,
upon Mardiros Effendi’s insisting the covering of the issue for 200 Liras,
Arshavere said that the issue could be settled for at least 250 Liras. Upon
this Mardiros Effendi saying, “Then, | shall give you 30 Liras today. | will pay
the remaining amount 4-5 days later,” gave the marked 9 Liras to Arshavere,
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upon his leaving the room saying that he would fetch the other 21 Liras from
upstairs, the officers caught Arshavere Effendi red-handed. 2 revolvers and
12 bullets that were found on him were seized.

In his testimony Arshavere claimed that he had met Mardiros Effendi near
the cemetery in Divanyolu Carsikapi, on June 24, Thursday at about 06:30
or 07:00 o’clock; and went over to Mardiros’s house upon his invitation on
Friday night at about 21:30 or 22:00 o’clock. When Arshavere asked for the
reason his invitation, he said, “You are holding an important office. | am also
giving a special importance to talking to you. | would like to discuss an
important issue with you in all its dimensions.” Arshavere testified that upon
his [Mardiros’s] giving an appointment for Saturday, for being tight on
schedule, Arshavere left his home by saying, “OK!” and went home to sleep.
Arshavere, who claimed to have been busy on Saturday, said he went over
to Tellian’s house on Sunday morning at 10:00 o’clock; that he was taken to
the room below as always, and that Mardiros told him “There might be
documents on my name among the documents seized by the authorities. |
am afraid to encounter with the enmity of the organizations, as | am not in
good terms with them. | am begging you please investigate those
documents. If there are any, please destroy them, other wise | will have to
bear the consequences.” And he [Arshavere] said that he would convey the
issue to the authorities in detail, that it will only be possible to settle the issue
for 1.000 Liras, and that they agreed on settling the issue for 250 Liras upon
Mardiros Effendi’s pleas. Although he said he was caught in flagrante delicto
with the 9 Lira cash in his hand, after having had agreed for the payment of
the remaining 241 Liras in 3-4 days; he changed his tune in his second
testimony and conveyed Mardiros Effendi’'s words, where he said, “I shall
give you 30 Liras for the time being, and shall pay the remaining the sum
within 3-4 days,” after having bargained for 250 Liras. He said that, following
these words; Mardiros took out 9 Liras from his moneybag and handed over
to him, and that he was caught just as he [Mardiros] was going out of the
room to bring the remaining 21 Liras from upstairs. In the two events he
narrated he explained that he went over to Mardiros’s house by himself from
his own house in Beyoglu.

Nishan Effendi, one of the officers at the Department of Political Affairs, who
is known to be close company of Arshavere Effendi, in his testimony claimed
that he left office together with Arshavere at about 17:30, went to the
coffeehouse in Tavukpazari which one of Arshavere’s relatives, Kapril, was
running to ask for mails and to drink soda pop; and that later they went to the
confectionary across the Cemberlitas and had a cup of sweet each. Nishan,
who said they went directly to their house in Beyoglu after leaving the
confectionary, said that they did not meet Mardiros Effendi, that he did not
know Mardiros Effendi invited Arshavere over to his house, and that he
spent all Friday morning and evening in Beyoglu. However, in his second
testimony he asserted that he left Beyoglu together with Arshavere and
walked to Cemberlitas through Sirkeci and Divanyolu Street in the evening of

Friday, at about 21:00; where Arshavere told him to wait for he would be
going to a certain place and left, he returned an hour and a half later, upon
his asking where he had been he retorted, “Mind your own business, | can
go wherever | want.” Again on Sunday, at about 08:30, he said, they went to
Karakdy from Beyoglu then to Kapaligars! by streetcar, and as they were
going down through the Gedikpasa Street Arshavere tells him to wait at the
dairy shop for he had to go somewhere, as Arshavere did not come back in
two hours’ time, and as it was lunch time he decides to go his house in
Beyoglu, and on his way, he said, he was detained by the police officers
working at the Tarlabasi Police Station, he also said that he did not know
Mardiros Effendi and he did not know anything about the incident.

Arshavere Effendi changed his first testimony — where he said, he went to
Kapril's coffeehouse alone, asked for letters, and as he was going towards
Gedikpasa to sleep after having had ice-cream at a confectionary in
Cemberlitas he met Mardiros Effendi at the cemetery across the Carsikapi,
who invited him to his house — when he was asked to repeat his testimony;
saying that he went to Cemberlitas from Beyoglu together with Nishan at
Friday night, and that he told Nishan to wait for him there for he had to go
somewhere. Arshavere’s going over to Mardiros Effendi’'s house, after
leaving Kapril's coffeehouse in Tavukpazari on Thursday together with
Nishan, and after having had some dessert his leaving of Nishan Effendi, his
coming across Mardiros Effendi accidentally in front of the cemetery as he
was on his way to Gedikpasa, and his inviting him over to his house, proves
that all he said was in thorough contradiction to his own previous testimony
and to Nishan Effendi’s testimony. Although he declared that he went home
alone, in his second testimony he changed his testimony and said he went to
Carsikapi together with Nishan Effendi by streetcar, and as they were
walking down towards Gedikpasa he told him to wait for himself at a dairy
shop as he had to go somewhere, and he went o Mardiros Effendi’'s house
alone. However, Nishan Effendi said that he did not know where he was
going and that Mardiros Effendi had invited him over to his house.
Considering their declarations in the testimonies, although they went to
Gedikpasa together at both times, Arshavere Effendi's insisting on his
assertion on his being alone proves his hiding the truth, and Nishan Effendi’'s
being his accomplice.

Briefly, coming to Arshavere’s claim that he has been to Mardiros Tellian’s
house and his mentioning that he [Mardiros] told him about the issue first,
that he was going to inform the Directorate of Political Affairs after having
taken the money; as it is understood from Nishan Effendi’s testimony that he
did not talk to Mardiros Effendi when they directly went to their residence in
Beyoglu after leaving the confectionary together with Nishan Effendi on
Thursday; Karabet’s and Zari's explanations on, when he went to Mardiros
Tellian’s house, upon his [Mardiros’s] asking what he wanted when he
opened the door, he said he wanted to talk to him for a couple of minutes;
and it is evident from his own testimony that Mardiros Effendi told him that
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he did not have enough time to talk to him unless it was important, and that
he might as well come back on Saturday. It is also evident that this claim he
made is also false as their talks were recorded by the hiding police officers,
as they were, when Arshavere went to the house on Sunday.

He, by misusing his personal influence and duty which he devilishly acquired
by taking the prevailing chaotic atmosphere for granted, went over to
Mardiros Tellian’s house and claimed — as it has been mentioned above —
that as he saved the Members of the Cabinet from assassination they have
been holding him in high esteem and that he could talk to the Minister of
Internal Affairs Talat Bey on his free will; that he there were two policemen
accompanying him all the time; that he was wounded with a gun fired by the
members of the Hntchagian organization; that he had a list of the names of
the members of this organization who were offering him huge amounts of
money in order to be saved from the possible consequences to arise
although he had not had the authority to do so; that there was a paper
demanding 10 Liras among the documents seized by the government; that
he took this document in return for a receipt; that a report was drawn in
relation to the issue by 3 people; threatened him by reading the document
which he took out from his pocket, and told him that the issue could be
solved only for 1.000 Liras; that he had three other friends; and finally he
accepted the 250 Liras offered.

For he was caught while taking 9 Liras from Mardiros, to receive the
remaining amount 3-4 days later; thus infringed the dignity and the glory of
the state by misusing his power; that Nishan was the aide and accomplice to
Arshavere; as for the shoemaker, Simon, it is understood that he was
watching the neighborhood while Arshavere was in Tellian’s house, thus
helping the people whose names are mentioned above; consequently,
necessary legal measures ought to be taken for the people here by
mentioned. An eye catching handwork picture showing the free Armenia, 3
books written in Armenian that were found in Arshavere Effendi’s residence,
along with the other personal documents, have been put in a box and
sealed. For carrying out due investigations, the two revolvers, and 29 bullets
found on Arshavere; and a revolver and 12 bullets found in Nishan Effendi’s
house along with the documents found in his house are submitted to the
officials and forwarded. July 1, 1915

The testimony of the suspect Mardiros Tellian Effendi taken
again as it was deemed necessary. (July 13, 1915)
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In your previous statement you claimed that Simon and Arshavere
seized 30 liras from you. How did they take this from you and where?
Tell us all the details of this event that you said to have happened in
January 1915.

Sir, the truth is: | had a case at the Department of Investigations earlier.
| had given my testimony then. They set fez maker Kayikdjian’s son on
me. The Hntchagians set this. This boy and his friends Simon and
Bogos Kurian, about 38, running a hotel in Bahcgecik, came to the house
| was having repaired, and claimed that they caught me violating the
child

(Ink spilled over this part.)

They kept on suppressing me more and more. They said, “You have
violated this child. You denounced the deserters to the authorities. You
will pay more than this 30 liras, to save your honor and your life.” These
five people and Arshavere who backed them put pressure on me.

Tomadjian always told me about Arshavere’s reliability, his official job,
and his being a prestigious person. When Arshavere was wounded, he
became even more precious. Tomadijian said, “He is a very important
person. He is a very powerful person. Now he is wounded and resting.
The chief police officer keeps visits him.” They put pressure on me more
on more. | was stuck in between a civil servant and the Hntchagians.
They said, “Arshavere can ruin a person with a single insubstantial
denunciation.” | could not apply the authorities and tell the situation with
all its aspects.

During my questioning at the Department of Investigations | unofficially
told about the Hntchagians’ shameless behavior, and about their
blackmailing and threatening me.

Shortly, they took 30 liras from me at the Koéprilu Inn in the presence of
my lawyer Agop Bahri Effendi and his partner Arif Bey. Then, they took
another 100 liras from me for themselves, | mean for the Hntchagians.
| gave this amount with the intermediary of my lawyer Bahri Effendi.
Then the boy’s mother, Kayikdjian’s wife, took another 100 liras. | gave
a 50-lira deed to Tomadjian. They robbed me by taking this much money
for this goal.

Then, why did not you inform the authorities on the amount of the
money you have given? Did not you know that the government is
holding an investigation against the Hntchagians? These people would
have been caught and punished for their actions. You have applied to a
lawyer. Why did not your lawyer direct you to go to the officials, and
caused your losing money?
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Sir, | am an honest man. It was conspiracy directed against to my honor.
They set up a “child” issue. My lawyer chose not to fight with those vile
men in order to save my honor.

Where did you first see Arshavere? When he first came to your house,
did you recognize him?

| first saw him when they took money from me at the Koprili Inn. But he
did not come in to the lawyers’ office, where | was; he waited outside.
They threatened me while he was touring outside.

Since you have not done anything to the child, you should not have
closed the issue. You should have sued them. Your innocence would
have been proved after a medical investigation. You should have
known that paying is not the right way.

Sir, you know the saying, “It is worse for something to be heard as a
rumor, than it really happens.” | would have been greatly desecrated.
Everybody would be talking about me. What else could | do? This is how
| saved myself from these people. Please excuse me.

Do you have anything else to say? If not please sign.

The testimony of the suspect Mardiros Tellian Effendi taken
again as it was deemed necessary. (July 13, 1915)

In your previous statement you claimed that Simon and Arshavere
seized 30 liras from you. How did they take this from you and where?
Tell us all the details of this event that you said to have happened in
January 1915.

Sir, the truth is: | had a case at the Department of Investigations earlier.
| had given my testimony then. They set fez maker Kayikdjian's son on
me. The Hntchagians set this. This boy and his friends Simon and
Bogos Kurian, about 38, running a hotel in Bahcecik, came to the house
| was having repaired, and claimed that they caught me violating the
child and took 30 liras and 30 kurushes | had in my pocket by
threatening me. Then they forced me to sign a 500-lira deed. But | did
not sign it. They hit my head. | knew that Simon was an Hntchagian. He
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threatened me with the organization. In order to save my money and to
put an end to this shame | applied to the School Principal Zackharian,
who is an Hntchagian. Zackharian said, “Murat is our president. We shall
apply to him and take your money back, and dispel those lustful people
from the organization.” | wrote a note o Murat. They kept on suppressing
me more and more. They said, “You have violated this child. You
denounced the deserters to the authorities. You will pay more than this
30 liras, to save your honor and your life.” These five people and
Arshavere who backed them put pressure on me. Tomadjian always told
me about Arshavere’s reliability, his official job, and his being a
prestigious person.

When Arshavere was wounded, he became even more precious.
Tomadjian said, “He is a very important person. He is a very powerful
person. Now he is wounded and resting. The chief police officer keeps
visits him.”

The man had asked
for 50 liras. We paid five liras to him. They robbed me by taking this
much money for this goal.

But, why did you give so much money? Why did not you inform the
authorities? Did not you know that the government is holding an
investigation against the Hntchagians? They were pursuing those
people and punishing them. You have applied to your lawyer. Why did
not your lawyer direct you to go to the officials, and caused your losing
money?

Sir, I am an honest man. This child conspiracy was directed against to
my honor. My lawyer chose not to fight with those vile men in order to
save my honor.

Where did you first see Arshavere? Where did you meet him? When he
came to your house, did you recognize him?
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| first saw him when they took money from me at the Koprilu Inn. He
was there. But he did not come in to my lawyers’ office; he was touring
in the corridor. Taking his presence there for granted Tomadjian
threatened me and took the money.

Since you have not done anything to the child, you should not have
closed the issue. You should have sued them. Your innocence would
have been proved after a medical investigation. You should have
known that paying is not the right way.

They say, “It is worse for something to be heard as a rumor, than it really
happens.” | was afraid of becoming a subject for a common gossip by
the ever-widening issue; | would have been greatly desecrated.
Everybody would be talking about me. This is how | saved myself from
these people. Please excuse me.

The testimony of Lawyer Agop Bahri Effendi’s partner, Lawyer
Arif Bey, working at number 32, Képrullu Inn, Sirkeci.

Your identification please.

My name is Mehmet Arif. My father is Mustafa Effendi. | am 25 years
old. | live at number 48, across lkbal Coffeehouse, in Nuruosmaniye. |
have been a lawyer for 2 years.

Do you know your partner Agop Bahri Effendi’s client Mardiros Tellian
Effendi?

Yes, | do.
Why did Tellian Effendi apply to you? What do you know about the case?

Tellian Effendi came to our office in great excitement about four or five
months ago (I cannot tell the exact date since | do not have the file with
me). He said he had his house, in Gedikpasa, repaired and went there to
check if the work was properly done and to see if the workers deserved
the money or not. At this point; he said that Kirkor Kayikdjian, Simon and
Kurian, taking the advantage of the open door went in; that they caught
Tellian upstairs and forced him to sign a 500-lira bond; that they also
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forced him to sign a promissory note approving his daughter’'s marriage
to Kirkor Kayikdjian; that when Tellian Effendi rejected this they usurped
27 Ottoman and 3 English liras that were in his pocket; and that they left
after having threatened him with death if the this case was ever to be
heard.

That, a couple of days later Simon and Kurian reiterated their demands
at Tellian Effendi’s house in Gedikpasa; that they told him they were
going to denounce him for violating Kirkor Kayikdjian, if he were to resist.
And they left upon Tellian Effendi’s retorting them. Tellian immediately
appealed to start an investigation on them.

At first, |1 could not understand what was going on, because they were
speaking in Armenian. | understood the case when he told me in Turkish
2 days later. Meanwhile a woman with a black scarf, dark skinned, mid
height, little chubby, wearing all black came into the office with a man
whom she said was her relative, who had black mustache, round face,
dark-skin. He said since the child was violated, and since we were
Tellian Effendi’s lawyers, he had no chance but to explain the situation
to us. The woman said, were Tellian Effendi to give 300 liras and sent
him to school she would renounce all her rights. My partner Bahri Effendi
said, “If it turns out that my client has not done anything bad to your
child, a merchant who is known with his reliability and honesty, then you
would be guilty for blackmailing and violating his personal rights. If it is
possible, try to solve it with him so that he be less guilty before the law.”
Then the woman said, “It is not true that my son is the instigator of this
event. However, if something is true, it is that our son was violated. This
is why | ask money from Tellian Effendi.” Then Bahri Effendi said, “If
there is a need to pay any compensation, let the court should decide.
And make Tellian Effendi, who does not think of his family’s honor, pay
the compensation to be declared.”

The woman left. A few days later she came with a slim, rather tall man —
who had prominent cheeks — whom she said was Murat Effendi, the
former Kozan deputy, and repeated her request. They had the same
dialogue they had previously with Bahri Effendi, and left. But, | learned
that Murat Effendi said, “This issue ought to be sought in peace,” in
Armenian.

A day or two days later, Tellian Effendi, claiming that he was suffering
from pains, said if the officers wanted he would come with a stretcher,
but if it was possible to delay the application he wanted to apply the
following day. Then | informed Irfan Effendi at the Department of
Investigation. They told me to apply the following day. When | went to
see Irfan Effendi, he said, “Let him do whatever his new instructions are,
and come back tomorrow morning,” because he [Tellian Effendi] had a
heart disease. Other evening, at 17:00, somebody came to our office
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and said that he would settle the case for 30 liras, although the case was
currently at the police.

This event happened in front of the room outside, this is why | could not
see what happened. When he left, they called me in to the glass room.
Tellian used to tell me that he was someone called Arshavere or
Asharon, that he was an important person at the police headquarters,
and that people said he was capable of doing everything. Law is above
anybody. | said, in such an unjust case, these men did not have any
importance and that we should act in accordance with the law. At that
moment, in front of the door window that met with the corridor, | saw a
blonde man pacing back and forth, he had no mustache, had English
style glasses, he was slim, and middle built, about 28 or 30 years; whom
| was told Arshavere or Asharon. Insisting on my previous idea | said we
ought to inform the authorities immediately rather than giving this man
any money and returned to my office.

Tellian Effendi gave Arshavere 30 liras, but | did not witness it. Tellian
Effendi told me. If any money was given, | believe that it was given
between the two rooms in the office. Later the documents were taken
from the Police Headquarters and submitted to the Court of
Investigations. Upon the invitation we received from the Court of
Investigations we went to the court together with Tellian Effendi as
plaintiffs. He gave his testimony. Kirkor Kayikdjian and his mother were
also present. Following the completion of the investigations the Court of
Investigations decided for prevention of trial on the charges of
blackmailing and violation; and the office of the public prosecutor
approved these verdicts. Kirkor Kayikdjian himself admitted that this
verdict was also declared upon his words, “the violation happened upon
my own free will.”

Did you see the people who asked money to close the case, and the
people whom the money was given?

| do not know if the woman asked for money. They said the man, whom
they identified as Arshavere Effendi, asked for 30 liras; and they asked
for my opinion on giving the money. | rejected. They did not give a single
para in my presence. However, Tellian Effendi took a few banknotes
from Bahri Effendi in front of the door outside. But | do not know to
whom it was given and why.

Did not you inform the authorities on the money issue?

In his testimony at the police headquarters, Tellian Effendi said that he
started talking about 30 liras as of his blackmailing him at his own
house. | could not say anything to anybody as nothing happened before
me, and some of the words were spent in Armenian.

Do you know anything else about the issue?
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That is all. I do not know anything else.
You have read your testimony. Sign it if true.

Yes, it is correct. Certainly.

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My brother, Alexan’s son Simon Manukian has been under detention for 20
days at your Directorate. My brother has not committed anything illegal to
deserve imprisonment. This is all a work of either a mistake or calumny. | am
begging you, please carry out the necessary investigations immediately, and
decide for his release. My mother developed apoplexy, as she is terribly
distressed. My husband is in the army; | am worried about my brother’s
imprisonment happened at a time when | was thinking of my children.
Please, for God's sake, | am begging you to release my brother as soon as
possible.

The testimony of Simon, taken again upon a need. (July 16, 1915)
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It is clear that you took 30 liras and 30 kurushes from Mardiros Tellian
together with Bogos Kurian, and even tried to force him to sign a 400
or 500-lira deed. You did not mention it in your previous testimony. Tell
us how this happened!

As | have said earlier | am a diocese at the church. One day | saw
Mardiros Effendi talking to the boy around the church and | got
suspicious. When | saw the boy alone, | asked for an explanation. He
said, “He is trying to convince me by saying ‘Let us go to a hotel,
hamam?®.” He was from the religious community. As | have known him
for a long time, | did not believe him.

On a Wednesday, the boy came to my house and said, “I will go to
Mardiros Effendi’'s house at 09:00 tomorrow morning.” To witness the
things happening | went there in the morning and waited. | did not see
Mardiros Effendi entering the house. But | saw the boy entering the
house. | saw Bogos Kurian passing by. He asked why | was waiting
there. | explained the situation. We entered the house together. The
child’'s underwear was untied; Mardiros Effendi’'s trousers and
underwear were also unbuttoned. Bogos Kurian slapped the boy twice.
We both wanted Tellian to sign a paper declaring that he was indulged
in such an immoral behavior. He rejected. He said he would sign a 300-lira
deed instead of signing such a paper. We refused. Thus, he went up to
400-500 liras. We refused his offer again. Then, we took the child to his
mother. We told her about the issue. Our taking 30 liras is completely a lie.

What was your purpose in asking a paper from Mardiros, declaring that
he was caught at the very moment the act was being committed?

Mardiros is a member of the church. It is not right to have such a person
in the church. We were going to take the paper to the patriarchate.
Thus, he would be dismissed.

Kirkor told you he was going to Mardiros Effendi’s house; you even
watched them; and why did not you inform the police but tried to solve
the issue on your own?

| wanted to witness it first and then tell about it to the police. | was going
to inform the police after | had seen it. He went down on his knees.
Then | took the boy to his mother and told her all about it. | thought he
would be extremely shamed if | denounced him the police. | did not want
him to fall in such a disgrace for he was a member of the church.

Which Armenian party are you a member of?

I am a member of Kumkap! Hntchagian organization. | used to give a
kurush a month for the paper and similar expenditures.

% Tyrkish word for Turkish-bath.
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However, it is said that you are a member of Daschnakzoutioun Party;
and you have threatened Mardiros with the party. What do you say?

No. | am definitely not a member of Daschnakzoutioun Party. | have
never been there. And about the threatening of Mardiros Effendi, it is
thoroughly groundless.

| am reading your testimony. Please sign.
Itis correct. | approve and sign it.

The testimony of Kirkor Kayikdjian — he is invited to give his
testimony — living in at number 43 Bostanl Street, Gedikpasa, as
a tenant. (July 16, 1915)

What is your name? And your father’s? What is your family name? How
old are you? Where do you live? What do you do?

My name is Kirkor. My father's name is Karabet. Our family name is
Kayikdjian. | am 15 years old. | live at number 43 in Bostanali Mahallesi,
Gedikpasa. | am a fez molder in Okcularbasi.

Do you know Mardiros Tellian Effendi?
Yes. | have known him for 6 months.
How did you meet Mardiros Tellian Effendi?

| am a student at the Bahcecik American School. | came to Istanbul
approximately two months before last December. | went to the church
one day. | realized Mardiros Tellian Effendi staring at me. Later he came
to the shop and talked to my father. He gave his size and ordered a fez.
He came on a Saturday and left without taking the fez. When he came
on Sunday, he brought an old fez, and asked us to take them to his
house; he said he had to go to his shop. An hour later | took the fezzes
to his house. The maid in the house said, “Effendi is here.” Tellian
Effendi came out and said, “I have things to tell you.” | went in to the
room. He said he would pay me a 5-lira salary and marry me to his
daughter. He closed the door and kissed me once. | screamed. But he
said there was nobody in the house. Indeed, nobody came. He added, “I
can do anything.” | was scared. | stopped and he violated me. He
wanted to give money. | threw the money at his face and left the house.
| was in bed for 4 days.
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Then wherever he saw me, he mentioned how much he loved me; that
he would marry his daughter to me; and he would do me so many
favors. | ignored him. One day, at the church, he came behind me and
started talking to me. | retorted him. Simon, the diocese of the church,
saw this. He questioned me about this. At first, | did not want to say it.
He insisted. Eventually, | told him. Simon said, “You accept it; but tell
me beforehand. I will teach him a lesson by calling a civil servant or a
police officer.” Later, Mardiros Tellian Effendi invited me to his house at
09:00 o’clock. | said | was going to go. | informed Simon. | went there at
09:00 o’clock.

Tellian Effendi was sitting in the balcony. Simon was watching us from
the street. Bogos Kurian was waiting in the corner. As | was entering, he
said, “The door is open. As you get in slam the door and then open it
again, | do not want anything to be understood.” | did so and went
upstairs. There, Mardiros Effendi embraced me. Simon and Bogos
Kurian tip toed in to the room slowly as Mardiros Effendi embraced me.
Bogos Kurian slapped me. They pushed Mardiros into a room. Simon
rushed to call the police. But just as he was leaving Mardiros Effendi
caught his leg and begged him saying, “I will give you 500 liras, | will
give you 1.000 liras.” | went down stairs upon Kurian’s telling me, “Go
downstairs and wait there.” They came downstairs 10 minutes later.
Bogos Kurian said, "You tell about this to nobody, otherwise | will Kill
you. This is a matter of honor. If anyone learns about this | will kill you.” |
told only to my mother. He sent a man named Vartazian to my mother to
make a 50-lira offer. When my mother said she was going to sue him,
they put others in and went up to 100 liras. Nevertheless, we sued them.

When Bogos said, “If the case is ever revealed | will kill you!” while
Mardiros was leaving the house. What was Simon doing?

He heard it, but did not say a word.

However they took 30 liras from Mardiros Effendi. They even wanted to
make him sign a 500-lira voucher. Why are you denying it?

As | said above, they sent me downstairs; that is why | did not hear any
thing. They might have taken it. The researches | have carried out later
revealed that, they went to Beyoglu together after the event. They only
gave him a paper to sign before me. He was going to approve that he
was caught while violating. But he did not sign this as well. Then they
sent me downstairs. | do not know what they did after sending me
downstairs.

When Mardiros Effendi first abused you, why did not you inform the
security officers?

| was scared to denounce. Because, the first day he said, “I will kill and
burry you in the cellar.”
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| am reading your testimony. Sign if it is true.

Itis true. | sign and approve it.

The testimony of Kirkor’'s son Agop Bahri Effendi, lawyer at
number 32, Kopruluhan, Sirkeci; lives at number 6 on Bekgi
Street, Nisantasi. (July 17, 1915)

Certain amount of money was exchanged in your office in relation to
your client Mardiros Effendi’s case. Tell us what happened?

Mardiros Tellian Effendi came to the office one day. He said he wanted
a lawyer to defend him in the court against the libeling he faced. We
asked about his complaint. He said there was a boy named Kirkor. He
said, “As | was in an empty house in Kumkap!, Kirkor together with two
other men came in. These two men said, ‘you were sexually violating
this boy we saw it. You have to give your daughter to Kirkor in marriage.
On the other hand, and you will have to give 500 liras. Or else we will do
this and that. We will sue you.” He explained that they first threatened
him and told him to sign a paper recording the event. Upon Mardiros’s
refusal they took some 30 liras form him and left; moreover, not
satisfying themselves with the result they obtained, they took the issue
to a commission.

Kirkor's mother also threatened him saying, “You have been found guilty
by the commission. You will give me 1.000 liras.” At last the issue was
taken to the police. He hired us to defend his rights.

| learned that the police had already been investigating the case. | sent
my friend Arif Bey to the police station, and told him to tell the
investigation department that all the aspersions on Mardiros were all
libeling and blackmailing, and that he could come anytime he is asked
to. He went there himself. We invited the woman from the other side to
come. Thus, the first phase of the case was completed.

The boy’s mother came next day. She saying Tellian violated her son,
her honor and dignity were deteriorated, and told him that he had to pay
1.000 liras for her son’s school expanses. | told her she was very wrong;
that, in fact, her son and his friends went to Tellian’s house to rob him,
that they even usurped his money; and this was why Tellian was
innocent in this case. | also added that his son was carried away by his
friends; and that as the case was a matter of honor it could ruin the both
sides. She was not convinced. She said that the people who
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investigated the case found Tellian guilty; and that if | were to consent,
they would come to my office and explain to me. | said, “Fine.”

A day or two later, they came to my office. One of them was Dzjihan
Gulian, rather a tallish man, with a sharp beard, and blue eyes. The
other was much shorter. But | do not know him. | cannot remember his
features; it has been eight months. They came together with the woman.
Because they were on the woman'’s side, they said “Tellian is guilty and
he should give money to this woman and send her son to school.” In
order to prove the blackmailing and to find more evidence | kept on
talking, and said, “Tellian is rich. He should send the boy Bahcecik
Scholl, and | will do my best to this end.” Then | said, “He is an
honorable man, he would not accept it because it is a matter of honor
but I will tell him that your son is ill mannered, and he should be send to
school for proper education. This is the only way | can convince him.”
They left.

They came back again the other day. They tried to make demands like
sending of the child to a high school, and giving of money. These
demands were repeated three or four times. One day | lost my control
and told them to get out. The woman came back again. She said she
was going to come with another Muslim person. She came with a fat,
short man who had black mustache. | said, “This issue can only be
solved at the court. Sue us on violation and we will sue you on
blackmailing,” and, sent the woman out again.

| was at the Galata Justice Court, while waiting for the forwarding of the
case to the court. | saw Tellian Effendi and my friend coming in a hurry. |
inquired what had happened. Mardiros Effendi said, “They sent your
friend Arif Bey’'s calling card, which he left at the police headquarters
when he went there, to a lawyer’s office. That lawyer called me. He said,
‘you have applied to Arif Mustafa Bey in order to save yourself. But
without paying 300 liras, it is impossible for you to save yourself from
imprisonment. The officers at the police station will take 300 liras from
you,” in great agitation. Tellian knows this lawyer. There said there is
something wrong in it, because police headquarters can never send
such a message. When | said, “You must have misunderstood him,” he
said he did not understand him wrong, and if it was possible he would
take me to his office. We went there together after the hearing.

We went to a lawyer’s office in an inn on the Cakmakgilar hill, which 1 do
not know; he was a new Armenian lawyer, when | explained the
situation he hesitated for a while at first. Then, he repeated what Tellian
said above. He said, “I called for Tellian Effendi in the name of
humanity. The police officers came and gave me this card.” I, thanking
for humane behavior, said, “If those police officers come again please
explain them. Tellian is innocent. He is being subjected to extortion. We
would like to see them in protecting such innocent men. Please talk to
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them gently. Let me know what might happen.” Then we left for our
office.

It was in that night or a few nights later, my office was crowded with
other clients; somebody came up to me and said he wanted to talk to
Mardiros, who was also there, in person. | saw that man for the first
time.

He looked smart and had colored glasses. Tellian Effendi recognized
him. He asked me to go with him in fear. Because there was not any
room at the office, we went in to the room across. We sat there. This
man repeated the same words of the lawyer | mentioned above. He
said, he was one of the influential officers at the police station; that if
Tellian wanted to save himself from imprisonment he had to make
sacrifices; that if he were not to give 30 liras that night he would not go;
and that this would cause Tellian’s immediate arrest.

Although Tellian looked relieved when the amount he was to pay was
brought down to 30 liras from 300 liras, | was furious to hear such words
from an authority. | left saying, “I will complain about you to your
superior.” | went to see my other clients waiting. Later everybody left.
The case was later taken to the Investigation Committee. Arif Bey went
to the office of the Investigation Judge together with Tellian. Then |
heard that prevention of trial was granted for both the violation case
opened against Tellian, and for the charges Tellian brought against
them for blackmailing. This is all | know.

Our researches clearly put forward that 30 liras for Arshavere and 100
liras for Hntchagians were taken at your office. Now, please tell us
whatever you know about the commission, which, the woman said,
found her rightful.

Arshavere said, “deal” for 30 liras. | told him everything has something
superior to it, so let's apply to his superior.” And left the room. | do not
know anything about the 100 liras taken for the Hntchagians. | did not
see the giving of 30 liras to Arshavere either. | had left the room and
went to my office. Tellian might have given it. As for the commission, it
might have consisted of people whom | do not know, just like the men
who came with the woman.

While the police was investigating the case, and as you were expecting
the same result as now, tell us why did you take the case directly to the
court?

There was no evidence or clue about blackmailing. | knew that | had no
chance of proving it even if | applied the court. That is why | had to talk
to the woman, to find a clue. Moreover, | sent Arif Bey to the police
headquarters.

Do you know anything else about the case?
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No, | do not.
| am reading your testimony sign it if true.
Yes, it is true. | will sign.

An in-depth investigation has been carried out on the claimant Mardiros
Tellian’s violating a boy, Kirkor Kayikdjian, in December 1914. Consequently,
it has been understood that Nerses Zackharian, Samuel Tomadjian, Arzruny,
and their friends, the members of Gedikpasa Hntchagian Organization who
have been sent away to various places; and that the suspect Arshavere
Sahakian, the mother of the child and Misak Kochunian, the owner of the
Jamanak newspaper have all been threatening Mardiros Tellian for money.
Not informing of the police about the issue thoroughly at the right time; and
especially at a time when an in-depth investigation was being carried out on
the Hntchagian members who were said to be taking money by means of
extortion; and not informing of the authorities upon the conviction that this
organization was provoking fear, is extremely noteworthy. The investigation
documents are here by sent together with the attachments. Several
Armenian history books, found among the documents belonging to
Arshavere, which were first given to him earlier for translation and then taken
back along with the firearms, are confiscated. Private documents and
correspondences, a signboard bearing the inscription “Araxi Meier (?),” and
the documents pertaining to Nishan have been forwarded to the Department
of Legal Affairs.

Following is the testimony of Ohannes’s son Mardiros Tellian,
58, the plaintiff, from Istanbul, living at number 24, in
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Gedikpasa, Sarayici, dealing with bran trade at number 47 in
Unkapani. (July 31, 1915)

Do you know Arshavere, Nishan, and Simon?

| do not know Nishan. | had a three-room house in the Muhsine Hanim
district eight months ago. | had it painted. The painter came at seven
o’clock in the morning, and said, “I finished my job, give my money!” |
went to see my house. Having told the painter “The water pipe of the
school is broken. You go and repair it. | will bring you the money,” | went
to check the house. | opened the door, climbed the stairs through the
kitchen. Three people attacked and held me from the skirts of my coat
as | was controlling the fixed hinges of the garden door. These people
were Simon, Kurian, and Kirkor Kayikdjian. Holding a paper to me they
said, “You are going to sign this 500-lira voucher and will give it to
Kirkor.” |1 asked Simon to read the voucher. It was a 500-lira voucher
signed to the bearer. Moreover, there was an obligation that | will marry
my daughter to Kirkor. | said, “I would die and still would not sign this
paper.” Upon Kurian’s hitting on the left side of my head | fell down in the
room. Simon, after checking my pockets, took my 30 liras and 30
kurushes. Then, all three of them, said, “If you ever apply to the
authorities you will put yourself in danger. We will ruin your reputation,
and testify against you about your attempting to violate Kirkor,” and they
ran away.

| went to see the Hntchagian School principal Zackharian and told him
“Your boys extorted 30 liras and 30 kurushes from me. They also
wanted me to sign a voucher.” Zackharian said, “Then write a letter to
the organization.” | asked, “Who is the organization?” He said, “Our
chiefs are Murat Boyadjian and Dzjihan Gul.” | wrote to the people he
mentioned. Having received the letter, Murat came to the school. He
called me in Zackharian's presence. He asked whether the letter and the
signhature was mine or not. | said, “They are mine.” He said, “Alright, we
will come on Sunday noon and give the 30 liras back to you and expel
them from the organization” and left.

On Sunday, Zackharian sent me a note writing “I have guests | will not
be able to come. Tomadjian, Dzjihan Gul, and Arzruny will come. You
might come and talk to them as well.” | still save this letter. We met in
Zackharian's room at the school on Sunday. They said, “You claim that
they have taken 30 liras and 30 kurushes. But, you denounced Kirkor
and the others to the major, chief of recruitment office, | mean, Bogos
and Kurian were helping people to desert the army. If they are ever
hung, you should pay 1.000 liras as blood money. This is our decision
about you. You will pay the money.” They gave me four days to think it
over.
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I did not know what to do in these four days and applied to Agop Bahri
Effendi. Agop has a partner, Arif Bey, whom | do not know. Agop Bahri,
said, “Do not to tell most of the story,” in Armenian. | told the whole story
to Agop Bahri. | made a bargain for 30 liras. He took my case. He was
going to bring a lawsuit against these people. That day | saw Murat at
the coffeehouse, he talked to Bahri, and they had something to eat in a
restaurant. Then Murat left. Agop went to his office. Later, Dzjihan Giil
and Tomadijian went to Bahri’'s office. They talked. Then | went to see
him. He said, “It is delayed to tomorrow.” The other day he said, “I am
trying to reconcile you. We will do our best. It is not wise to confront
them. They are cruel men. Give me 100 liras.” And | gave it to him.
Mardiros Mazmanian was also there. He is also an Hntchagian; he is a
tenant at the Makulian Inn. He is the man who took me to Agop Bahri.

Arif Bey is Agop Bahri Effendi’s partner. He said that Mazmanian sent a
letter to Bahri. He gave 10 liras to Arshavere, and 50 liras to Tomadijian,
a broker at the Sebuhyan Inn. At 01:00 o'clock | saw him counting
money as | was standing behind the shop window. He gave the
remaining 40 liras to Mazmanian to be given to Dzjihan Gul and Murat.
He took this money to the Hntchagian office at an inn above the stove
maker Papazian’s shop in Sirkeci. | paid the 50 liras with a time draft of
four months. Then they came to me and said, “We have received the
150 liras and have nothing to do with your denouncing of the
recruitment,” and gave me a paper; and asked me to pay 100 liras to
their company for the woman and her son. They, Arshavere and
Tomadjian shared the money. And they took a paper from me declaring,
“What these people have done is not blackmailing.”

The owner of the Jamanak newspaper, Serkis Kochunian, sent me news
with one of his men twice. He said, “He either pays 50 liras or | will ruin
his honor.” | sent Kirkor Vartazian. When he came back he said that he
wanted 50 liras or else he would write things to defame me. Kirkor
Vartazian persuaded him to 5 liras. | gave it to him and he took the
money to him. Kirkor Torossian also sent me a note saying, “Effendi, we
do not want to ruin your honor, pay us some 800 kurushes. There are
three of us. | still have the paper. | did not want them to defame me in
their newspaper; so | gave 800 kurushes. This is all about it.

This man called Arshavere knocked on my door in night of Thursday the
eleventh (December 24, 1914) and said, “Can we talk for two minutes?” |
opened the door; he came in, and sat. He greeted me, and | asked,
“Who are you?” He said, “I am Arshavere. Did not the authorities held
me in high regard when | was shot in Beyoglu?” This fellow was in pelts
during the winter now he looks much smarter. | could not recognize him.
He said, “You gave 10 liras to the Hntchagian Organization.” | said, “No!”
Then saying, “I do not believe you. Perhaps you might not have given it,
but your name is on the documents” he took out a paper out of his
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pocket. It was a hand size paper. Both sides were red. “10 liras” was
written on it, in blue ink. Showing this paper and another red paper
having writings in Turkish, he asked, “Shall we render these official or
unofficial?”

Thinking that this man would ruin me, | said, “Let us render them
unofficial. You were so kind to come. Please!” | convinced him after
begging him for a long time. He said, “Then, let us meet on the Cable
Car Street.” | said, “No! They might see us, come over to my house.” He
said, “I am going about two police officers.” Anyway, we decided to meet
on Saturday night, he said “I will come after 17:00 o’clock,” and sitting for
another half an hour he left. As he sat, he told me things like “Kurian is
giving 2.500 liras, the wife of the newspaper agent in Galatasaray is
giving 2.000 liras, (Gulian should give 20.000 liras so that we would give
to the money ministers and save him, otherwise he will be hung.”)

As soon as he left, | sent my son Zari to the police station. | told him to
call the assistant commissioner over, but he was not there. | called his
deputy izzet Effendi, told the story, and said, “Now you know.” Next
morning, Friday morning, | went to Beyazit. | told all about it to Bahri
Bey, the chief commissioner in Beyazit. He said, “Alright, | will come
over at about 16:30 on Saturday afternoon.” He really came that evening
together with Hidayet Effendi, assistant chief of police Hamdi Bey, and
with another commissioner. They came in casual clothes. Their official
uniforms were in their packs. They came in together with the assistant
police commissioner dressed as a tailor. That night they waited until
01:00, but Arshavere did not show up. They left to come next morning.

Hidayet Effendi, Hamdi Effendi, and Vehbi Effendi came at 07:00 next
morning and started to watch secretly. At 09:30 my daughter said
Arshavere had arrived. | went downstairs, welcomed him in, and led to
the room next to the door; he sat in front of the window. We left the door
ajar. Hidayet, Hamdi and Vehbi Effendis were waiting outside. Hidayet
Effendi had told me to hold the conversation in Turkish so that the police
officers can understand. | asked Arshavere Effendi “Did you bring the
papers you had in Thursday evening?” He said, “No, they are not of any
use to you. However, | brought one for you to tear up when you give the
money.” | asked what | needed to do in return and what they had
decided. Because he had said they were three but had not mention any
names. He told me they made a deal for 1.000 liras. We talked for a long
time. In short, he threatened me saying, “You will be hanged, and this
money is not much.” | said, “What will you gain if | am hanged? | do not
have enough to pay this amount, this is too much | cannot pay it.” Upon
my begging he said, "Alright then, we can make a deal for 250 liras, | do
not care about anything else” and asked me to pay the sum in cash. |
asked for a few days. He gave me three days. | said, “Then | shall pay
you 30 liras deposit now, and | will find the remaining amount in three
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days.” | took out the marked money at home by the officers of the
Beyazit Police Station, from my moneybag. There were 9 of them.
Counted them aloud. | left the room saying, “There are only 9 liras, |
shall bring you 21 more liras from upstairs,” and left the room. | told the
police officers “My job is finished. Now it is your turn, proceed.” Vehbi
Bey entered the room, as a butler, in casual clothes looking for a match,
and grasped his arms. The deputy and Hidayet Bey entered the room.
They caught him, seized his guns, and took him to the police station. |
did not appear afterwards.

You claimed that he sent you a message with Zackharian. Explain the
message.

Zackharian came to my house one day implying this issue. Implying
Murat and the others, he threatened me saying, “If you denounce us,
you will not survive. Because there are 80.000 of us, and we have 150
branches.” When he told this, the deceased Hayk Erzurumluian was also
there.

What kind of written documents did they send you?

The documents Agop Bahri gave me, when he reconciled me with the
Hntchagians and took my money, reading, “Hadji Bey did not slander the
Department of Recruitment;” Simon’s letter writing declaring Kirkor’s
issue is a lie, and that Hadji Bey had not done such a thing; and a
second letter, writing, “I am pleased that you have made peace with the
organization, | do not want a big amount of money from you, but a job;”
letters bearing Kirkor’'s, his mother’s, and his father’s signature stating
that the rumors that were made up against me were all lies. | came
across those people in all my doings. It was then understood that they
were working in unison like an agency. In fact, the police headquarters
ran an investigation about the 30 liras issue. Simon was imprisoned for
18 days but was released with Arshavere’s help. He threatened to kill
me so that | would not be able to talk about the other money issue.

Who are those men whom you said to be acting like an agency?

Arshavere, Tomadjian, Zackharian, Dzjihan Gul, Ardzruni, Murat, Simon,
Kurian, Bogos, Kirkor Kayikdjian, Kirkor's mother Eskohi, Mazmanian
Mardiros, Agop Bahri and Kirkor Torossian from Jamanak Newspaper.

Who saw Arshavere’s first coming to your house? Who heard him
speak?

Garbis Karabet, my son, and my son’s friend Zare. They heard him say,
"Can we talk for 2 minutes?” Zare told me later that he saw the paper
with red writings on it.

The testimony of Hogas’s son Zare, 17, from Egin, called in to
testify under oath, lives at a house without a door number on
Bilezikci Street, Gedikpasa, apprentice to water seller Bedros
Agha, in Nuruosmaniye, Carsikapi. (July 31, 1915)

Do you know Mardiros Tellian?
Yes, | know him. He is our neighbor.

It is said that you too have seen Arshavere come Mardiros’s house.
When Arshavere came who was in the house? What did he say?

It was about 22:00. We were out with Mardiros’s son Garbis. Arshavere
came to the door. Mardiros opened up the window next to the door.
Arshavere asked Mardiros, “Can we talk for two minutes?” He saying,
“Please come in,” let him in. When they were sitting in the room, we
were outside. | saw Arshavere first taking out a paper that had red
writings on it, and after he putting it back in his pocket took out a smaller
paper. We were waiting outside. A little while later Arshavere got out and
left. When we asked who he was, he said his name was Arshavere and
asked for money for the destruction of a receipt proving that he had
given 10 liras to an organization on the Caucasus, and threatened him.
Mardiros sent his son to the police station. Since the assistant chief was
not there another police officer came. Then | went to my house. | do not
know anything else.

Now, | am showing you Nishan, Simon and Arshavere. Which one of
these came to Mardiros Tellian Effendi’s house, asked to talk for two
minutes, and took out two papers, one red, and one small paper?

(Pointing at Arshavere) “This one.”
Please sign your testimony.

The testimony of Mardiros Tellian’s son, Karabet, 16, called in to
testify under oath, from Istanbul, lives at number 24 on the
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Sarayici Street, Gedikpasa, student at the Armenian Getronagan
School. (July 31, 1915)

It is said that Arshavere came to your father’s house one day, and you
were at the door with Zare. What did he say when he came? Who saw
him? Please explain.

When Arshavere came my father was at home. He looked through the
window next to the door, and said, “Can we talk for two minutes?” My
father let him in. After talking for a while Arshavere left. My father sent
me to the police station. As the assistant police commissioner was not
there | brought the deputy in. He talked to my father.

Now, | am showing you Nishan, Arshavere, and Simon. Which one of
them previously came to your house?

(Pointing Arshavere) He was.
Please sign your testimony.
Yes, sir.

My personal petition,

Following are my personal information and the only truth, which | think as the
only way to purge myself from the difficulties caused by libeling and lies
which | faced a number of times, submitted to your justice. | was a teacher at
Bogos Nubar Pasha’s School in Cairo, in 1911; | was earning 12 liras per
month. Upon the outbreak of the Balkan War, Greece, through mediators,
applied to the Armenian Ramgavar Organization to incite insurgencies and
chaos in Turkiye to keep the Ottoman State busy. The Greeks applied
Mihran Damadian® — the instigator of the Sason Insurgence?®, the leader of
the organization, and the famous komitadji — code named Berc from Mus,
and delivered 14.000 Greek Grasa rifles, more than one million cartridges,
80 boxes of bombs in Piraeus. | learned about it, as | was the president of
the Hntchagian Organization in Egypt. Meanwhile, Bogos Nubar Pasha was
visiting the influential political headquarters in Europe to promote Armenia.
On the other hand, the Daschnaks, Social Democrat Hntchagian, and the
Ramgavar organizations found an executive committee, composed of three
representatives from each, to work in collaboration. This committee was to
conduct the insurgency to arise in Cukurova. The founder of this committee
is Malumian — alias Agnuni — one of the prominent characters at the
Daschnak organization. This person went to Cukurova, and toured the
Anatolian shores to instigate similar insurgencies. He went to Istanbul from
Izmir. | learned all this secret information, because | was a member of this 9-
member revolutionary executive committee.

" Mihran Damadian (1863 — 1945): Early education at the school of the Viennese Mkhitarists,
Pangalti (Istanbul), and at school of S. Hagop. Then to the Murad Rapayelian school, Venice.
After his graduation in 1880, he returned to Istanbul and appointed as a principal of an
elementary school in Mus, 1884-1888. His first-hand experience of Armenian conditions
persuaded him to become a revolutionary in 1886; returned to Istanbul and joined the
Hntchagian party. One of the main participants in the Kumkapi Affray, July 1890. Escaped to
Athens, contacted other anti-Ottoman revolutionaries; took part in a demonstration in Athens,
July 1891. Returned to Sason in disguise; organized some Armenians into a gang. He went to
London for the first Hunchak general congress, held in Frithville Gardens, Shepherds Bush
(September 1896). To Alexandria, on party work. Resigned from the party after disputes; but in
1908 founded the Sahmanadrakan Ramkavar (Constitutional Democrat) party by uniting the
Armenakans with part of the Verakazmial (reformed) Hntchagians. Planned an armed attack on
Cukurova in 1913; dissuaded by Catholicos Sahak Il of Cukurova. He was in the USA and
Europe (mostly in Paris) during the First World War. Associated with the Armenian National
Delegation of Boghos Nubar Pasha after the war; and was appointed its representative in
Adana 1919-20. Became leader of the Ramkavar Azatakan party from its foundation in 1921. In
Beirut 1929-37; member of AGBU committee; one of the founders of Zartonk (‘Awakening')
newspaper, 1937. Retired to Cairo, where he died a member of the Armenian Apostolic Church.

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| received an invitation and a bulletin declaring that the Seventh General
Congress of the Hntchagian Organization was to be held in Constanta,
Romania. | got hold of the bulletin declaring that the insurgence issue would
be discussed. When | was in Egypt, | took some of the documents secretly
from the organization and hid them to hand them over to the Ottoman State.
Then, the Hntchagian Organizations in Cairo and Alexandria elected me a
delegate to attend the congress in Constanta. | came to Istanbul prior to
going Constanta with those documents. When | talked to the Minister of
Interior Talat Pasha to narrate the events he ordered me to talk to Azmi Bey,
who was the Director of the National Police Organization at the time. During
our talk, I told Azmi Bey, first, that | was not favoring a rise of an insurgence
in Cukurova which would keep the State busy; and second, that, my sincere
belief was to see the Armenians and the Turks living together like Ottoman
brothers. | gave him all of the important documents | had, and went to
Constanta.

Having learned all the developments in Constanta | returned to Istanbul and
informed him about the last developments. | was appointed to the
Department of Political Affairs as a police officer with 1.000 kurushes salary,
and sent to Egypt. | was sending my reports every week regularly. As my
teaching was keeping me away from my duty | had to resign and renounced
my 12-Liras salary. They were not sending the salary | was allocated by the
General Directorate of the National Police Organization. | continued my job
earnestly, although | was in a miserable condition. | heard that, when Azmi
Bey came to Alexandria, he talked to the Chief Secretary of the State of
Emergency at the Ottoman Police Organization in Egypt, Ismail Hakki Bey.
When | was at home, | received a telegraph message signed “al-malum,”
urging me to go to the Savoy Hotel in Alexandria, at once. When the
members of the organization confiscated this message, | do not know how
they were informed about it, they started to follow me, and learned about my
meeting with Aziz Bey in Alexandria. Thus, they tried to dismiss me from the
organization, and to assassinate me they sentenced me to death. They hired
Armenian fedaiins from Zeyt(n, and they even tried to poison me. | was
cautious. They could not succeed.

Upon their failure, they made use of Colonel Sadik Bey, one of the
opposition leaders campaigning against the Monarchic regime of the
Ottoman State, who happened to be visiting Cairo, spread the rumor that the
Director of Police was plotting an assassination, that he was going to have to
realize the plot, that | poisoned two of his men with the poison | was carrying
around everyday, and that | attempted fraud for three times. The aspersions
and denunciations the Armenians deliberately spread around kept me from
going to Istanbul in disguise upon the orders of the newly appointed General
Director of National Police Organization, Bedri Bey. Moreover, my house
was surrounded; | was arrested by the English armed forces, and sent to
Cairo Prison. | was released after an interrogation where my innocence was
proved.
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Later, the Egyptian government offered me to become a police officer for 15
English Liras; my salary was going to be increased gradually. All | had to do
was to denounce the members of the Ottoman Union and Progress Party
who were in Egypt to the English. | did not accept such a vile offer because
of my fidelity. 1 charged a mademoiselle, a member of the Hntchagian
Organization there, with great difficulties, to inform me about the events and
the developments in Cairo, and to carry on the duties | was assigned by the
General Directorate of Police. | was hopeless, and in extreme poverty. | sold
my clothes and came to Alexandria from Cairo. The Egyptian State
authorities getting angry at my behavior imprisoned me in Alexandria for 15
days. Then, later, they deported me from Egypt under supervision.

The Chief Secretary Hakki Bey, the chief secretary at the Egyptian State of
Emergency Police Headquarters at the time, who is now in Istanbul
witnessed to all | declare. | continued to my actual duty here as well. These
aspersions directed against me by the organizations instigated Armenians’
enmity towards me, and they started to spread a rumor saying, “This man is
one of the famous agents, and is also an Armenian hater!” and sent my
pictures around. They have even cast aspersions on me to blacken my
name by saying that | was a swindler in Izmir, although | have never been to
Izmir all my life. These aspersions were published in the Pamper®
newspaper here. This is why | was subjected to an assassination plot; | was
wounded in my left leg with a bullet. The people who shot me were among
the Armenians that were sentenced to death. They were hanged, you know
this already.

Merchant Mardiros Tellian’s violation of an Armenian boy, who has not even
came of age, necessitated complaints against Tellian; the issue was to be
settled within the capacity of the Hntchagian Organization in Istanbul, rather
than taking it to the government authorities. | warned Tellian in order to
establish a thorough contact with the Hntchagian Organization in Istanbul
and to curb the issue from getting into effect. | also informed Bedri Bey, the
General Director, and Resat Bey, the Chief of the Division of Political Affairs.
They were contented. Mardiros Tellian’s saying, with repulsion, that he had
given the money to the boy's family for fear of me repeatedly, is an
undeniable truth, under this heavy pressure. Moreover, this forms a firm
basis for his accusing me for taking bribes later.

My acquaintances do well know the fact that, to prove my innocence, | would
denounce Mardiros Tellian to the authorities even for his attempt, let alone
accepting and taking the bribe he offered. To take revenge, Mardiros Tellian
invited three officers, as witnesses, to his home when he invited me. The
goal of this plot, which is full of aspersions, was devised by Mardiros Tellian
in order to serve the interests of the members of the rebellious organization,
and to revenge all the Armenians who were bearing grudge against me.
Thus, they wanted to denigrate the services | made for the Ottoman State,
cause my fall into disgrace, to libel the things I did in a sacrificing manner as

 An Armenian newspaper in Istanbul issued since 1910.
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treason, and to keep me away from the organization, which | knew very well,
by their passionate and effective pursuits so as to achieve their vile
intentions and rebellious aims easily without any obstacles. | am not worried
about my disappearing future, but | am abraded with the idea that my loyalty
is being threatened with treason. This disturbing and hurting situation is
nothing but being buried alive, mind me saying this, for those people who
are truly devoted and loyal to their country, to the state, and finally to the
government in force, like me.

Although | encountered the plaintiff Mardiros Tellian’s aspersions full of
resentment and hatred; believing that the justice of our State is a sacred
shield against those lies, | request your honor’'s considering my unjust
treatment, and bringing the issue in conclusion before the law rightfully. The
date of my detention is June 27, 1915. | hereby leave my application to your
honor’s discretion.

The testimony of Abdullah’s son Hidayet Effendi, called to testify
under oath, 46, from Gebze, an officer at the Police Headquarters
Department of Political Affairs. (August 1, 1915)
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Tell us whatever you know about what happened in merchant Mardiros
Tellian’s house.

Arshavere Effendi told merchant Mardiros Tellian Effendi that he had a
list sent to him; that his and some others’ names were on it since he
helped the Caucasian Armenian organization; that he was going to start
an investigation against him and showed him a two papers with the
organization’s stamp on it. Arshavere went on threatening Tellian saying
that if he were to put this paper into legal procedure the situation will get
dangerous and frightening, and it might even end up in capital
punishment. Moreover, Arshavere, one of the officers at the Directorate
of National Police Organization, left adding that it would be best to curb
the issue; that to the this end he had to make talks with the relevant
officials; that everything necessitated should be met; that it would be
possible to settle the issue only by money; and that he should prepare
the money until his return.

Upon his threatening words, and his offering of the giving the document
in return for money, Tellian Effendi informed the Beyazit Police Station
officer Bahri Bey. Bahri Bey informed Resat Bey. Later Resat Bey
appointed me. | talked to Bahri Bey. The first day, | mean on Saturday,
when we were at the mentioned house at about 16:30-17:00 together
with Bahri Bey, the Assistant Chief of Police Hamdi Effendi and police
officer Vehbi Effendi came in civilian clothes. | think the women brought
their official uniforms. Although we waited until 24:00 that night he did
not come.

The next morning, Sunday morning, we went to the house again. Bahri
Bey was not there yet. The chief assistant of police and the officer were
with me. At 09:35 Mardiros Effendi’'s daughter said Arshavere had
arrived. Mardiros Effendi descending the stairs took Arshavere into room
on the left side of the door. The door was left ajar. Assistant Chief of
Police Hamdi Effendi, police officer Vehbi Effendi, and | were waiting
behind the door. | had earlier asked Mardiros Effendi to speak Turkish
for the people who were with me to understand. Arshavere said, “I have
talked to my friends and they said we could make a deal for 1.000 liras.
We will sign the document after you pay the money.” Mardiros Effendi
asked several times to destroy the paper with his own hands. After a
long talk they have agreed on 250-300 liras. After Arshavere saying, “I
cannot do anything for less than 250,” they made a final agreement.

Mardiros told him that he will pay the 30 liras on that day as a deposit,
and he would pay the rest on Thursday or Friday. He took out his
moneybag and gave al-ghazi®® minted 7 liras, and 2 flower minted liras |

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had marked earlier counting. He came out of the room to bring the
remaining 21 liras from another room. The assistant chief of police and |
went right in. We had our official uniforms on. We caught Arshavere and
took him to the nearest police station. Before taking him to the station we
took his gun and documents. At the station, in the presence of assistant
chief Hamdi, registry officer Muammer, officer Vehbi, officer izzet, and
officer Nuri Effendi, we took out the 9 liras from his trousers’ right pocket
and wrote the report. This is all | have seen, and know. Then | caught
Nishan, let me explain.

You were going to say something about Nishan. Please say it.

On a Sunday, as we were in Mardiros’s house, we saw Nishan down the
street spying on the house after Arshavere’s coming. Later we went
down the street. As we were dealing with Arshavere we could not see
where Nishan went. According to Mardiros’s son, he went down the
street. Because the room Arshavere sat was on the first floor, close to
the ground, and as he sat next to the window, Nishan was watching
around to prevent anybody coming to the house. We left Arshavere at
the police station; and Assistant Chief Vehbi Effendi and | went to
Beyoglu. After searching his house we caught Nishan on the street. We
seized his gun and took him to the station.

Did you search Arshavere’s house?

We did. We put the documents we found in a box. The box was
delivered to Beyazit Police Station. There was a silk embroidered relief
plate showing Armenia.

What did you find in Nishan’s house?
We could not find anything in his house.
Do you have any other information?
There is nothing else | know or | saw.
Please sign your testimony.
Certainly.

(Showing Arshavere) That is him; (showing Nishan) | met him at the
police station; and (showing Simon) this is the one who organized all this
in the Miissena Hatun District, and convinced others to come after me.

Please write whatever you know, related to Arshavere, about what
happened in the merchant Mardiros Tellian’s house.

| returned from leave on Saturday. Ahmet Hamdi Effendi, Chief of Police
Gedikpasa Police Station, warned me not to wear official uniform. |
asked for the reason. He said, “Officer Bahri Bey, and Hidayet Effendi
from the political branch are waiting in Mardiros Tellian’s house. | will be
waiting outside. We will get in if need occurs.” Officer Bahri Bey, Hidayet
Effendi, and the assistant chief of police Hamdi Effendi came back to the
police station after waiting until 01:00 in the morning. | waited until 07:00
in the morning then went back to the police station.

When | asked about the case to Hamdi Bey for the second time; they
said Arshavere left after having asked for 1.000 liras and telling him he
would come back on Saturday evening to take the money, and if he
were to fail, he would be put to legal procedure. Mardiros Effendi
informed the police station on the issue. Officer Bahri Bey, Hidayet
Effendi, and the assistant chief Hamdi Effendi discussed the issue and
decided on the measures to be taken. They immediately took nine
Ottoman liras from Tellian Effendi, and marked two lines between the
monogram and Resat’s seal on seven of them, and two of them were left
unmarked. On Sunday at 11:00 o’clock Hidayet Effendi, assistant chief
Hamdi Effendi, and | went to Tellian Effendi’'s house again. At 11:30
Arshavere arrived. Tellian Effendi took Arshavere to the room
downstairs, and after drinking coffee they started talking about money.
Since Hamdi Effendi and Hidayet Effendi knew Armenian they were
listening through door. | was standing behind them. | heard them talking
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about some 250 liras and the noise of nine liras as Tellian was counting
them for Arshavere. Mardiros Tellian left the room having said he would
bring the rest of the money, 21 liras, from upstairs. | went straight into
the room and seized Arshavere’s two revolvers, assistant chief Hamdi
Effendi came into the room and arrested Arshavere, and then we took
him to the police station. After searching him, the 9 liras he took from
Mardiros Effendi was taken out of his pocket in the presence of the other
officials. A report was written and then he was sent to the central police
headquarters. This is all | know.

The testimony of Kirkor’'s son Agop Bahri, 50, from Ankara,
called in to make further explanations, lives at number 6,
Nisantasi Bekci Street; lawyer at number 32, Kopruld Inn,
Sirkeci. (August 1, 1915)

It is claimed that Mardiros Tellian Effendi applied to you about a threat
issue. Please write who threatened him, what you know about their
legal procedures, and your attempts in dealing with the case.

Mardiros Tellian Effendi came to our office at the Koprili Inn, Sirkeci,
which | share with Arif Mustafa Bey. He said that he was being libeled
for allegedly violating a boy named Kirkor.

One day as Tellian Effendi was checking his restored house near
Gedikpasa, the boy, and his two friends sneaked in through the door,
which Tellian left open. Kirkor's two friends told Tellian, “You were
violating this boy. We saw you.” They wanted to get Tellian Effendi sign
the document they had prepared earlier.

When he realized the writings on the paper stated: “l accept to marry my
daughter to Kirkor, and to pay 500 or 1.000 liras,” (I do not remember
the exact amount) he refused to sign such a document of commitment.
Upon his refusal they usurped more than 30 liras Tellian had, and ran
away. Later, they provoked Kirkor's mother, and started following
Tellian, and libeling him with violation. As the police took the case in
hand they had already launched an investigation for both the
blackmailing and the violation. When Tellian asked us to take this case
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in order to protect his rights, we accepted it. Then | asked my partner
Arif Mustafa Bey, to go to the police and try to learn about the case as
much as possible and inform them that all the things said against Tellian
were nothing but blackmailing and libeling. Then in order to learn the
truth, because this was about family honor, | sent someone to invite
Kirkor's mother to my office.

A couple days later Kirkor's mother came to my office. | advised her
saying, “Madam! Your son seems to be being misled by his bad friends
and seems to be attempting to libel the honor of a decent family. You
look like a wise woman. Such a libeling is a sin. It will harm both Tellian’s
and your son’s honor. As far as | have understood, your son and his
friends devised a scenario to get Tellian’s daughter marry your son, and
usurp money. They even had a paper written earlier, when they went to
Tellian’s house. Do not surrender to such denunciations and extortions.”

Kirkor's mother said, “At first | doubted it, but then | came to a conclusion
that Tellian Effendi violated my son.” | asked her, "How did you reach to
this conclusion?” She replied saying, “Tellian had just come to you.
However, a commission was established long before and the
investigation held by this commission proved that Tellian was guilty.
They decided that Tellian should pay 1.000 liras to send my son to a
higher school.”

The woman, saying she could not express the situation well, suggested,
“I can bring people from the commission, you can talk to them and
understand that Tellian violated my son.” Realizing that it was difficult to
talk and explain anything to this woman, | suggested her to bring
anybody she wanted who is open to communication. A few days later
she came to our office again with a couple of men. Repeating what | had
previously told her | told them that although the Penal Code found it
appropriate the matters of family honor cannot be made a subject of
investigation; that it left the applying to the courts at the discretion of the
sides; that as there were no traces of any evidence as to the occurrence
of the violation, | said, | observed only calumny and extortion. Finishing
my words the woman and the people with her said that there was no
means of extortion; that they were convinced that Tellian had committed
it; and that the woman might withdraw her claim if Tellian was to give
1.000 liras for the boy’s education. I, in reply, said, “I will never accept
that Tellian is guilty, if the case is taken to the court the verdict shall be
an acquittal.

| said, “Now that you are asking money for this boy's education, it is

evident that this boy lacks manners and adequate education. Then, |

shall suggest Tellian Effendi to send the boy to the school in Bahcecik

for a couple of years,” kindly. However, besides rejecting my offer, they

came to my office quite a few times with the conviction to raise the

amount of the money they asked previously. They stopped coming when
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| told them that nothing else will be accepted and that they should
explicitly confess they have libeled Tellian. But Kirkor's mother finally
came to my office with a Muslim man. She told me to that Tellian should
give certain amount of money to them. | replied saying, “Madam! This
case will be solved at the court. The guilty and the innocent will be
revealed at the court.”

| was waiting for the completion of the investigation by the police to
make use of any evidence on extortion to surface; one day when | was
in a trial at the Galata Justice Court, Arif Bey together with Tellian came
to the courthouse gasping. | said, “What happened? | hope nothing is
wrong!” Upon Tellian’s saying, “Arif Bey had been to the police. He left
his card there. They have sent this card from the police headquarters to
the office of a lawyer somewhere around Mahmutpasa. He called me.
And showing this card he said, ‘You sent Arif Bey to the headquarters.
But he cannot save you. If you fail to give 300 liras to each of the
influential officers, they will imprison you, and your honor will be stained.
I am telling you all this out of friendship;” | said, “There is something
wrong in it. The police headquarters is a reliable office. It does not send
such a message. You must have misunderstood it you are worried.”
Tellian said, “No. | did not misunderstand it. It is true. We can go to that
lawyers office together if you like.” After the completion of the trial Tellian
took me there. The lawyer was one of the young lawyers. | had not seen
him before. When | asked about the issue, feeling reluctant in front of me
he did not want to speak at first. Then he repeated the same words he
said earlier, and added that if he were to fail 300 liras for three police
officers Tellian’'s imprisonment was inevitable. | said, “There is
something wrong, Tellian is an honorable man facing extortion why
should he be arrested? Please inform those people about the case, it is
reprehensible.”

| do not remember exactly whether it was the same day or the following
day, it has been more than eight months. Tellian was at our office: There
were other clients as well. A man came in. He said he wanted to talk to
Tellian in person. | told him that they could talk in the room next door
since the office was crowded. Tellian wanted me join him during the talk.
| accepted it. When we entered the room | realized that all his manners
were proving that he was an influential man, and this was also evident
from Tellian’s feeling reluctant before him. | thought he was a Muslim. As
soon as he started to talk he said he was one of the influential officers at
the police headquarters, and that they wanted 300 liras for not
imprisoning Tellian. | said Tellian was an innocent person who is
subjected to extortion. Upon his looking at his watch in a hurry, and
threatening Tellian saying, “If you fail to give the 30 liras f this money
tonight, you will definitely be imprisoned,” | said, feeling tense in the face
of a threat directed by a person who was using the title of government
employee, “Please sir! There are superior people. If my client is going to
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be imprisoned unjustly, we shall indeed apply to a higher authority for
the protection of our rights.” And | left the room and entered my office. |
thought he was Muslim until then. Tellian told me later that this person
was Arshavere himself.

Who were the people accompanying Kirkor’s mother?

They said one of them was Dzjihan Gulian. | do not know the others, it
has been eight or nine months. | think one of them was Tomadjian.

Who was the Muslim came to your office with Kirkor’s mother?
I do not his name. He was a fat man with black beard.

Who is the lawyer to whom the police sent Arif Bey’s business card,
and whose office you said is somewhere near Mahmutpasa?

He is not somebody | knew before. He must be Thanilian. Tellian Effendi
should know better.

Who else was there with you, besides the man, who came to your office
to see Tellian Effendi, and whom you thought was Muslim, in Tellian’s
meetings?

I think there was nobody else.

Is this whom you first believed to be a Muslim; and whom you later
learned was Arshavere? (Arshavere is shown)

Yes, it is him. However, | did not know this man eatrlier.

You did not tell anything about whether Tellian Effendi was sued, and
what the result was. Please explain.

The police had transferred the case to the court. My partner Arif Bey
went to the Court House together with Tellian Effendi. Kirkor and his
mother withdrew their claims after giving their testimonies. | have also
heard that upon the investigations carried out by the Court of
Investigations; the final decision was that there was no need to launch
another investigation on Tellian and on those who usurped money from
him.

You were Tellian’s attorney. So you have taken both the cases of
violation and threat, therefore you should know who threatened him.
Who did you sue for threatening?

| think one of them was Simon. | forgot the others, | do not remember.
Arif Bey and Tellian Effendi should know better.

The confrontation of Agop Bahri and Mardiros Tellian Effendi.
(August 25, 1915)

Tellian Effendi! Tell Agop Bahri Effendi how you applied to him, and
how the consequences came about.
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Simon Alexanian, Bogos Kurian and Kirkor Kayikdjian extorted 30 liras
from me. | went to Agop Bahri Effendi together with Mazmanian.
Explaining the situation, we wanted him to take the case to the court,
and we agreed for 30 liras. | informed the chief of the Sultanahmet
Recruitment Department that Tomadjian, Dzjihan Gul, Ardzruni, Murat,
and Arshavere were deserters and that they were the members of the
Hntchagian Party. Then these people came. When | went to Babhri
Effendi’'s office, to sue them, Bahri Effendi told me that they were
dangerous people, they were playing with my honor, and that it would be
wise to keep away from them. He added that messing with them would
stain both my life and honor.

Have you seen these people?
I have not seen them. Agop Bahri Effendi gathered them there.
Agop Bahri Effendi! What do you say?

Tellian Effendi came to me and said a suit was going to be brought
against him, on the charge of his violating a boy. Telling me that the police
had been investigating the case, he applied to me on the January 20,
1915. When | asked for an explanation on the case, he said one day he
went to see his house in Gedikpasa that was being repaired, three
people came in the house after him, and two of them started libeling him
saying, “You were violating Kirkor, we saw you!” and forced him sign a
voucher they have prepared earlier.

Tellian Effendi said he strongly refused to sign this paper for it contained
promises like he was to marry his daughter to Kirkor, and pay some 500
or 1.000 liras, | do not remember exactly now. Upon his refusal these
people extorted the 30 liras he had on him and left. Then convinced
Kirkor's mother to bring a violation case against Tellian. Being
dishonored, Tellian Effendi appointed my partner Arif Bey, and me to
defend him in the case brought against him. We agreed for 40 liras. He
paid the 20 liras earlier, and then the 10 liras of the remaining 20 liras
after the investigations judge decided that there was no need to launch a
final investigation.

| asked him why he did not inform the police right away about these
extortion and violation cases. But | was wrong here. Because he told me
that he had no evidence or clue on their performing the act of extortion. |
invited Kirkor's mother to my office and advised her saying, “Tellian
Effendi is an honorable man. It seems that your son is libeling Tellian
Effendi thus under the influence of his bad friends. It is a sin; it is a
shame. In this case the honor of both families are in question. By libeling
such an elderly person you will ruin both his honor and of your own.”

Upon this Kirkor's mother said, “It seems like you have just met Tellian.
You do not know him enough. He is an evil person. He violated my son.
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The commission, found earlier, proved this violation. This commission
decided on Tellian Effendi’s paying 1.000 liras.” As a result, this woman
said, “l can not make you believe and explain the situation enough. If
you allow, | will bring you the people who know about this issue.” Seeing
that this woman was an undignified person and does not listen at all, |
said, “Bring anyone you like as long as it is a man!”

Later, this woman came to my office together with Dzjihan Gulian and
her other friends. | told them the same things | had told the woman; that
Tellian was an honorable person and he was extorted by Kirkor and his
friends. They replied, “Tellian is not the person whom you think he is. He
violated this boy twice. He even slandered two people and said that they
were deserters and had them imprisoned. Everybody in Gedikpasa
knows both the violation, and the extortion case. Consequently, she will
withdraw her claim if he sends the boy to school and pays 1.000 liras.” |
replied saying; “l see no evidence that will convince me to Tellian’s being
a dishonorable person. My aim and my job as a representative are to
protect the honor of these families. If they give a letter declaring that this
violation is unreal, | will convince Tellian to send this boy named Kirkor
to the school at Bahcgecik for a couple of years.” But they insisted on
their own idea and said; “He should at least send the boy to Robert
College31 for eight or nine years.” | rejected this. As a result, they came
several times for this issue to be solved by the court. Since their visits
were keeping me from the work | had to do in my office, | decided not to
see them anymore. This is the whole story.

[The part about Mazmanian, who mediated for Tellian Effendi applying
to Bahri Effendi, is read.]

What do you say?

I do not know if Mazmanian is a member of any political party.
Mazmanian is a middleman. He used to bring some cases to our office
and takes his commission. Prior to this one, he brought Kadri Bey’s
case. | took his case and gave Mazmanian his share from the money |
received from Kadri Bey. This time he wrote me a card, telling about the
libeling of Tellian Effendi by violation, and said that he was going to give
his case to us. His aim was to guarantee his commission. If Tellian were
to apply to us directly, Mazmanian would not have any advantage. As |

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said earlier, Dzjihan Gulian and his friends came to my office several
times. | might have said something in this manner to Tellian Effendi.

Murat came once. But | do not remember if he came for this case or for
his wife’s estate problem. There was a case against Murat's wife’s
estate, which was located on the left side of the road to post office, in
Uskiidar. Since the estate’s shareholders gave their case to us, Murat's
wife wanted us to take the case and follow it on her behalf. However,
since they did not want to pay our fee in cash, moreover, they wanted us
to take our fee and the expenses via execution, | kept delaying their
case to wait for the clarification of the other shareholders’ situation.
Tehafi's son Ahmet Bey and | were appointed as the legal
representatives of the shareholders in this estate problem. | think this
issue was mentioned before. Although | wanted to get involved into the
other issue cursorily Murat did not want to get involved and said, “Get it
over with!”

The testimony of Alexan Manoukian’s son, suspect Simon, born
in 1888, from istanbul, lives at number 4, Gelenmis Street,

Gedikapasa, shoemaker at Avadis Usta’s shop in Kalpakcilarbasi,
Carsikapi. (August 25, 1915)

How long have you been an Hntchagian?

It has been six or seven years. | used to be a member of Hntchagian
Club, | mean the public club in Kumkapi. We used to play games and
attend the classes in the evenings at this club that has been closed
down for one and a half years. Everybody used to come to the
coffeehouse under the club. | have not been a member of the
Hntchagian Organization, but | sympathize with the Hntchagians.

Do you know Mardiros Tellian Effendi?

| do know him.

He has done something to a boy. How did it happen?

| was assisting the priest at the Gedikpasa Church. One morning, | went
out for the toilet. | saw Kirkor and Tellian Effendi talking in a corner in the
church. Later | called Kirkor and asked him what they were talking about.
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Kirkor said Tellian invited him to places like public baths and hotels. |
told him that he was an honorable man. Kirkor left after saying, “You will
seel”

| saw him at the church on Sunday. Three days later, when | was at
home, Kirkor knocked on the door at about 23:30 and said, “At 09:00
o’clock in the morning, we will go to an empty house, one of the two-
balcony-houses, located below the street across the Ciftegelinler, the
street where the French school is, on the Alibey hill. | sent Kirkor away. |
went there at quarter to nine in the morning. As | waited on the corner,
Kirkor entered the house. Begos Kurian greeted me as he was coming
up from Kumkap! and said, “Let us walk together.” | told Kurian why |
was waiting there; | mean | told him that | was waiting to see what
Mardiros Effendi was doing to Kirkor. Kurian said, “I will come with you.”
Thinking of having another witness we went to Mardiros's house
together. The door was open. We called out, “Anybody home?” We
heard some footsteps. Kurian went up stairs saying, “Who is it?” Tellian
on seeing Kurian said, “How dare you to enter my house?” and nudged
him. | went over them. Mardiros Effendi seeing me said, “Please Simon,
you know. It happened, | just could not help!” It was clear that Tellian
violated the boy. Upon this Kurian slapped the boy twice and shouted,
“You shameless nasty boy!” Then to Tellian, “You should be ashamed,
the whole world is suffering, and you are behaving in a disgraceful
manner!” Tellian said, “The boy keeps inviting me insistingly.” Kurian left
to inform the police. Tellian got on his knees, cried, and begged, “ My
honor and dignity is in your hands!”

Tellian suddenly felt ill. I immediately called Kurian. Tellian took us to the
room. He said, “Let me give you a 300-liras bond and let us forget this!” |
replied, “We do not want 300 paras let alone 300 liras.” Then his offer
went up to 500 liras. He said, “I wrapped the money into a cloth and will
give it to you outside.” We said, “We do not it!” Meanwhile, Kurian took
out a piece of paper, and wrote, “Simon and Kurian caught me red-
handed while as | was doing this”; and told Tellian “Sign this paper.”
Tellian did not sign it. We were going to take the paper to the
patriarchate. Because he was a member of the church. As we could not
make him to sign the paper we took the boy and left the house. We went
to the boy’s mother and told what happened. We said, “You sue him and
we have witnessed.” Relying on this Kirkor's mother went to see Tellian.
| do not know what happened afterwards.

Later, Tellian went to the Topkap! Recruiting Office and denounced and
libeled us saying, “Simon and Kurian are draft dodgers, and they are
deceiving you in order not go to the army.” Upon this, they took us under
custody. The other night we were released on bail. The chief of the
Recruiting Office released us after giving some advice.
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Afterwards, Tellian wrote a letter of complaint to the Hntchagian Party
Headquarters saying, “Simon and Kurian have assaulted and extorted
me. They seized 30 liras and 30 kurushes from me.” Tomadjian, Dzjihan
Gulian, and Ardzruni from the Hntchagian Party called us to learn about
the problem. We told them about this violation issue. Later, Kirkor's
mother and Tellian also went to see those people. It is said that, Tellian
said, “Let the boy’s mother speak whatever she wants.” Then the woman
asked for enough money to have her son educated for three or four
years in the European schools. They conveyed this request to Tellian.
Tellian said, “You are making me spend 1.000 liras.” Upon this,
Tomadjian, Dzjihan Gulian, and Ardzruni told Tellian that they would go
to the authorities and testify against him. Later, our testimonies were
taken at the Police Headquarters and courthouse.

Much later, | heard that the verdict passed required no final investigation
on the case.

What was Kurian doing then?

He was running a hotel in Bahcecik.

How much do you make at the shop?

When the things go well enough, | used to make up to 150 kurushes.
Now | earn some 80-100 kurushes.

Kirkor told you Tellian wanted to deceive him. Why did not you infom
his mother and prevent it?

| did not believe boy words. | neither knew Kirkor nor his mother before.
They used leave money in the plate at the church. This is how | know
them. |1 did not know his mother; | get to know her only after this issue.

Who is Kirkor’s father? What is his name?

Fez-maker Karabet Kayikdjian.

Do you know him?

I got to know him much later.

You watched the house. Why did you bring Kurian into all this?

There would be two witnesses if he came, | told him the issue and we
went together.

Did you do all this watching just to protect the child?

| did it in order to expose Tellian’'s shamelessness and save the boy’s
honor. Tellian is a church member. Anyone who commits such a thing is
definitely disgraceful.

You should have told the police or the boy’s mother before letting the
boy enter a private house; even though you intended to protect the boy
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and to expose Tellian’s disreputable action. Instead doing so your
watching secretly proves that you acted against Tellian.

At first | did not believe what the boy said. | wanted to see this with my
very own eyes. | wanted to see it because until that day | thought Tellian
was an honorable person.

Do you have any duty in the district you are living? Such as being a
church member, a mukhtar, or a steward.

No. | was a priest assistant at the church.

Then, it is not your duty to question Tellian’s honesty. So why did you
question it?

He is a church member. The honor and dignity of the school and the
church are in his hands. He would do the same to others.

What authority do you have to investigate Tellian’s honesty?

We live in the same district. | voted for Tellian to be elected to the
church membership. | can investigate the church members as to their
honesty.

Does Kurian also live in your district?
No. He is from Bahcecik.

By not informing the police, the boy’s mother; and by making up some
pretexts about the district and the church, you cannot form a
committee just by informing the church and the district mukhtar can
you?

Yes. | have not informed them.

In this case, being accomplices with Kurian, who does not live in your
district and has no connection with Tellian Effendi, proves that you are
perpetrators of an invented story. Does not it?

No. | totally refuse this.
Is not Kurian an Hntchagian?

I do not know which party he is a member of. | know Kurian because |
stayed in his hotel.

Did you take Tellian Effendi’s 30 liras and 33 kurus?
No.
Did you try to make Tellian Effendi sign a 500-lira bond?

He was going to give 500-lira voucher. We did not except it.
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To Mardiros Tellian Effendi,

We hereby declare that the events that took place on
November 27, 1914, in which we allegedly said to have
taken part, are all disgraceful rumors surrounding you and
Kirkor Kayikdjian, and are all wrong. We have never seen
you in an attempt staining your honor. Therefore, we reject
all the rumors. We are signing and giving you this
document to you relieve you. We hereby confirm that you
have the right to have this paper published in all the
newspapers.

January 3, 1915 Istanbul
Signed: Simon Alexan Manoukian.

Are not this paper and the signature yours? (Document number (3)
from the file)

The handwriting is not mine. However the signature is mine.
Why did you give this paper?

He brought this paper in his hand. He said, “We made a deal with the
woman. Let us get over with it. Sign this paper.” | signed the paper
thinking that he made a deal with the woman.

Did you sign it after you read it?
Yes. | signed after having read it.
After signing this paper, why did you testify against Tellian?

| denied this it the police station at first. Then | told the truth. Then it was
sent to the courthouse. | talked about this paper at the courthouse. Later
it was decided that there was no need to launch a final investigation.

Why did not you talk about this paper until it was shown to you?
| have totally forgotten all about it.

It is said that when you and Kurian saw Kirkor at Tellian’s house you
tried to get Tellian sign a paper declaring “I have committed this
crime.”

We were going to take it to the Patriarchate.
Why did you try to get a paper?

No one would believe if there was not a paper. This is why we wanted a
paper.

Are you and Kurian non-credible?
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| am a shoemaker. A shoemaker has a bad reputation.

According to your explanations, you, Kurian, and Kirkor Kayikdjian
working together with Hntchagians tried to slander and threaten Tellian
Effendi? What do you say?

I do not accept this.
(Signed)

The confrontation of Simon and Tellian Effendi. (August 25,
1915)

Tellian Effendi! When did you receive the paper that has Simon’s
signature?

He heard that Hntchagians took the money from me, and | made up with
them. He sent his letter, with his signature on it, with great happiness,
upon this. He even wrote, “Do what they ask you to do, do whatever
Tomadjian tells you to do.” He sent this letter to my house with great
pleasure, since the Hntchagians took the money from me. This
Tomadjian asked money from me because he pitied Simon being under
arrest for 17-18 days.

Simon Alexan! What do you say?
No. | do not accept it.

Please sign your testimony.
Certainly.
(Signed)

The testimony of Bogos’s son Kirkor, taken under oath before
Mardiros Tellian Effendi. Kirkor, 48, from Divrigi, tailor at number
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12 in Buyukgarsi, on the Haci Hasan Street, living at number 38,
in Alibey, on Gedikpasa Tiyatro Street. (August 28, 1915)

Mardiros Tellian Effendi! What does Kirkor Vartazian know?

| told Kirkor Vartazian Effendi that Simon and Kurian asked for 500 liras,
and took 30 liras 30 kurushes by extortion, and they wrote a letter
declaring that | was to marry my daughter with Kirkor. Kirkor Vartazian
Effendi called Simon and asked about it. Simon told him that he took the
30 liras and spared 15 liras for himself, gave 15 liras to Bogos Kurian,
and 5 liras to Kirkor Kayikdjian. Kirkor Vartazian knows about all this.

Kirkor Vartazian Effendi! How did it happen?

We called Simon to the dining room in Mardiros Tellian Effendi's house.
| said, “Is not that a shame! What is this?” Then, Simon explained the
situation just as the same as Tellian Effendi did. Simon confessed that
he took the 15 liras himself, spared 10 liras for Bogos Kurian, and gave
5 liras to Kirkor Kayikdjian.

Sign your testimonies.
Certainly.
(Signed)

Kirkor Kaikdjian’s testimony, taken again. (29 August 1915)

Did this Kurian and Simon beat Tellian Effendi when they found you
together with Mardiros Tellian in Tellian’s house?

Tellian Effendi’s pants were unbuttoned when they came in. They beat
him saying, “You are not ashamed are you? You are thinking of such
things at a time like this.” Kurian slapped me.

Do the children call you “gay” in your district?
| am not gay.

Before they found you in Tellian’s house, did you tell Simon and Kurian
that Tellian violated you?

I had told Simon earlier that Tellian violated me in his house. | thought a
police officer was going to come instead of Kurian.
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What made you think that a police officer would come?

Simon told me to bring either a police or my father; he said he would
have them as witnesses.

Where did you mention this issue to Simon?

At the church. When | was trying to get rid of Tellian, Simon saw us and
said, “Tell me what is going on.” And | told him at the church.

Considering that Tellian violated you without your will, why did not you
inform your mother or father?

My father is easily angered. | did not tell him because he might have
had a paralysis due to nervous breakdown. | did not tell my mother
either. | was in bed for two or three days.

You could have told just to your mother. Why did not you?
| could not tell my mother until now | was ashamed.
Does Simon come to your house?

He came to explain the situation then. Not before that. My mother did
not know him.

Did you used to know him?
| used to know him as the priest’s aid, but | am not used to seeing him.

You told your secret to someone whom you knew just by sight and
attempted to call the police, but did not bother to tell anybody else,
why?

| told Simon because | met him there.

If Simon had come together with a ranking police officer, and if the
authorities had taken over would not your mother and father heard
about this issue?

Then the police would have been my witness. | could not think that
mothers and fathers make the best friends then. | thought they would
not hear.

Why did not Simon bring the police officer but Kurian instead?

He brought Kurian as a witness. They said, “If your mother and father
sue him, we will testify against him. Do not you worry.”

You refuse being a gay, but you are saying Tellian violated you.

Tellian violated me once. Nobody else violated me. When doctor
examined me, he said, “It has just been touched. It has been two-and-a-
half months.

The examination reports did not show any signs of violation?
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It had been two-and-a-half months, and the doctor said it was difficult to
diagnose after a week’s time.

Is not Mardiros Tellian rich?
He is a rich man.

Kurian and Simon wanted to get Mardiros Tellian sign a paper, what
was it?

They took out a paper at that moment. They were telling him to sign it. |
heard them say, “You were caught in such a bad situation. Sign it.” | do
not know if he signed it or not. | was downstairs they were upstairs.

Does Mardiros Tellian have a daughter?

He said has a daughter. He said, “I will give my daughter to you in
marriage.”

Is his daughter beautiful?

| have not seen her. It has been a month since | arrived. | did not meet
her. She had suffered from a Typhoid fever. It was said she is nice.

Did Simon and Kurian tell this to Tellian there?

Simon and Kurian wrote, “I will give my daughter to Kirkor in marriage,”
from Tellian’s mouth. | did not accept it.

Had they written anything about Tellian’s financing your education?

| did not see it. However, Tellian was begging, “l will give you 500 liras,
1.000 liras.”

Did Mardiros Tellian pay you afterwards?
I do not know. Ask my mother. | do not know if she took any.
After the second violation, did you attend the school in Bahcgecik?

After the event, | was in bed for three months. Then my father had a
stroke. | went to the shop. | did not go to Bahcecik.

Did the Hntchagian Organization Investigation Committee call you?
Yes.

Who were they?
| know Ardzruni, but | do not know the others.

Is your father an Hntchagian?

No. He has not been a member of any for almost 50 years. He acts by
himself.

Why did you withdraw your suit at the courthouse?
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My father was lying sick. And my mother was taking care of my sick
father. There was nobody else. So we withdrew the suit.

Who is Melkon Kayikdjian?

He is my paternal uncle. He is the partner of Mardiros Tellian’s brother
Stephan Tellian.

Seeing that you have an uncle, and he has a connection with Tellian,
why did not you tell him at the beginning but Simon instead?

He was not here. He is a merchant. He was in Eskisehir. He came here
a month after the event.

Why did you, your father, and mother give Mardiros Tellian a signed
paper, declaring, “We have no conflict”?

This man was telling this everywhere. This is why we gave him a signed
paper declaring, “We have no conflict.” I do not know it in detail but my
mother knows much better.

In such cases once you testify at the courthouse, the court pursues the
case. You did not need to mention your father’s illness and your
mother’s taking care of him. Since you testified the court would pursue
it. However, you did not just personally withdraw the suit, your mother
and father gave Tellian a paper declaring that they also withdrew their
cases against Tellian. Even Simon gave a signed paper to Tellian
saying, “l did not see anything.” This proves that working as
accomplices you tried to extort money from Tellian Effendi.

No. | withdrew my suit because | had no time to deal with it. The lawyer
said this, my mother knows.

Is this the paper signed by you, your father, and mother, telling that
this case is a trick on Tellian? [Document number (6) shown.] Is this
your signature?

Yes. The signature is mine; the handwriting is my mothers. This paper
was given to put an end to the rumors on the dishonorable image of
Tellian, who had applied to his lawyers.

Is it possible to give such a signed paper, without taking any money?

I do not know. Why should he give money if he were innocent? | do not
know if they took money. My mother might.

How come you give such a paper to a person whom you blame to have
stained your honor?

We gave it to stop the rumors on the street.
Sign your testimonies.

Yes, sir.
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(Signed: Kirkor Kayikdjian)

The testimony of Kirkor Kayikdjian’s mother Eshoki, taken again.
(August 29, 1915)

Have you known Simon Manukian before?
| did not know him.

Who told you that Mardiros Tellian harmed the boy?
| heard it from the child.

When did you hear it?

When it first happened the boy got sick and did not tell me. He told me
when it happened the second time. He said, “The witnesses will tell you,
you will bring a suit.”

Did your son testify at the courthouse?
They called him in. | think he did.
Did your son complain to the court?

| heard he said, “My father is sick. There is nobody to look after. | do not
complain.”

How much did you take from Mardiros Tellian?

He wanted to give me an amount about 120 liras, but | did not take it.
Did not you take any money at all?

| did not.

It is said that you have taken some money at Samuel Tomadjian’s
office?

Samuel told me to give up my claim. But | did not take any money.
Did you give this paper numbered (6) to Tellian?

Yes, | did. | gave two more papers together with this one. The
handwriting and the signature are mine.

On this paper you state that this is a false situation. Why did you write
this paper?
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| gave it so that the suit would end, and he would give up coming after
us. Mazmanian said, “This case needs to end, it will be over. | want you
to give such a paper.” And so | did.

What kind of a person would try to close a case that is staining her
child’s honor?

They were all going to be on Tellian’s side. | did not have confidence in
the lawyer. | even wrote a letter to the minister asking for help.

You have been to some lawyers.

Tanilian wanted to see me. | went to see him. However, | did not tell
him. 1 said, “I will tell all about it if you hire me a lawyer.”

Did not you go to Serkes Aidjian Effendi?
Housrevian sent me. But | did not trust the lawyers and did not hire any.
Then who wrote the letter you gave to the Office of Attorney General?

I had a young soldier write it. | do not remember whether he was
Mardiros or Antranik.

Why did you withdraw your suit after giving a petition to the Attorney
General?

My husband got sick and started crying. Upon this | told the Office of the
Attorney General that we had no time to deal with the case.

Your suing first and then withdrawing your case, and your giving
Tellian a signed paper all prove that you have taken money from
Tellian.

Mazmanian said, “He will not be imprisoned for more than three days if
you sue him.” So | withdrew. | did not take any money.

They say you took money.
| did not.

Please sign your testimony.
Certainly.
(Signed)

The contents and the minutes of the testimonies, and the verdict given by
the Investigation Committee of the Court of First Instance — dated April 21,
1915 - stating that there is no need for a further investigation on the last
case has been requested and studied by the Attorney’s Office of the Istanbul
Court of First Instance. Upon submitting of the investigation documents —
pertaining to Simon, Kurian, and Kirkor who have taken money from the
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plaintiff Mardiros Tellian by use force and threat on the charge of raping a
child named Kirkor — by the police it has been decided that there was no
need for further investigation on the case as no legal evidences were
obtained at the end of the researches and the hearings carried out. It has
been found out in the documents pertaining to the preparatory stage of the
investigations that some of the people whose names are mentioned in the
documents have not been called for investigation and listened to; moreover,
it has also been understood that no further investigations were carried out
upon the testimonies of the witnesses and the accused. There is no definite
medical evidence proving that the child named Kirkor was raped. In the
verdict pertaining to the Prevention of Trial, there is no clear decision for
launching an investigation on the suspects. Although there were four people
found guilty on the case, the minutes of the Prevention of Trial records “there
is no need for further investigation on the two suspects,” it is thus evident
that the investigation will only cover two people. The verdict mentioned here
will not be covering the other two people, and thus, the verdict submitted
pertains only to the further interrogation of the other two people, hence it is
hereby concluded that the investigation is deficient.

September 4, 1915

Claimant Mardiros Tellian Effendi’s testimony taken again.
(September 6, 1915)

Who sent you the card found in the envelope number (1)?
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The concessionaire of the Kigo newspaper, Kigo Tarossian sent it to
me. He wrote, “You will be surrounded by those wicked people, there
are three.” Upon this | gave him 800 kurushes. Tarossian is now in exile.
| do not know where he is.

Who sent the letter number (2)?

Murat Boyadjian and Dzjihan Gul sent it. They say that | denounced
them to the recruiting office. That is why they sent this letter. They
wanted 1.000 liras for this document by saying, “You caused all this as
well.” The seal belongs to the organization.

Who sent the letter number (3)?

Zackharian, the principal of the school, send it. It says here “I will not
come. Tomadjian, Arzruny, and Dzjihan Gul will come together and
carry out an investigation.” Because, Zackharian had said, “After taking
the 30 liras and 30 kurushes by extortion we will hand it over to the
organization.” | asked, “Where shall | write a letter to?” He said, “Write it
to Murat!” And | wrote to Murat. He said, “Murat, Dzjihan Gul, and | will
be there!” Later, with this letter he declared that he would not be able to
be here.

Who sent the letter number (4)?
This is Simon’s letter. | made my statement about it earlier.
Who sent the letter number (5)?

Simon sent it. In this letter Simon says, “I am glad that you reconciled
with the organization.” This letter proves that the things Simon did
against me were all instigated by the organization.

Who sent the letter number (6)?

The Kayikdjian sent it. These are the people who robbed me in
collaboration with the others. They signed a document stating, “You are
not guilty. The rumors spread about you are all lies,” and thus they are
in a way confessing.

What is the document number (7) about?

It is the plan, devised by Agop Bahri Effendi, put in to practice to take
the money together with them, although he says he was not aware of
what was going around him.

Sign your testimony.
Yes sir.

The confrontation of Mardiros Tellian Effendi and Samuel
Tomadjian. (September 6, 1915)
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Tellian Effendi! Who is this man?
He is Tomadjian Effendi.
Tell him your testimony, so that he hears it.

Abiding by my earlier testimony; | would like to reiterate that he took 50
liras from Agop Bahri at Agop Bahri’s office. He took 20 liras at his own
place a day later. A couple of days later he took 20 liras more again at
his own place. He took 4 more liras to give to Ardzruni. He said, about
Arshavere, “He is from the police, he can have you sent to a distant
corner for exile.” And he threatened me on behalf of the others.

Tellian Effendi! Did you ask Samuel Tomadjian Effendi to help you in
settling the problem between you and Kirkor Kayikdjian?

No. I never asked him for such a thing. | did not know him. He once told
me, in the presence of the committee, “You have a fortune totaling
15.000 liras. You will give me 1.000". When | said | did not have that
much of fortune, he said, “We decided upon your paying 1.000 liras as
blood-money”. Tomadjian Effendi himself told me about this.

Samuel Tomadjian Effendi! What will you say?

First, | did not go there to attend a meeting. You can ask the others who
were there then. Kayikdjian asked me, “I would be glad if you could
accompany me.” | did not know that | was writing a letter in application
to the committee. We went there. First, Tellian Effendi came in. We sat
in one of the rooms in the school. | have nothing to do with this. Dzjihan
Gul and he know all about this.

Please sign your testimony.
Certainly.

Accused: Karabet Sityan’s son Nishan, from Sivas, 32, an officer
at the disposal of Resat Bey, the Department of Political Affairs
Third Division, General Directorate of National Police
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Organization; living in the apartment over the quilt-maker in the
Egri Street, Beyoglu. (September 7, 1915)

What is Arshavere’s relation to you?
He is my brother-in-law.

Is your sister alive?
She lives in Sivas.

Arshavere is said to have threatened Mardiros Tellian Effendi. How did
it happen?

| went over to Arshavere’s house on Sunday. Having spent couple of
minutes at his house we went to Karakdy through the tunnel. We went
to Carsibasi on the cable car, and arrived Gedikpasa. Arshavere said, “I
will go to the barber's. You go and wait for me at the pudding shop”. |
waited until noon. Arshavere did not show up. As | was going home for
lunch | met a police officer whom | know; he told me to go to the police
station. When | arrived at the police station they searched me and took
my wallet. | was sent to the Beyazit Police Headquarters under the
surveillance of four police officers. An officer at the headquarters asked,
“Where did you go with Arshavere today?” | explained it as | have just
stated. They took my testimony. They asked me whether | knew Tellian
Effendi. | told them | did not know him.

What does Arshavere do?

He is an officer at the political division. He used to receive 1.500
kurushes salary. When he was shot | drew his money. They gave me 15
liras. | receive 500 kurushes salary.

You do not you know Mardiros Tellian, do you?
No.

You do not know even his address, do you?
No.

Did not you wait for Arshavere at cable car stop in the Tavukpazari?
| waited for him at the pudding shop.

Did not he tell you where he was going?

| told him, “Keep away from trouble wherever you are going!” He said,
“You do not have anything to do, wait for half-an-hour | will go the
barber’'s”. He did not tell me where he was going.

Did Arshavere Effendi come back that night?
No, he did not.
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Did he ever go to Gedikpasa in any other night? Did you wait for him?

No he did not. That night he was very chic. | thought he was going to
meet a woman.

Then, why did they detain you?
| do not know.
Did they find any documents on you?
I only had my wallet and notebook.
Is the engraved map yours?

No it is not mine. | saw it over the house where Arshavere Effendi was
staying.

Sign your testimony.

Yes sir.

Accused: The testimony of Aghbayasi’s son Arshavere Effendi,
from Yozgat, 27, an officer at the Second Division of the General
Directorate of National Police Organization Political Department;
arrested at number 63 [although he declared his home address
as number 124] Tarlabasi, Beyoglu. (September 7, 1915)

It is claimed that you threatened Tellian Effendi. How did it happen?

| did not threaten Tellian Effendi. Let me tell you the truth. Tellian invited
me over to his house to discuss the issue. It was Thursday. | went over
to his house in the evening. Talking about the present situation of the
Armenians he said an officer like me was a very precious friend. Telling
him | had other duties asked him about the important issue he wanted to
talk with me. Then he told me to come back on Saturday evening. He
said he wanted to talk to me at the Police Headquarters where he had
some acquaintances. | could not go on Saturday evening. At 11:00
o’clock on Sunday | went over to Tellian’s. He ordered a cup of coffee.
We were talking in Armenian. He closed the door. In a silent voice, he
said, in Armenian, “The documents of the Armenian organizations are
taken during the searches.

But she
refused. | took it from her on Saturday. | was going to give it to Resat
Bey. | put in my briefcase at home. | could not give it to him as | was
detained.
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Please explain to whom does the letter number (1), whose translation |
have just read for you, belong?

A schoolmistress working at Husn-al-Meserret School in Egypt sent this
letter. They arrested me on the charges of setting up a plot to
assassinate Hntchagian Sadik Bey in Egypt; that | was sent by the
Young Turks; and that | was going to kill Sabahgul. Then | was
acquitted. The government deported me. | submitted a report when |
was there. | had appointed this girl, whom | reached with great difficulty,
as my deputy. This letter is written by her. This is the girl who informed
the Egyptian Police Headquarters about the coming of a bodyguard.
Bedri Bey also knows this girl.

Setian is my brother-in-law. | went to Egypt under the name of Arthur
lasessian.

It was written four years ago. My address there was Arthur lasessian.

This letter is from the daughter of my proprietress. But there is a mistake
in translation. “Charlios” is my nickname. | used to serve in the naval
headquarters as any other English subject.

| am reading you the translation number (4) now. Please make the
necessary explanations onit.

| wrote down these notes to my notebook on my arrival from Egypt. The
names listed there are the names of the bodyguards coming from Egypt.

| am reading you the translation of the writings found in the dairy
belonging to 1915. Give us your explanations on it.

This was something that took place in the Azak newspaper. It was a
note | recorded to inform the Police Headquarters.

| am now reading the translation of the notes found on the page dated
April 25, Sunday, in the same agenda. Explain it.

Itis a note | recorded to inform the Police Headquarters.

Explain the translation found on page dated March 31, Wednesday.
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Itis also a note | recorded, and reported to Resat Bey.
Explain the writings on the pages dated March 12-13.

There was somebody, whose name | cannot remember, threatening,
and working against me before | got shot. They are his answers to my
questions.

Explain the writings found on the page dated February 1.

Madam Cherismé is a woman whom | know. She is a nurse’s aid at the
Armenian Catholic Hospital.

To whom does the address found, in the 1914 agenda, on page dated
January 1 belong?

| read a newspaper article on a book about magnetism. | was going to
order the book.

To whom does the address found on page dated January 5 belong?

They are the names of the Hntchagian sympathizers in Egypt. |
recorded their names after hearing that they were suspects.

You will be convicted on the charges of taking 30 liras from Tellian
Effendi who was threatened and extorted by the Hntchagians at Agop
Bahri’s office; and, later, threatening him at his home. What will you
say?

| have never threatened anyone. | gave my testimony on the latest
accusations directed against me. | do not know anything about the 30
liras issue. | did not take a single kurush from anybody. There is no
other basis for Tellian’s accusations on me. The reason of my being so
harsh on them was to reconcile their relations with the Hntchagian
organization with the intermediary of his brother; and to acquire the
information we did not know. All this was carried out under the support
of the General Director of the Police, and Resat Bey.

Tellian accuses me with charges against all these. Today | am nothing
but a contemptible secret police officer among the Armenians;
moreover, the target for the hatred and enmity of a nation. They all have
taken stance against me with the desire to avenge. They have
threatened me lots of times until today. In Tellian’s accusations directed
against me, it was stated that the members of the Hntchagian
organization threatened him. His accusations aim at pleasing them,
taking the nation’s revenge, libeling me in the eyes of the authorities,
and thus to ease the path the organization will follow against me. He
bears grudge against me for personal reasons, and as an Armenian [of
differing ideas]. | did not do such a thing. Before joining the police force
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in Egypt | used to make 15-20 liras. The police headquarters knows
about it. | joined the police here for 1.000 kurushes. | knew that they
were going to kill me [as an Hntchagian with differing ideas]. The sole
reason for my risking my life is not money but mere love of country. |
have nothing more to say.

Sign your testimony.
Yes, sir.

The testimony of Apal’s daughter Arshagohy, 34, invited to make
some explanations, from Istanbul, the lawyer Artin Yaver
Effendi’s spouse, living at number 26, in Tarlabasi, Beyoglu.

He was a tenant at our house. | know him.
Did you make this embroidered picture | am showing you?

| took it from a picture sold in the street. | made this embroidery, as did
the Janissary pictures. | was keeping this embroidered work. Arshavere
Effendi took it from me saying that it was illegal to keep it.

Please explain the picture for us.

It is a painting made during the age of freedom of Armenia. The cities
have names like Diyarbakir, Sis, Adana. | embroidered them as well for |
am fond of embroidery. There are also other historical pictures of the
Janissaries. These pictures are sold in the streets.

Sign your testimony.

Yes, sir.

As a consequence of Samuel Tomadjian’s words on pages 37, 123, 151,
156 the deepening of his interrogation is not deemed necessary,
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although he is a suspect in this action, 364; it is hereby decided that
his testimonies should be put together with that of Hrant Aghagianian’s
on their co-operations; and that in order to be able to continue the
interrogations of the suspects mentioned here and to base them on safe
principles, his case should be held separately.

September 8, 1915

Hrant Aghagianian from Erzurum — found guilty of recruiting Ottoman
subject Armenians as volunteers on behalf of Russia; proved to be one
of the active members of the revolutionary organization, established in
Egypt, whose main aim is to instigate insurgence and turmoil in the
regions where the Armenians settled so as to separate some of the
regions from the Ottoman State — was sentenced to death by hanging
after the approval of the Martial Court’s verdict by the Sultan. (In
accordance with the supplementary code of the Penal Law Article 54°)

VERDICT

As a result of the investigations carried out about the police officer
Fahri Efendi, who first arrested the Armenian Karabet simply for self-
interest and set him free in return for two liras of bribe, it was clearly
put forward by the testimonies of the witnesses that the accused
person took bribe; hence — as the offence he committed comes under
the final paragraph of Article 68%, requiring capital punishment, of the
Penal Law — it is hereby requested unanimously that his case should
be taken in consideration by the Martial Court on the conviction of
homicide.

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INDICTMENT>*

Under the light of the further investigations carried out on three
interrogation documents — pertaining to Samuel Tomadjian who was
interrogated for getting indulged in a plot against the members of the
government in force; and to Hrant Aghagianian, an Ottoman subject
who was serving to the Russian interests voluntarily, and who is found
out to be the one of the executives of a revolutionary party established
under the name of “Inter-party National Freedom Organization”, and
again Samuel Tomadjian for his relation with this person; and again to
Arshavere, Nishan, Simon, and Alexan, the officials of the General
Directorate of National Police Organization Political Affairs Division,
who were complained about to the courts for their misuse of power,
and Kirkor Kayikdjian and the lawyer Agop Bahri Effendi who were
included in the interrogations later; and to the lady called Arshagohy in
whose house, in Samuel Tomadjian’s apartment, a painting illustrating
the freedom of Armenia was discovered - it has been decided that:

It has been understood that the above-mentioned Samuel Tomadjian,
37, from Gurin town of Sivas, indulged in drapery trade at number 19,
at the Sebuhyan Inn in Cakmakgilar; that he attended the Constanta
Conference in the August of 1913 together with the suspects, whose
interrogations are completed and sentenced to death; and that he had
informed the branches about the decisions taken at the congress held
by the Social Democrat Hntchagian Party, of which they were all
members, pertaining to the instigation of illegal activities, insurgence,
and turmoil in order to realize their desires in the Ottoman lands.
Following these developments Samuel Tomadjian sent several
assassins firstly to kill the Minister of Internal Affairs Talat Bey, and
then the other members of the government and indulged in activities to
realize the other decisions taken at the congress.

Samuel Tomadjian, together with Hrant Aghagianian — from Erzurum,
28, who deals with drapery trade at number 12, at the Topalyan Inn, in
Sultanhamam — has adopted the idea of instigating armed insurgences,
and turmoil in the Armenian settlements on the Ottoman lands, to
provoke the European public opinion against the Ottoman State, and
thus to draw attention to the Armenian allegations, in order to unite all
the Armenian committees, starting with the headquarters in Cairo, and
the other Armenians who were not embraced by these committees
under the control of the Inter-party National Freedom Organization
Central Committee, being essentially Hntchagian, which was

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established in 1912 embracing the Hntchagian, Daschnakzoutioun, and
other organizations.

Moreover, after the break of the First World War they had included their
evil intentions suggesting to be ready for a general armed insurgence,
and to separate the Ottoman regions occupied by the Armenian
settlements from the Ottoman State by force, in their party program.
Hence, Samuel Tomadjian who had entered the party being a
Hntchagian, had recruited Hrant Aghagianian to the Inter-party National
Freedom Organization Central Committee, and thus they both became
the active members of this party.

Arshavere Effendi, 27, one of the officers at the General Directorate of
National Police Organization the Second Department Political Affairs
Division, going to the complainant Mardiros Tellian’s house, on June
24, 1915, at 22:00, and after introducing himself as a Hntchagian and he
was shot in the leg by the Hntchagians in Beyoglu for he was thought
to have betrayed the organization, and that he saved the members of
the Council of Ministers thus; claiming that he had seen a paper
proving that he was helping the Caucasian Armenian Hntchagian
Organization among the documents confiscated by the authorities, he
asked first for 1.000 liras and then for 250 liras in order to get rid of this
document the context of which might even led to his execution.
Nishan, 32, one of the officers at the General Directorate of National
Police Organization the Political Affairs Division, helped Arshavere in
his scheme. Alexan’s son Simon, 27, shoemaker working at the master
Avadis’s shop; Kirkor Kayikdjian, 16, who lives in Bostanali District,
Gedikpasa; the lawyer Agop Bahri Effendi, 50, who has an office at the
Koprall Inn; have all observed the place where the incident took place
secretly. Moreover, they have contributed the above-mentioned activity
secondarily in helping him deliberately, by the rise of the alleged
menacing of Kirkor, and by the rise of the Arshavere incident and
culminating of this incident in an armed clash. Furthermore, a painting
that would entice the public uprising was discovered in Arshagohy’s
house.

It has been understood that the accused Samuel Tomadjian was one of
the leaders of the organization set up for the murdering of the
members of the government as was declared on the 37" and 123"
pages of the interrogation minutes, and one of the executive members
of the Hntchagian organization; moreover, as he had previously
accepted and confessed, that when he was informed about the
congress held in Constanta he received additional information from
Arshavere, and knowing about the preparations he did not informed
the authorities for he had not had any confidence in them; that, on
contrary to the successive denunciations of the witnesses, and the
documents pertaining to the preparatory investigations and summaries
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of the cross-examinations of the police, the translations of the
documents, registries, letters, and regulations books, reveal that the
accused Hrant Aghagianian is one of the members of the National
Resistance Organization; as revealed on page 5 of his interrogation
document, he went to Samuel’s room in Cakmakcilar and introduced
Zackharian to him, told about the organization and took some 25 liras
from Samuel; in their successive meetings he told him that they were
collecting money for the delegates to be sent to Europe in accordance
with the plan devised by Nubar Pasha, and that his acceptance and
confession on Nerses Zackharian, Samuel Tomadjian, Murat
Hamparsum Boyadjian, Cihan Gulian, and Saco were accomplices in
this plan, but put al the blame on to Samuel Tomadjian.

During the investigation of Hrant Aghagianian’s house in the evening
of February 25, 1916, the discovery of the seal of the Executive
Committee of the International National Resistance Organization; a
document discovered at the site, bearing the official stamp of the
organization, and signed by the president Aram and the clerk Haykoni,
dated October 19, 1914, talking about various issues, gives detailed
information on the Turkish government’s political and military
maneuvers and praises his treacherous attempts, and says that they
should work unceasingly and fearlessly for they would be seeing the
victorious cross in the place of the crescent, and that the freedom will
be obtained in the near future; moreover, the translation of a receipt,
dated July 5, 1914, bearing the name and the official stamp of the
organization, and the signature of Viram Shabuh, declares that Hrant
Aghagianian willingly donated 25 liras for the National Resistance
Committee; the witnessing of the commissioner Ali Riza,
Abdurrahman, the controller Hidayet, and of Kemal Effendi from the
political division, the claims in the interrogation documents, the
contents of the cross-examination reports, and the complaints that
were clearly observed in the claims of the people are: although
Arshavere, during the preparatory stage and during the interrogations,
confessed that he was afraid of the consequences of the discovery of
the document, which was found in the evening of the incident, proving
that Mardiros had helped the organization, he asked for 1.000 liras to
save himself should the authorities learn more about the plot; first the
acceptance of the taking and giving of money in the menacing of Kirkor
Kayikdjian and Agop Bahri Effendis, the testimonies of the other
accused; the capturing of Arshavere in flagrante delicto by the
witnesses Vehbi, Hidayet, and Hamdi Effendis; the previous
denunciations proving the complaints given by the witnesses listened
before to be true; the minutes, and the contents of the summaries of
the cross-examinations; and the evidences like finding of a painting in
Arshagohy’s home and her acceptance and confession at her own free
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will; are all united relying on the verdict declaring that the crimes
proved by legal procedures should be put together.

It is hereby requested and claimed that: the accused Samuel Tomadjian
and Hrant Aghagianian should be judged in accordance with the
stipulations of the Penal Law, Articles 55% and 58, for their activities
bore intention of murder; that Arshavere should be judged, in relation
to the claims pertaining to the menacing incident, in accordance with
the stipulations of the Penal Law article 191, 2" paragraph®’, as the act
was committed by word of mouth; the other convicts Nishan, Simon,
Kirkor Kayikdjian, and Agop Bahri Effendi, should all be judged, taking
Kirkor’s small-age in consideration during the trials, in accordance
with the stipulations of the Penal Law Article 45%, and Article 191, 2™
paragraph; and Arshagohy in accordance with the 3" statute of the
Article 99%°, as her case is one of the minor offences, however, that she
should be judged together with the other convicts in a due manner; the
non-detainees Nerses Zackharian, Murat Hamparsum Boyadjian, and
Cihan Gulian, who are found to be guilty during the interrogation
phase, shall be charged with joining the National Resistance
Organization and taking part in menacing activities; Saco Hadjak, Nirva
(Mizva?), Parsih Shahbazian and Churkurian to be charged with
offences for serving at the National Resistance Organization; and
Arzruny, on the other hand, with only menace; and therefore it is
hereby claimed that the still continuing interrogations should be
separated here after. October 6, 1915

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VERDICT

Under the light of the further investigations carried out on three
interrogation documents — pertaining to Samuel Tomadjian who was
interrogated for getting indulged in a plot against the members of the
government in force; and to Hrant Aghagianian, an Ottoman subject
who had been voluntarily serving to the Russian interests, and who is
found out to be the one of the executives of a revolutionary party
established in Egypt under the name of “Inter-party National Freedom
Organization”, and again Samuel Tomadjian for his relation with this
person; and again Arshavere, Nishan, Simon, and Alexan, the officials
of the General Directorate of National Police Organization Political
Affairs Division, who were complained about to the courts for their
misuse of power, and Kirkor Kayikdjian and the lawyer Agop Bahri
Effendi who were included in the interrogations later; and to the lady
called Arshagohy in whose house, in Samuel Tomadjian’s apartment, a
painting illustrating the freedom of Armenia was discovered — it has
been decided that:

It has been understood that the above-mentioned Samuel Tomadjian,
37, from Gurun town of Sivas, was indulged in drapery trade at number
19, at the Sebuhyan Inn in Cakmakgilar; that he attended the Constanta
Conference in the August of 1913 together with the suspects, whose
interrogations are completed and sentenced to death; and that he had
informed the branches about the decisions taken at the congress held
by the Social Democrat Hntchagian Party, of which they were all
members, pertaining to the instigation of illegal activities, insurgence,
and turmoil in order to realize their desires in the Ottoman lands.
Following these developments Samuel Tomadjian sent several
assassins firstly to kill the Minister of Internal Affairs Talat Bey, and
then the other members of the government and indulged in activities to
realize the other decisions taken at the congress.

Nishan, 32, one of the officers at the General Directorate of National
Police Organization the Political Affairs Division, helped Arshavere in
his scheme.

Last year, being aware of Tellian’s personal wealth, Alexan’s son
Simon - 27, shoemaker working at the master Avadis’s shop in
Kalpakcilar — and Kurian — who recently returned from exile, and who
was working at the American School in Bahcgecik — with the orders they
had taken from the Hntchagian organization, advocating snatching of
money on behalf of the organization, persuaded Kirkor Kayikdjian — 16,
living in the Bostanali District in Gedikpasa — to enter Tellian’s house —
whose door was open as he was having his house repaired — and to go
upstairs where Tellian was, and then they were to enter the room and
blame him as if they caught him red handed on child molestation, and
get him sign a written certification of 500 liras by threatening him
telling that they would inform the authorities on his misconduct; upon
Tellian’s refusal of their demand and reprimanding them, they seized
more than 30 liras by violence from him and ran away.

Couple of days later, this incident was conveyed to the Central
Committee of the Hntchagian organization as it was planned earlier.
Upon the insistent requests and help of the principal of the Gedikpasa
School, and Parsih Zackharian Effendi’s son Nerses — who had recently
returned from exile — and the forerunners of the Hntchagian
Committee, the Hntchagian Central Committee assigned Agop Cihan
Gulyan’s son Artin, Samuel Tomadjian, and Arzruny as jury. The jury
listened to the both sides. Upon the failure of Murat Hamparsum
Boyadjian, the president of the organization, in persuading Tellian
Effendi, the members of the jury voted against Tellian and told their
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verdict to the Hntchagian Central Committee, they had also informed
Tellian to pay 1.000 liras to the child as compensation. Tellian Effendi
refused the charges and the verdict, and upon the sending of the
investigation documents to the judicial authorities by the police, he
applied to Agop Bahri Effendi, a lawyer, and agreed to pay 40 liras to
defend himself at the still continuing investigation process, he paid
half of the amount in cash. Although Agop Bahri Effendi was to
undertake the task he was given, he, on the one hand, informed the
president of the organization — who had recently returned from exile —
and the other members whose names are mentioned above; and on the
other, by threatening Tellian Effendi by making use of the
organization’s decisions and of the influence of the members he forced
him to pay the amount fixed during the investigation stage to the
organization, and took the remaining half of the money. Moreover,
Arshavere was an accomplice even then and received 30 liras; and with
the beginning of the threats the issue became well known and the
above-mentioned people started threatening others and seizing money
by violence.

A painting reflecting the Armenian desires and provoking the
Armenians to an insurgence was found at the house of a lady named
Arshagohy.

It has been understood that the accused Samuel Tomadjian was one of
the leaders of the organization set up for the murdering of the
members of the government as was declared on the 37" and 123"
pages of the interrogation minutes, and one of the executive members
of the Hntchagian organization; moreover, as he had previously
accepted and confessed, that when he was informed about the
congress held in Constanta he received additional information from
Arshavere, and knowing about the preparations he did not informed
the authorities for he had not had any confidence in them; that
although he said he had broken his ties with the Hntchagian
organization some nine or ten months ago he recruited Hrant
Aghagianian to the organization; again as it is explained above, it is
understood that he had taken part in the jury set for Tellian Effendi’s
issue in January last year; that, the documents pertaining to the
preparatory investigations and summaries of the cross-examinations
of the police, the translations of the documents, registries, letters, and
regulations books, reveal that the accused Samuel Tomadjian is one of
the forerunners and one of the members of the administrative board of
the Hntchagian party.

Hrant Aghagianian is discovered to be one of the members of the Inter-
Party National Resistance Organization; as revealed on page 5 of his
interrogation document, he said and confessed that he met Samuel
over his apartment in Cakmakcilar, and Samuel introduced him to
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Zackharian, and by telling him about the organization and took 25 liras
from him by force and recruited him to the organization, and that those
meetings were repeated for several times; that the money taken from
him was collected to be given to the delegates to be sent to Europe in
accordance with the plan devised by Nubar Pasha; and that he
accepted and confessed that Nerses Zackharian, Samuel Tomadjian,
Murat Hamparsum Boyadjian, Cihan Gulian, Saco and Minerva were the
representatives from Istanbul. Following his confessions Hrant
Aghagianian accused Samuel Tomadjian. The letters — numbered 205
and 169, dated October 19, 1914, and July 3, 1914, consecutively —
signed by the president Haykoni and the clerk Aram, found at his
apartment under his bed during the researches in the evening of
February 25, 1915, declare that 25 liras he had sent was received, and
recruiting of such people into the organization was something to be
appreciated for them, and that they were taking high pride in Hrant
Aghagianian’s efforts as he was the only person giving the greatest
support to the committee from Istanbul.

As the postage date of the letter numbered 205 corresponds to the
days after the outbreak of the First World War there are lines saying “
Give us detailed information on political and military campaigns of the
Turkish Government. This can only be provided with the help of the
Armenian members of the parliament. Send Pastirmadjian immediately
to the Caucasus. Soon you will see the victorious cross instead of the
crescent. Work fearlessly. Volunteers from other countries are flocking
in the Caucasian freedom army in groups. Please try to send
volunteers and try to collect some money for them. Freedom is waiting
just ahead. Secrecy by all means. Reply urgently.”

Joining the Russian forces against Turkiye for a free Armenia, and the
consequences of the provocative attacks on the Ottoman State, both
from the inland and from abroad, were further supported by Hrant
Aghagianian’s overt confessions.

The testimonies of the witnesses commissioner Ali Riza, Abdurrahman,
the controller Hidayet, and of Kemal Effendi from the political division
on Arshavere’s activities, the claims in the interrogation documents,
the contents of the cross-examination reports, Tellian Effendi’s
complaints, Kirkor Kayikdjian’s and Agop Bahri Effendi’s testimonies
in his support are hereby submitted. Kirkor Kayikdjian’s mother took
the money in the face of threats. After taking the money Murat
Hamparsum Boyadjian, on behalf of the Hntchagian organization, and
Simon Alexanian, on her personal account, wrote letters, in their very
own handwritings, stating that Tellian Effendi had nothing to do with
such a shameful offense and that they had not seen anything as stated
at all; the translations of these letters are also hereby presented. As
Arshagohy willingly testified, accepted and confessed, and as
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Arshavere was caught in flagrente delicto, the offenses the suspects
were indulged in were brought to daylight. Thus, it is hereby claimed
that the minutes of three interrogations, carried out in accordance with
the stipulations of the Law for Joining of Offences, and their
appendices shall be joined together. Simon Alexan, Kurian, and Kirkor
Kayikdjian were subjected to interrogations by the court; and although
it was decided for their prevention from trial, as the only basis of the
verdict solely relies on the answers given by the sides, the above-
mentioned document and the other interrogation are separated. Until
the acquisition of the new evidences, this decree shall be in force,
however, it shall not hinder the accomplishment of the new in-depth
researches under the light of the new evidences to be discovered and
within the framework of the developing circumstances.

It is hereby decided that Samuel Tomadjian and Hrant Aghagianian
shall be judged in accordance with the first paragraph of the Penal Law
Article 54, as their offenses included the separation of some Ottoman
lands from the Ottoman State; Nishan and Arshavere shall be judged in
accordance with the second paragraph of the Penal Law Article 191, as
their offense was committed by word of mouth;

And the offences committed by Simon, Kirkor Kayikdjian, and Agop
Bahri Effendi — taking Kirkor Kayikdjian’s age in to consideration as
stated in the second paragraph of Article 40°° — shall be judged in
accordance with the second paragraph of the Penal Law Article 191;

And the offence committed by the lady called Arshagohy is one of the
offences requiring correction as stated in the third supplement of
Article 99, shall be judged at the Martial Law Courts.

The detained Samuel Tomadjian, and Hrant Aghagianian shall be sent
for trial for committing murder, other detainees Nishan, Arshavere,
Simon Alexanian, and the non-detained Kirkor Kayikdjian, Agop Bahri
Effendi, and the lady called Arshagohy shall be sent for trial on minor
charges.

It has been decided unanimously that the interrogations on the non-
detained Nerses Zackharian, Murat Hamparsum Boyadjian, Dzjihan
Gulian; the members of the Inter-party National Freedom Organization
Central Committee Saco, Hadjak, Minerva, Parsih Shahbazian,
Chukurian, Arzruny, and Kuryan, along with their friends whose names
are written in the documents numbered 63 and 84, shall be joined
together.

My Humble Petition,

The case — opened against Mardiros Tellian Effendi who is to be detained by
the police on the alleged charge of violating a child named Kirkor — my
associate Mustafa Arif Bey and | have undertaken only embodies the
defense of Tellian’s rights, he had never informed us about the other issues.
As in violation cases, if the claimant withdraws his claim the court does not
pursue the legal procedures in accordance with the law; therefore my
primary objective was to call Kirkor's mother and convince her that her son
conformed to his bad friends’ improper behaviors libeled Tellian Effendi, and
to tell her that it was not proper for a rational and conscience mother to sue
somebody just upon a suspicion in such a case of libeling a person’s honor.
When | invited the child’s mother to my office, it was understood that the
violation of the child had already been realized.

Kirkor's mother, prior to Tellian’s applying to me in relation to his own case,
said that a commission had already investigated this case upon her request
and that the found Tellian guilty; she also added that she was not competent
enough to narrate the situation properly and to do this she said she would
come back with the people who were informed of the case if | might permit.
With the idea of her bringing more rational person | said, “Bring whomever
you please!” Upon this she brought Dzjihan Gilian and his friends. | told
them that it would be appropriate to withdraw their claims that would stain
both families’ honor. In reply to my proposal they said Tellian was found to
be guilty at the end of the investigation carried out upon his will; that Tellian
Effendi was a calumniator who had all the witnesses imprisoned with his
false allegations; and that he was not an innocent person as | had thought.
Moreover, they said they would bring another suit against him, and
demanded 1.000 liras for the boy to continue his education at a higher
school and thus settling the boy’s violation case to their own advantage. And
I, refusing such an offer told them, for the innocence of Tellian, that | would
talk to Tellian and ask him to send the boy to the school in Bahcgecik for
education for a couple of years, should the boy’s parents consent. They said
they would send the boy to an American school; and even more, if they were
to send the boy to Robert College he had to meet the yearly tuition of 70
liras for 9 years. | said | could not guarantee any other school but the one in
Bahcecik, and they left.

When Tellian Effendi came, | told him every thing we had talked. He said,
“My family honor has been corrupted. They are gossiping about me in
Gedikpasa. Save me from being libeled as a calumniator.” | told him that the
case we had undertaken was a violation suit, that | was not authorized to
deal with the other charge, and that there was no suit brought against him on
the charge of slandering yet. Kirkor's mother and her friends came to my
office for a couple of times. They refused the draft letter, where | had written
my proposal for sending the boy to the school in Bahcgecik, claiming that |
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had written it in an accusing manner. | sent them away saying, “l do not have
time to waste in vain. Let the court settle the case.” The police forwarded the
issue to the courthouse. The day the attorney called, | sent my associate Arif
Bey together with Tellian. Upon my inquiring on what had happened, on their
return in the evening, Arif Bey, feeling ashamed, said, “Tellian convinced the
woman. She withdrew her claim about the violation case.” The investigation
continued for a couple of months more by the Court of Investigation in
relation to the threat issue. At the end of the investigations the court decided
for prevention of trial for both the extortion of some 30 liras and violation.
Tellian Effendi was pleased with us. He paid our remaining wage after the
finalizing of the verdict for the Prevention of Trial. As Tellian Effendi was
contented with us he hired us for his other suits, and even more he gave his
brother Stephan Effendi’'s case to us. Upon Arshavere’s trying to extort
money from Tellian, he says he had given some money to Kirkor's mother,
and to those who were on their side in relation to the case that was held last
year. Claiming, although he applied to us in order to sue the witnesses on
the charge of threat — to alleviate his guilt — he says we did not sue them and
we proposed him to give money. Your eminent court asks why we had not
had informed the office of the attorney although we were aware of the fact
that they were extorting money from Tellian. Here are my answers:

1. All the lawyers have to prepare all the evidences of the case he is
about to undertake. Any lawyer who undertakes a case whose
evidences are not fully prepared loses the case and feels ashamed.

2. Tellian Effendi only given his violation case. He did not appoint me to
any other case.

3.1f he had applied to me for suing the witnesses of the violation suit on
the charge of threat we would sue them with a two-line petition. If we
would fail to sue them he would always apply to another lawyer.

4.1f we were to fall in finalizing the case Tellian Effendi had given to us
to his advantage, he would not pay our remaining wage.

5. Were he not contented with us he would not appoint us to his other
cases, and would not appoint us to his brother’s case later.

6.As for the court’s query; if Tellian Effendi gave some money to the
plaintiffs without our knowledge, in order to have them withdraw their
claims of violation and libeling, there is no necessity for the opening of
a case. What is more, we are not given such a case.

Tellian, in order to save his honor, asked for some documents from the

newspaper owners by announcements he had published in the newspapers

and so they did. If they asked for money in return for the documents,

although they had legal obligations to give such documents, it is extortion.

But if Tellian gave them money to give him a document and publish it in the
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newspapers when they are not legally obliged to give such a document and
publish it in the newspapers to defend Tellian’s honor, then it cannot be
regarded as extortion.

Consequently, | cannot held be obliged to open a case or inform the
authorities since no one asked anything from me. Tellian did not give me
such a case to defend him. How were we to prove the threat case we were
about to bring to the court? If we were to fail in proving would not they have
the right to sue us on the charge of calumniator? I, hereby, most respectfully
request your eminent court to take my petition, proving that |1 have been
performing my duty within the framework of law and conscience, in to
consideration and decide for my acquittal.

During the searches carried out in the evening of September 9, 1915, at
about 01:00 o’clock for finding the single people and the people coming from
the rural areas and residing in the Armenians’ houses in Gedikpasa and
environs; as the civilian police officer Sadi Effendi — service number 1238 —
and police officer Ramiz Effendi — service number 713 — were about to
search the tenant Durik’s — Toros’s daughter from Canakkale — apartment at
number 23 on the Cesmeli Street, in Cadirci Ahmet Pasa District, spotted a
person hiding in the penthouse overlooking the sea on the fifth floor.
Although the civilian officer Sadi Effendi warned him to hold his arms up and
surrender for many times, upon his resistance and keeping his arms
hesitantly crossed on his chest without lifting them up aroused the idea that
he was carrying a gun, Sadi Effendi approached him and lifted his arms up.
But the mentioned person all of a sudden freed his right arm pulled out his
revolver, having the same caliber with that of a Mauser rifle, which he had
hid under his vest, and fired a single shot over Sadi Effendi who was
standing at the penthouse door with the intention of murdering but could not
succeed.
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While Sadi and Ramiz Effendis were trying to seize the revolver the
mentioned person was holding, they all lost their balance and rolled down to
the sofa on the third floor through the stairs. Meanwhile the mentioned
person fired his revolver twice again with the same intention but could not
succeed. His revolver was seized upon the arrival of civilian police officer
from the Beyazit Headquarters, Hasim, who first was to arrive at the scene,
and upon the coming of Selahattin and Ali Riza Effendis, investigations
officers at the General Directorate. On analyzing the revolver it was found
out that it was a ten-cartridge large caliber Mauser, still having seven bullets;
that the last cartridge case was stuck between the barrel and the magazine
during the scuffle, thus disarranged the bullets and kept the weapon from
firing; that when the barrel was smelled the gunpowder smell proved that the
gun had been fired just recently. Although the head of the bullet fired at the
penthouse door could not have been spotted despite all the searches and
investigations, an empty cartridge found in front of the penthouse was
matched with the revolver and it was found out that the cartridge belonged to
the revolver seized. A bullet whole was observed right on the middle of
fourth step of the stairs leading from the sofa on the third floor to the
penthouse; however, the place of the third bullet head could not have been
observed. On searching the person two magazines containing twenty bullets
were found in his pockets, and together with the seven bullets remaining in
the gun, twenty-seven bullets have been seized. The empty cartridges, one
stuck between the barrel and the magazine, and the other found on the
penthouse floor have also been taken. On his question about his identity, his
hiding, and his using a firearm against the security forces, he did not give
any reply but kept his silence. On relying the investigations carried outside,
and observing the Ottoman permit found on him it was understood that he
was Minas’s son Arakel from Arapgir, born in 1304 (1888), tenant living at
number 21, next to the crime scene, on Gedikpasa Cesmeli Street; and this
report has been written and taken under signature.

While the single and people coming from rural areas were being searched in
the Armenians’ houses in Gedikpasa and environs in the evening of

fifth floor. Although | told him to surrender holding his arms up for many
times, his resisting, keeping his hands on his chest and not holding them up
aroused the idea that he was holding a gun; as held his hands up with my
hands, he suddenly freed his right arm pulled out the large caliber Mauser
gun he had hid under his vest and fired at me with the intention of killing me
while | was still in the penthouse but he could not succeed. At this moment
my friend Ramiz Effendi rushed in, and as he was about to seize the revolver
from his hand we lost our balance and started to roll down through the stairs,
he managed to fire his gun twice again but could not succeed. The revolver
was seized with the help of one of the civilian officers at our headquarters
Hasim, who arrived the firing scene first, and with the help of Selahattin and
Ali Riza Effendis; a loaded magazine and a magazine of ten-cartridges
found in his pocket were also seized.

Minas’s son Arakel, 27, from Arapgir, living in Gedikpasa, who used firearms
with the intention of killing the security forces attempted to commit suicide,
was sent to hospital for observation upon displaying signs of madness on
September 13-14, 1915. In his first examination signs of burn on his throat
and in various places on his chest, two slight knife wounds on his left hand,
and some bruises around his left eye were observed. The patient did not
speak until two days ago, he was generally moaning, he could not swallow
his bites and he was nourished with liquid nutriments. He showed no signs of
major changes other than his temperature which altered between 38-38.5
[°C] in parallel to his wounds for the first two or three days. He is not showing
any signs of madness, he pretends as if his ability to speak was affected
because of what he has been living through under pressure; however, he
was expressing his needs by gestures and writing in Turkish. The patient
has been talking for the last two days. Moreover, there were no signs of
unconsciousness as of the very first day; there was a lack of speech as it
were stemming from hysteria. Even under the pressure of this hysteria,
which is probably a pretension, the crime he had committed does not denote
to his being in a state of flcdr(?) at the time of committing the crime.
Nevertheless, the patient was claiming that he did not remember that he
fired on the security forces, and that he was innocent.

Under the light of these clinic observations it can be hereby asserted that
Minas’s son Arakel is not mentally ill; and that he did not commit the crime at
a time when he felt unconscious; the patient whose wounds are about to
recover is sent over to you for your further concerns.
